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MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION

The name "Alaska" is derived from the native word "Al-ay-ek-sa," thought to mean "The Great Land," or "Mainland."

This region was first visited in 1741 by two Russian officers, Bering and Chirikov. Following their visit came Russian traders and trappers, and in 1774 Spanish explorers came as far as the southeastern shore, and in 1778 an English expedition headed by Capt. James Cook made extensive coast surveys. Kadiak Island was the scene of the first settle​ment, made by the Russians in 1784, while they founded Sitka in 1804, and made it the capital in 18C5.

In 1867 Alaska was purchased by the United States for$7,200,000, but its development was limited until the discovery of gold in Yukon Territory in 1896 caused an influx of prospectors, and proved to the world that "Seward's Folly" had been a most intelligent purchase. -

GEOGRAPHY

Alaska lies between the meridians of 130° west longitude and 173° east longitude, and between the parallels of 51° and 72° north latitude. The Arctic Ocean is the northern boundary, while on the west are the Arctic Ocean, Bering Strait and Bering Sea. The southern boundary is the Gulf of Alaska and the Pacific Ocean, and Yukon Territory and British Columbia adjoin it on the east.

The total area of the territory is about 590,884 square miles, or approximately one-fifth of the area of the United States. The price paid to Russia was less than two cents per acre. Alaska's coast line is 26,000 miles Ion g. / ,860 miles greater than the Atlantic seaboard of the United States.

The physical features are many and varied. Mountain and plain, barren wastes and fertile valleys, fields of ice and grass covered reaches, great rivers and lakes and multitudes of small creeks all go to make up the surface configuration.

Alaska contains the highest mountain in North America, Mt. Mc-Kinlev, 20.400 feet high. Other high mountains are Mt. YYrangell, 19,000 feet: Mt. St. Elias, 16,000 feet, and Mt. Crillon, 15,000 feet/"

The Yukon, the largest Alaskan river, is the fifth river in size in North America.

CLIMATE

Alaska's geographic position and extent give it physical conditions which show great contrasts in climate between the various parts of the Territory. Three-quarters of its area lies within the North Temperate Zone, and one-quarter north of the Arctic Circle.

The portion lying adjacent to the Pacific Ocean has a heavy precipi​tation (averaging about 90 inches per year), a rather high mean annual temperature (35° to 48° F.), cool summers (mean temperatures 50° to 55° P."), and mild winters (mean temperatures 20° to 35° P.). The in​land province lying beyond the coastal ranges has a semi-arid climate, with rainfall of but 9 to 15 inches, summers with temperatures of from 50° to 58° F., and cold winters, the mean temperature ranging from zero to 15° below. The third division includes that portion tributary to the Arctic Ocean, which records the smallest rainfall in the Territory, from 6 to 8 inches a year. The average summer temperature is from 40° to 45° P., while the winters range from 10° to 16° F.

POPULATION

The government census of 1920 gave Alaska a population of 55,036. This shows an apparent decrease of 9,320 since 1910. These figures were taken as of January 1, the middle of winter, when only permanent resi​dents could be enumerated, and the thousands who annually go to Alaska for employment in the summer, miners, cannery employees, and other workers are not included.

The growth of several of the cities since the last official census, the onenins: of The Alaska Railroad, with the new towns and settlements which follow transportation, and the increase shown in various indus​tries warrant the statement that Alaska at present shows a substantial gain over the 1910 census figures.

AGRICULTURE AND STOCK RAISING

Although agriculture is something to which the ordinary person does not give much thought in connection with Alaska, it is nevertheless rapidly developing in several parts of the Territory.

The Department of Agricidture maintains five experiment stations, at Sitka (headquarters), Fairbanks, Rampart, Kodiak and Matanuska, where experiments to determine which species of grain, fruits or vege​tables are best suited to the various localities, and to the different climatic conditions are being carried on. and this work is doing- a great deal t<> encourage agriculture in the Territory.

The principal areas where agriculture can successfully be conducted are the valleys of the Yukon and Tanana rivers in the interior, the Susitna and Matanuska valleys, extending from Cook Inlet toward the interior, some of the valleys along the Copper River, and on the west side of the Kenai Peninsula.

A hybrid strawberry, developed by the experiment station, has proven successful, while barley, winter rye and wheat have been grown in the interior wherever the snowfall is deep enough to protect the grain from the severe temperature. Spring wheat growing, with a species also produced by the experiment station, has been successfully undertaken in the Tanana and Matanuska valleys.

Native grasses for the most part provide the hay crops. The more common and hardier garden vegetables such as radishes, turnips, kale and lettuce can be grown nearly anywhere. Other vegetables grow along the coast and in the interior if care is used in selecting garden sites with reference to shelter and sun. So far, corn, beans, melons, cucumbers, tomatoes, etc., have not been grown under ordinary condi​tions. The Fairbanks region alone produces about 10,000 bushels of potatoes yearly, enough to supply the local demand. Currants, rasp​berries, loganberries and gooseberries grow well, especially along the coast region.

Stock raising as yet is on a small scale, but the various experiment stations are introducing blooded cattle and sheep, the Galloway and Milking Shorthorn cattle proving the best to withstand climatic condi​tions. Hog and sheep raising is also being successfully followed, espe​cially in the Tanana and Yukon valleys, where native grass and hay are easilv produced.

FUR FARMING IN ALASKA

Propagating land fur bearing animals in Alaska in captivity has de​veloped an important industry in blue fox ranching on islands, a lesser industry in pen-raising of silver foxes, and an infant but promising in​dustry in raising minks and martens in pens.

At the beginning of 1923 there were about 152 island blue fox farms, and during 1923 a number of others have been established. Islands of from 40 acres to 10 square miles along the southern coast are used for blue fox ranches. Here the animals run at liberty, choose their own mates, and make their own dens. One or more caretakers distribute feed to them daily. Fish—fresh, dried, smoked, or salted—constitutes the basic feed, supplemented in many instances with mushes of cereals and cracklings.

The raising of blue foxes in pens has not developed extensively, but is now being undertaken by a number of operators.

The blue fox babies sometimes number 14 to the litter and thev aver-age from 5 to 7. The animals are killed for their skins during November and December.

Two regions of Alaska have fox farmers associations, similar to the livestock associations of the states.

Silver foxes are raised in pens. In the summer of 1923 there were about 25 such ranches, with more starting. Selective breeding is im​proving the strain of the animals, and experience has been gained which bids fair to enable this to become an important industry.

Minks have been successfully raised in pens by two parties in Alaska. At the end of the 1923 summer there were four parties holding minks for propagating purposes and others are entering the business as soon as they can obtain stock.

The raising of martens in captivity has not been a marked success in Alaska, but at least four parties are engaging in the undertaking and others are entering as rapidly as breeding stock can be obtained.

Muskrat and beaver raising is being undertaken by some and con​templated by many.

ALASKA'S WILD LIFE

There is no portion of Alaska that does not have one or more forms of game and fur. These resources have played an important part in the progress of the Territory and no little part with respect to the world at large. Much of the exploration and prospecting has been possible only by the fact that the presence of fur and game enabled the prospec​tor, explorer and traveler to "live off the country.''

The natives originally lived largely by game and fur, and since the white man has opened a market to them they have profited even more bv the fur. Alaska annually produces land fur valued at about $2,OC0,-CCO.OO.

The value of the game is not so easily computed, as it is consumed locally and does not materially enter the markets. The meat is an important item of food to all but the larger communities, which have ready access to domestic meat supplies, and even in these the meat markets feel a decided loss in patronage during the game season.

The recreational value of wild life to Alaskans is not so stressed as game in other regions, but as an attraction to the "outsider'' for hunt​ing, photographing, and studying it is unsurpassed.

For the purpose of describing the distribution of the wild life of the Territory and its accessibility to the visitor it is convenient to divide the region into seven divisions.

Southeastern Alaska comprises the Alexander Archipelago and the strip of mainland from Dixon Entrance to Yakutat. In this region are found the big brown, grizzly, and black bears, deer, mountain goats, beavers, minks, land otters, ermine, muskrats. foxes and wolves.

South Central Alaska is composed of the mainland for about 150 miles inland from Yakutat west to Cook Inlet, and adjacent islands. The same animals are found in this region as in Southeastern Alaska, and in addition moose, mountain sheep, and caribou occur in certain portions.

The Kodiak—Afognak Island group off the southern coast has the big brown bears, foxes, land otters and ermine.

The Alaska Peninsula has the brown and grizzly bears, caribou, foxes, land otters, minks and ermine.
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The Aleutian Islands have no game with the exception of Cnimak, which has the same animals as the Peninsula. The remainder of the chain has only red and blue foxes.

Interior Alaska embraces most of the Yukon and Kuskokwim River drainages. It has caribou, and moose in most portions, grizzly and brown bears, mountain sheep, foxes, land otters, beavers, minks, mar​tens, muskrats and ermine.

Arctic Alaska as here used means the Arctic slope. Caribou, moun​tain sheep, grizzly and polar bears, red and Arctic foxes, wolverines and ermine occur in the region.

"Waterfowl nest throughout the Territory, particularly in the north​ern half, where there are important breeding grounds. At numerous points along the sea coast are large colonies of sea birds. Various forms of ptarmigan and grouse are found, practically throughout the Territory, often in great abundance.

The brief sketchy outline of distribution given herein does not pre​tend accurately to bound the ranges of the animals, but rather merely to indicate the general region in which they may be found. Often there are considerable tracts within the general outlined range where—be​cause of local conditions— the animals do not occur.

THE U. S. GOVERNMENT RAILWAY

IN ALASKA

The U. S. Government Railway Project in Alaska was originally reported upon by the Alaska Railroad Commission, appointed by Presi​dent Taft in 1912, and headed by General Jay J. Morrow, now Governor of the Panama Canal. Upon receiving authority by the Act of March 12. 1914, to go ahead with location, construction, etc., the President placed supervision of the project under the direction of the Secretary of the Interior and designated the Alaskan Engineering Commission as the construction agency to be permanently resident in Alaska to handle the work. After additional surveys and investigations, the President selected the route in the spring of 1915. and active construction con​tinued since that date except for greatly curtailed activity during the "World War. On the 15th of July, 1923, the late President Harding drove a golden spike at the north end of the Tanana River Bridge, Xenana. Alaska, thereby officially completing the construction of The Alaska Railroad.

OPERATIONS OF THE ALASKA RAILROAD

The distance from Seward to Fairbanks, over the operated line, is 470.3 miles. Spurs to the Eska, Jonesville, and Chickaloon coal mines in the Matanuska District, and to the Healy River coal mines in the Xenana District, aggregate an additional 46 miles of standard gauge. A four and one-half mile narrow gauge spur to the Moose Creek coal mines and a 39-mile narrow gauge branch from Fairbanks to the gold creeks as far as Chatanika bring the total operated mileage up to 560 miles. The Alaska Railroad also operates a River Boat Service on the Tanana and Yukon Rivers between Xenana and Holy Cross, a distance of 750 miles, carrying passengers, mail, express, and freight.

It has through billing agreements covering freight service from Seat​tle or Tacoma to points on the Yukon River and its principal tributaries between the International Boundary at Eagle and Bering Sea at St. .Michael. It also has an agreement covering automobile service on the Richardson Highway from Fairbanks to Chitina and Yaldez, 410 miles. In addition, it operates telegraph and telephone lines, coal mines, docks, power plants, hospitals, hotels, and commissaries.

In 1915, Seward and Fairbanks were flourishing towns, each being the distributing center for an immense hinterland. Seward received its supplies all the year round by ocean service from Seattle. Fairbanks received all its supplies by river boat during the open season of navi​gation. The country between was an almost uninhabited wilderness. The onlv overland route then in existence was the Richardson Highway, some 200 miles to the eastward of the route selected for the railroad. It was necessary therefore to develop and carry various agencies along with the actual railroad construction. Ocean docks, towns, and camps, machine shops, hospitals, schools, etc., all had to be provided. Rolling-stock, construction equipment and supplies of all kinds had to be shipped in from Seattle. Such supplies were then carried inland by boat or pack-horse in summer and by horse-sled or dog-team in winter.

In the actual construction, clearing of right of way, grubbing, grad​ing, excavation and other kinds of labor which could be standardized, were let out to station-men. All tools, powder, camp equipment, sub​sistence supplies, etc., wer.e rented or sold to the station-men by the railway supply department. Building of bridges, snowsheds, laying of track, etc., were performed on force account. Several large steel bridges were fabricated and erected by contract, the piers and approaches being built on force account.

TRANSPORTATION SITUATION

The entire transportation situation in the Territory has been changed by the completion of The Alaska Railroad. Whereas, heretofore it had been necessary for all supplies for an entire year to be shipped up the Yukon River during the short summer season, with the attendant heavy charges for interest on investment, insurance, storage, deterioration, and depreciation, it is now possible to distribute the same shipments through​out the entire year. Frequently shipments missed the last boat, causing great inconvenience and even distress.

For example, in the fall of 1920 an important bridge was ordered for a stream crossing about 28 miles out of Fairbanks. This bridge was shipped from Seattle to St. Michael in the summer of 1921 soon after navigation opened. It caught the last boat up the river. An earlv freeze-up caught this boat 200 miles short of destination. As it would have cost $135 per thousand board feet for freighting over the snow, the bridge

as well as all other supplies lay there till the summer of 1922, when it

reached Fairbanks, was freighted overland and erected.    Meanwhile,

about $1200 was spent on patching up the old bridge to carry the 1921

traffic.   Last winter, a 250-foot highway bridge was taken down, using

the ice as false-work, freighted three miles by bob-sled to The Alaska
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Railroad, hauled about 4C0 miles over the Alaska Range into the interior, freighted 12 miles again over the snow by bob-sled and re-erected over another river, again using the ice as false-work, and all in iess than 90 days.

In another case, a rush order of 200 tons of heavy mining equipment left Seattle in January of 1923. In sixty days, these supplies traveled 1600 miles by ocean freighter to Seward. 470 miles by rail to Fairbanks, and 86 miles by bob-sleds drawn by caterpillar tractors over the Richard​son Highway and tributaries to final destination. Without The Alaska Railroad, that equipment would have landed in Fairbanks during the summer of 1923, where it would have lain till mid-winter of 1924 when snow conditions would permit it to be handled over the last 43 miles of sled-road tributary to the Richardson High wax*.

TOUR OF ALASKA

With the completion of The Alaska Railroad, a most remarkable circular tour through the interior of the Territory is now possible. This tour includes a 1600-mile ocean voyage from Seattle or Vancouver up the Inside Passage, then  across  the Gulf of Alaska, through Prince

William Sound, and up Resurrection Bay to Seward, touching at all Alaskan ports ; then 470 miles over The Alaska Railroad to Fairbanks: then 320 miles over The Richardson Highway to Chitina; then 130 miles over the Copper River & Northwestern Railway to Cordova; and then a 1400-mile return ocean voyage through Prince William Sound, the Gulf of Alaska, and the Inside Passage. This tour was formally inaugurated last summer by the Brooklyn Daily Eagle party of 70 peo​ple, over half of them being ladies. The entire tour requires three weeks from Seattle back to Seattle and costs about $350, all expenses included.

Leaving Seward, The Alaska Railroad crosses the Chugach Range through two passes amidst snow-covered mountains, glaciers, and lakes, then follows the shore of Turnagain Arm to Anchorage, Mile 114. It then follows Knik Arm, crosses the Matanuska Valley, and follows up the Susitna River to the summit of the Alaska Range through Broad

Pass. Mile 313, elevation 2337 feet. Several large glaciers are passed within a stone's throw of the track. There are tunnels, trestle spirals, and one complete loop where the track makes two reversed horse-shoe bends and then crosses under itself. The Susitna River is crossed upon a simple steel truss of 504-foot span. Hurricane Gulch is crossed upon a steel arch of 384-foot span, 300 feet above the creek.
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WHERE MOUNTAINS AND  OCEAN  MEET  ON  TURN AGAIN ARM

After leaving Broad Pass. The Alaska Railroad follows down the north slope of the main Alaska Range, past Mt. McKinley National Park, through the Nenana and Healy River Canyons, and across the Tanana River bottom to Nenana. At Nenana the Tanana River is crossed on a 700-foot bridge, 45 feet above highest high water. The railroad then follows up the valley of Coldstream, across a low divide, and into Fair​banks.

TERRITORIAL FISHERIES SKETCH

The important work of furnishing food for the nation's stomach and mineral wealth for her pockets are two of the main industries in which Alaska is engaged. From the depths of the ocean she brings the food and from the depths of the earth the gold and silver, and each year the wealth of the ocean grows larger till now the value of her products annually outshaclows the value of the mineral production.

The largest center of the fishing industry in Alaska is Ketchikan on the Southeastern tip of the panhandle. To this growing port, year in and year out, a large fleet of fishing vessels, varying in size from the small one-man trolling boat to the large ocean-going schooners and steamers, bring their catches of delicious sea-food.

The hundreds of vessels which operate from Ketchikan all the year round are occupied mainly in the catching of halibut, but in the summer months many hundreds more go out in the search for the highly-prized salmon, millions of which are canned during the time they ap​pear in the spawning season.

The halibut banks in Alaska are the most extensive in the world, covering as they do the territory from Cape Chacon, near Dixon's En​trance, to the Aleutian Islands on the westward. The smaller boats hover in the protection of the inside waters while the larger vessels venture far out from the protecting islands into the Alaskan Gulf and the Pacific Ocean.

In considerable contrast to the fishing fleets of other parts of the world, the Alaskan fishermen are almost wholly independent of sails for propulsion. All depend upon petroleum for the fuel to take them to the fishing grounds and return. For the purpose of economy and in order to extend their steaming radius the larger vessels are now installing the modern fuel-oil burning Diesel engines to replace the former gasoline and distillate motors.

The market at Ketchikan for halibut is a highly competitive one, with nearly all the prominent dealers represented. The fish, on ar​rival, are sold to the highest bidder by the auction system. There are two cold storage plants in Ketchikan.   It is the Alaska home of the

New England Fish Company, which besides operating a large cold stor​age, handles many thousands of pounds of fish through its cannery, mild cure, and fresh fish plants. The cold storage, handling many millions of pounds of fish annually, is a source of interest and amazement to visitors.

The Ketchikan Cold Storage Company, owned by local capital, and catering to independent fish dealers and fishing vessels, operates another large plant in town. Besides their facilities for freezing and storing fish, the two companies have a large combined ice-freezing capa​city. The ice is used by the fishing vessels to keep their fish in a fresh condition until they are sold and unloaded. In addition, the two cold storage plants freeze several million pounds of herring annually for bait.

The halibut in a fresh state is shipped to the Pacific Coast, the Middle West and Eastern markets and in a frozen state goes to many countries besides the L\ S. It is frozen in a most sanitary and careful manner in the summer months of plenty to provide for the times of decreased production during the winter.

Halibut fishing, at its height during the favorable weather of the warmer months, has been continued to a considerable extent during the winter spawning- months to the unmistakable detriment of the industry. Taking note of this, the Canadian and L\ S. governments have at last approved as have all persons engaged in the business, and taken steps to apply, a closed season on halibut fishing. This they hope, will mate​rialize by 1924 and thus protect the future against depletion of the valuable resource.

Sablefish fishing is a growing branch of the fishing industry. This fishery is capable of great development. Heavy quantities can be pro​duced, although at the present time the greater price brought by halibut has the effect of causing most of the fishermen to avoid the sablefish banks, which are located north and south off Cape Ommaney, in prefer-ence to the grounds where halibut abound. It is salted, kippered, smoked or shipped in the fresh or frozen state.

Almost incomprehensible is the amount of salmon canned in Alaska each year. There are seven canneries in the city of Ketchikan and twenty-five more in the district adjacent to it, and there are scores of others distributed over the territory. Each cannery annually puts up a pack of from twenty thousand to two hundred thousand cases of salmon during the three summer months the}' operate.

The majority of the salmon canned is caught by traps, gill nets, seines, and some by trollers. Ketchikan is essentially a Pink salmon district. Great schools of these fish go up Ketchikan Creek, which runs through the city, on their way to the spawning grounds. A government hatchery has just been built on this stream to assist in the propagation of the salmon.

The salmon fishing industry is also in fear of depletion and its fol​lowers are looking forward to the creation of a reserve to perpetuate the supply and stabilize the business through government regulation and limitation of packs and the improvement of the quality by careful governmental inspection during the canning" season.

About seven varieties of salmon are caught in Alaskan waters. Of these the King salmon is the most valuable commercially, bringing high prices in the Eastern markets in either a fresh or frozen state. The King salmon is the only variety that may be caught in any month of the year. In the Fall and Winter and early Spring they are found mainly in the inside passages and bays and in the late Spring and Summer in the open ocean off Baranoff and Prince of Wales Islands.

The mild curing of King salmon is carried on to a large extent during the summer months, when practically all of the largest and fat​test Red King salmon are carefully salted in large tierces and shipped to the eastern United States. The King salmon is one of the gamiest fish that swim and the big ones, often weighing twenty-five to fifty pounds, put up merry battles with the trollers who seek to land them on the small lines with which they fish. Only a small percentage of King salmon are produced by traps.

The White King salmon, just as plentiful as the Red, and just as nutritious, bring a much lower price by reason of their lighter hue. This handicap of color also prevents their being mild-cured to any extent. The Alaskan mild-curers, though far from the eventual con​sumers of their product, are looking forward to the time when the large tonnage which is produced here, and the superiority of its quality will bring the jobbers to Ketchikan to inspect and purchase their require​ments, thus bringing the article more directly to the eventual retail purchaser.

The herring industry is capable of enormous expansion. 'Csed main​ly for bait by the salmon and halibut fishermen, the abundant supply is cured for food purposes only to a comparatively small extent.

In addition to the fish mentioned as of considerable commercial importance, the Alaskan waters abound with Ling, Gray and Red Cods, Black Bass, and Soles. There are some large proven fiat fish grounds near Ketchikan, at present practically untouched, but bound to be the basis of a business that will be of large proportions in future years.

TIMBER RESOURCES

The high rugged range of mountains paralleling the southern coast of Alaska as far north and west as Cook Inlet is the dividing line be​tween two distinct types of forest growth. The region south of the range is one of excessive rainfall and moderate temperatures and here is found the "Coast Forest,v a dense growth of western hemlock. Sitka spruce and cedar of great commercial importance.

CHUGACH NATIONAL FOREST

The region north of this range, which includes most of the Territory, has greater extremes of temperature and a moderate rainfall, and is only partially timbered. The forests consist of light stands of white spruce, black spruce, birch, cottonwood and larch, and are known as the "Interior Forests.7' The timber is small and will not come on to the general lumber markets in quantity, but will be used locally and to excellent advantage in connection with the development of the agri​cultural and mining resources of the broad regions over which it is found.

THE COAST FOREST

This type of forest growth occurs in Southeastern Alaska and the Prince William Sound region, a coastal strip of mainland and adjacent island groups about 1,000 miles long. The commercial-sized timber is found from tidewater to an average elevation of 2,000 feet and as the country is mountainous it forms narrow' strips and bands along the lower slopes of the mainland and hundreds of islands. The typical stand is a mixture of hemlock and Sitka spruce, together with small amounts of western red cedar or Alaska cedar, the hemlock forming 65 per cent and the spruce 20 per cent of the timber volume. The average merchantable volume per acre over wide areas is 20,000 board feet, but 50,000 board feet per acre for individual logging units is very common. Patches of pure Sitka spruce with volumes ranging to 100,000 board feet per acre are numerous and these supply the great bulk of the saw timber now being cut in Alaska.

Sitka spruce is the most valuable tree of Alaska and one of the best all-purpose woods of the United States. It has the best liber for paper pulp of any Pacific Coast wood and the lumber is in good demand for many uses ranging from packing boxes to airplane construction. The trees are very large, having at maturity a diameter of about 6 feet and a height of 200 feet.

The hemlock in Alaska is smaller and of somewhat poorer quality than that found in Oregon and Washington and this, together with a longer freight haul precludes it from competing in the general lumber markets. Western hemlock is a very satisfactory pulp wood, especially for newsprint paper and the vast quantity found in Alaska is principally valuable for this use. Trees at maturity reach an average diameter oi about 4 feet and a height of 150 feet.

The cedars are quite valuable for specialized forms of lumber, shingles and telephone poles. Alaska cedar or "yellow cedar" is little known in the lumber trade, but its qualities indicate it to be an excellent furniture and cabinet wood.

The timber of the coast forest is readily accessible, due to the hundreds of islands, the very sinuous coast lines and the network ot sheltered sea channels in the region where it is found. Seventy-five per cent of the commercial timber is estimated to be within 2)/i miles of navigable waters.

Alaska has practically no patented timber lands. Most of the com​mercial forests of the coast region have been designated as Xational Forests, which are managed by the Federal Government on a basis o-continuous forest productivity.
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The Chugach National Forest lies in the Prince William Sound region, contains 5,200,000 acres and has a total timber stand of 6 billion board feet.   The total length of shore line of the two forests is 12,000 miles.

ADMINISTRATION

The National Forests are administered by the Forest Service, De​partment of Agriculture. The district forester stationed at Juneau, directs all forest service activities in the Territory. Forest supervisors stationed at Ketchikan and Cordova are in charge of the Tongass and Chugach forests, respectively, and forest rangers, who report to the supervisors, have headquarters in various coast towns where there is much forestry business with the public.

As all activities are immediately along the coast, eight sea-going launches are maintained by the forest service for the use of its personnel.

USE OF FOREST RESOURCES

The timber and all other resources of the national forests are avail​able for use. Timber can be purchased in practically any amount de​sired, water power can be developed under the general form of federal license, agricultural lands may be homesteaded and mineral lands pros​pected and patented, community centers can be alienated under the town-site laws, and lands can be occupied under permit for trade and indus​try with the provision that permanent industrial projects can secure title to lands so occupied.

The use made of National Forest resources and lands is indicated by the following:

550 million board feet of timber has been cut from the forests since 1909 for local use and for export as lumber from the Territory. The annual cut is constantly increasing and will exceed 45,000,000 board feet in 1923. Most of the commercial sawmills of Alaska secure their timber supply from the national forests.

20 permits and licenses for the development of water power for industrial use and public utility have been issued.

305 homesteads and numerous mining claims have been taken up.

137 small islands have been leased for the raising of blue foxes and other fur bearing animals.

89 canneries and other fishing establishments, the majority of which represent investments of $100,000 to $500,000, have been constructed on lauds held undei permit.

550 permits covering land occupancy for miscellaneous uses have been issued.

10 town sites and industrial sites have been patented.

The Federal Government, through the Department of Agriculture, has constructed to date 153 miles of roads and trails at a cost of $974,370.00, to assist in forest development. 600,000 acres of pulp timber has been cruised and mapped and 25 power sites surveyed to show the possibilities for the paper industry.

POLICY IN TIMBER DISPOSAL

The main features of the policies and regulations regarding the dis​posal of timber from the Xational Forests of Alaska are as follows :

1. The timber only is offered for sale, title to the land remaining in the United States to insure future timber growth.

2. Timber units exceeding $100 in stumpage value are advertised for sale by sealed bids as required by law.
3. The timber is paid for in small installments as cutting proceeds and on the basis of a measurement of the cut material by a forest officer.
4. Logging areas are clear cut of all merchantable material except that not more than 5 per cent may be reserved by the forest service for reseeding purposes.
5. Small quantities of timber for current use can be purchased as needed or larger quantities commensurate with the operator's milling capacity can be placed under contract for cutting throughout a period of years.
The form of contract being offered to paper manufacturers provides a 30-year supply of timber, not exceeding 2 billion board feet, for the size of plant contemplated and the reserve of an additional 15-year supply to be placed on the market at the end of the 30-year period. The stumpage prices are to be readjusted at 5-year intervals to make them conform with the then prevailing prices being received for similar timber in the region.

6. The number of plants dependent upon national forest timber will be limited to conform to the timber growing capacity of the milling region, thus insuring permanency of industries by guarding against timber depletion.

OPPORTUNITIES FOR FOREST INDUSTRIES

The great future timber industry of Alaska is the manufacture of pulp and paper. The extensive forests are primarily valuable for this use and the Territory has other resources and natural advantages for the industry.

The local national forests can produce about 2,000,000 cords of pulp wood annually in perpetuity. This is sufficient to make 1,330,000 tons of newsprint, which is over one-half of the total present requirements of the United States.

WATER POWER

An abundance of cheap power is of great importance to the develop​ment of the newsprint industry and this is available on the southern

coast of Alaska in the form of water power. Investigations made to date of power resources indicate that the 450,000 horsepower necessary to mill the potential yearly supply of pulpwood is available and that
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the greater part of it can be developed at a low unit cost. It occurs in units of 5,000 to 35,000 horsepower, the power house sites are located at the edge of tidewater and high lakes at shor- distances inland provide excellent water storage space.

OTHER FAVORABLE FACTORS

An example of the better sites is Cascade Creek at Thomas Bay on the Tongass Forest. A lake with an elevation of 1,487 feet is located two miles inland from navigable water. 22.000 continuous horsepower can be developed without the use of a storage dam by tapping the lake 200 feet below the surface with a tunnel. The estimated cost of development is $48 per horsepower.

In some cases power from two or more sites can be concentrated easily at one point. At the head of Speel River Arm of Port Snettisham, Tongass Forest, 4 large sites occur within a radius of 4 miles. Two of these sites with a capacity of 50,000 horsepower can be developed for $40 per horsepower.

A systematic study is being made of the water power resources by the forest service. Fifteen stream gaging stations are maintained on important power streams and actual surveys of twenty-five sites have been completed to date. The estimated costs of development of the sites surveyed range from $40 to $125 per horsepower.

All power sites are on publicly owned land and can be licensed for a 50-year period under the provisions of the Federal Water Power Act.

Other local features conducive to the development of the paper industry in Alaska are:

1. The mills will be located on tidewater with the advantage of cheap water transportation for log's to the plant and for the product to market. Prince Rupert, British Columbia, the western terminus of the transcontinental Grand Trunk Railroad, is only 45 miles by sheltered waterways from the south boundary of Southeastern Alaska. Seattle is only 600 miles distant by water.

2. The cost of losing is low. as much of the merchantable timber can be reached from tidewater without constructing expensive logging improvements.
3. The climate permits of logging for 8 to 9 months and of mill operation and shipping throughout the year.

4. The region is readily accessible to such large centers for mill and woods labor as Seattle, Tacoma and Portland.
MINING RESOURCES

The word "Alaska" has been synonymous with "gold"' for many years. However, in the mining developments of the past few years, gold has been overshadowed by copper.

The total production of gold in 1922 was $7,730,000, while that of copper was $9,833,444, these two metals making approximately 92 per cent of the total mineral production for the year.

At Juneau successful methods of treating low-grade gold ores have been worked out, and these are now handled in large quantities. The Chichagof mine on Chichasrof Island is maintaining: its normal outmit of high-grade gold ore. The opening of The Alaska Railroad has quick​ened interest in several districts adjacent to the road, and many prop​erties are expected to develop rapidly from now on. This is especially true of the Willow Creek district.

Gold ore of high grade, free milling qualities has been found in the Hope district in the Turnagain Arm region.

A small production of gold is had in the Fairbanks region from some small quartz mines. As in other places, this district has been held back by lack of adequate transportation, and the opening of the Alaska Railroad will result in a revival of extensive operations here.

In some parts of the interior gold dredges are operating success​fully, and extraction of the precious metal by this process is a growing feature of the industry.

The silver yield so far has come from ores whose chief value has been their gold or copper contents. In the Kantishna region, north of \It. McKinley, is a district which holds good prospects as soon as a means of adequate transportation is found.

Another important silver district is at Hyder, at the head of Port​land Canal.

Small amounts of lead, platinum and quicksilver have been produced, incidental to operations in other metals.

Copper ore in very extensive reserves has been found at many points, and in the near future Alaska will rank second to none as a copper-producing land. The Kennecott mine at Kennecott is now ranked as one of the larger producing mines of America, while Latouche Island has been a proven field for several years.

The Seward Peninsula, of which Nome is the commercial and supply point, is a land rich in mineral resources, and one which has not yet nearly reached the maximum of production. Gold dredges are operating successfully on placer ground, and several hydraulic plants are also working

In the Port Clarence region are the largest known deposits of tin in America.

Coal is a new industry, which, like the others, is being aided by the new means of transportation. The Matanuska and Xenana fields, both located on The Alaska Railroad, are now producing high-grade coal in commercial quantities, and other fields will soon be developed.

Indications of oil are visible in many different districts, notably in the Cold Bay region, on the Alaska Peninsula, where several large companies are now drilling. Other promising fields are at Katalla, where several producing wells are in operation, and in the Yakataga field.

In the district surrounding Point Barrow, oil indications are very prevalent, but the great distance and lack of facilities for transportation are holding up development for the present time.

PRINCIPAL MINING DISTRICTS OF ALASKA

ARCTIC MIXING DISTRICT: Located across the divide from Cape York, and commencing at the mouth of the Arctic River. The principal creek on which gold has been found is Tuttle Creek.

BOXAXZA MINING DISTRICT: Commences at Nome and runs e 22 miles along Norton Sound. There are four rivers in this district, viz.. Flambeau, Eldorado, Bonanza and Solomon: all of these rivers.

including the many creeks tributary thereto, show gold deposits. Sol​omon is the p o and shipping point.

BRISTOL BAY MIXING DISTRICT: Located on a bay of same name, 700 miles se of Nome. Xushagak is the p o and shipping point of the district.

CAPE XOME MINING DISTRICT: Extends e and w of Nome, along the Bering Sea, and into the interior. The Nome, Sinrock and Snake are the rivers that run through the district; all of which, in​cluding their tributaries, have gold deposits. Among the noted creeks on which gold has been found are Anvil, Dexter, Lindbloom, Glacier, Sunset. Snowgulch and many others. Nome is the shipping point and p o of the district.

CHICHAGOF ISLAND: Here are located the Chichagof mines, one of the largest high-grade gold ore producers in the Territory. The development of other properties nearby is also anticipated.

COPPER RIVER MINING DISTRICT: Along the Copper River and n of Yaldez. the p o. Gold, copper and coal are found in con​siderable quantities, and petroleum springs have been located where the oil floats out in paying- amounts. The oil can be piped to shore, or even to ships. The coal is semi-anthracite in quality, and excellent for steaming purposes. Mail and steamer communications at Yaldez, with Alaska and States points.

COUNCIL: This mining district is the oldest on the Seward Peninsula, with the one exception of the Fish River mining district organized in 1881, which took in the whole of the Seward Peninsula. Ophir Creek, the principal creek in the district, is twenty-five miles long, with numerous tributaries. The principal tributaries are Crooked Creek, Dutch Creek, Oxide Creek, Sweetcake Creek and Guy Creek. The most notable of the other streams in this district are Melsing Creek, which empties into the Neukluk at Council City: the Casa-de-Paga, twenty-five miles long and tributary of the Neukluk, coming- in about eighteen miles above Council. Among the others are Gold Bottom Creek, Camp Creek, Mystery Creek, "Warren Creek. Elkhorn Creek, Richler Creek. All these creeks are producers or prospect well, but are mostly low grade and require machinery or the high line ditch to work. '

In addition to gold the Council district has galena, copper, talc and tin.

CRIPPLE MINING DISTRICT: Is located w of the Cape Nome district, extending along the Bering Sea and into the interior. The Cripple and Rodney Rivers flow through the district into the Bering-Sea.   Nome is the p o and shipping point.

DUTCH HARBOR MINING DISTRICT: Includes Unalaska and other islands of the Alaska Peninsula. P O and shipping point of the district is Unalaska.

EAGLE:   Is on American Creek and its tributary. Discovery Fork.

FAIRHAYKX MINING DISTRICT: Embodies the district of the north slope of the Arctic watershed of the Seward Peninsula, lying south of Good Flope Bay. The principal rivers are the Immachuck, Good Flope, Keewalik and Candle Creek.

FORTY MILE: The Forty Mile mining region is roughly de​scribed as 350 miles in length and 200 miles in width, extending as it does from the Yukon watershed to the Alaska range on the south, and for a long distance east and west. As considered in this article, it includes practically all of the Xebesna River region and the White River country. In those parts of the territory, however, the overshadow​ing prospect is not gold, but copper. The producing creeks are Chicken, lack Wade, Squaw Canyon, Steel and Franklin.

GOOD HOPE MIXING DISTRICT: Is located at the head waters of Good Hope River and includes several smaller tributaries which show rich gold deposits.

GOODPASTER MIXING DISTRICT: Comprises the district lving east of the headwaters of the Charley River and Forty Mile, and extending as far as the Tanana River. The principal creeks are Michigan, Grande, Bear, Solly, Monte Cristo, Wisconsin, Caribou, Capital and Big Swede, all tributaries of the south fork of the Good-paster River.

HOT SPRIXGS MIXING DISTRICT: Lies west of the Tanana district. The producing creeks are Eureka, Glen Gulch, Seattle Bar, Skookum, Sullivan, Thanksgiving, What Cheer Bar, Woodchopper, American and Big and Little Boulder, discovered in 1916. Hot Springs is the postoffice and distributing point.

HYDER: X'ew developments have placed this district, located at the head of Portland Canal, among the important silver districts of the Territory.

JLX'EAL': The Juneau mining district is distinctly quartz. An​nually the properties within this portion of Alaska are becoming- greater producers.

Several famous properties are located in this district and exemplify instances of what can be done in the way of developing rich Alaska quartz properties with the proper capital and judicious management. They have demonstrated that low-grade ore propositions may, by ju​dicious handling, be made to pay large profits. Day after day, operations continue unceasingly in these big mines and thousands of people are sharing indirectly in the big profits that are being- obtained.

KEXAI PEXIXSULA: Gold mining on Kenai Peninsula is at the present time still in its infancy, although since 1896 it has been pro​ducing, and even before that time the presence of gold was known to many prospectors.

The most important gold producing creeks within the district are: Resurrection Creek, Bear Creek, Sixmile Creek, Glacier Creek, Copper Creek and Falls Creek. At the head of Falls Creek there are some promising quartz prospects.

KEX"X'ECOTT: Many good copper properties are being developed near Kennecott and McCarthy, while the Kennecott mine bids fair to become the greatest American copper producer in a short time.

KETCFIIKAX': In the Ketchikan mining district copper is the mo«t important metal. Gold and silver values are the next. Both the latter are found separately and in connection with the copper ores. Other metals, such as lead, zinc and nickel, are found but will be mined, if at all, only as by-products.

On the south side of Hetta Inlet, the south slope of Copper Moun​tain, on the north slope of Copper Mountain and other points within the district there has been much development of copper properties.

Although gold is not extensively mined within the district it has been found in the vicinity of the town of Dolomi, thirty-six miles west of Ketchikan, at Hollis, Gravina Island, Dall Island, Revillagigedo Island and at other points in the vicinity of the town of Ketchikan.

KOUGAROK: Great future is in store for the Kougarok mining district, according to well posted mining men from Alaska.

The best gold-bearing creeks are: Arizona, Coffee. Canyon, Coarse Gold, Dahl, Discovery, Garfield, Iron, Kougarok, Macklin, North Fork. Ouart, Tavlor, Turner, Virginia, YYindv, Winter and Winona.

KOYUKUK MIXING DISTRICT: On river of same name and to the north of Tanana. Among the creeks on which the richest deposits have been found are Myrtle, Slate. Alder, Gold, Rosy, Hun​garian and Twelve Mile, but many others show good results. The gold is found in gravel and on the bedrock, which is mostly slate. Tanana is the nearest postoffice and shipping point, on the Yukon River.

McKINLEY: McKinley Lake gold mining district is twenty-three miles from Cordova on the Copper River & Northwestern Railway. It is three miles from Alganik to the heart of the mining district. A good water route also offers from Cordova via Eyak Lake through con​necting sloughs and rivers across a portion of the Copper River flats.

MANOOK MIXING DISTRICT: Lies between the Yukon and Tanana Rivers, 600 miles northwest of Dawson, Y. T. The creeks in the region along which gold has been found are Eureka, Big Manook. Little Manook Jr., Garnet and Hoosier. The postoffice and shipping point of the district is Rampart.

MATANUSKA: The opening of The Alaska Railroad is expected to greatly further the development of the Matanuska coal fields, which are already producing in commercial quantities. Anchorage is the sup​ply and banking point for this district.

NENANA: The Nenana field, near Healy, is producing a good supply of coal, and the completion of The Alaska Railroad, which runs through the field will do much towards bringing this field to the front.

NOME AND SEWARD PENINSULA: Seward Peninsula em​braces one of the best gold producing camps in Alaska. Very often we hear of Seward Peninsula and the Nome mining district spoken of as one, while in reality the Nome district covers a very small portion of Seward Peninsula.

NORTON BAY MINING DISTRICT: Is located on Norton Bay to the east of Nome. Some prospecting has been done, and in nearly every instance gold has been found. The country is heavily timbered and there is a sufficiency of water for sluicing purposes. The nearest postoffice is Golov.in.

PORT CLARENCE: The largest district in area on the Seward Peninsula is the Port Clarence. It has varied mineral resources, and considerable prospecting work is being done. The famed tin country is within the confines of this district, and beyond doubt producing tin mines will soon be operated there. Other mineral resources are cinna​bar, galena and copper.

The most noted gold creeks of this district are: Alder, American, Bluestone, Dease, Gold Run and Sunset.

PRINCE WILLIAM SOUND: Prince William Sound and the country around Valdez is one of the coming copper bonanza fields of the world. On all of the sound shores and islands the metal outcrops, and each year's prospecting and development expand the extent of the known ore deposits. Latouche Island and Knight Island seem to be permeated with copper ore, and other islands, while they have been less explored, are known to be of similar formation and to carry copper lodes. The mainland on all sides of the sound is also streaked with copper deposits.

RAMPART: The Rampart region is in the central part of Alaska, near the intersection of the one hundred and fiftieth meridian and the sixty-fifth parallel. It is in the western part of the large area—embrac​ing approximately 40,000 square miles—delimited by the Yukon and Tanana Rivers and by the international boundary, 300 miles to the east, and is located where the distance in a north and south direction between the two rivers is hardly 50 miles.

SINROCK MINING DISTRICT: Is located on the Bering Sea, west of the Cripple district, and extends along the sea from Cape Rodney to Cape Wolly. The Sinrock is the principal river flowing through the district.   Nome is the postoffice and shipping point.

SITKA: The Baranof and Chichagof Islands, the two most wester​ly islands of the Alexander archipelago, form what is known as the Sitka mineral district.   This is essentially a quartz district.

SUSITNA: Prospecting- in the upper Susitna region has produced visible results in several localities, but the territory is so vast that much of it is wholly untouched, although miners have explored it for a decade.

Yaldez Creek, an east tributary of the Susitna, above "The Forks," where the Chulitna from the west and the Talkeetna from the east unite with the main Susitna River, is the best creek so far found.

Near the source of the Chulitna, northeast of Mt. McKinley, ap​parently rich quartz deposits of gold and copper have been found, be​sides coal. No remarkable placer discoveries have been reported in that district, but it has been prospected very little.

On the Tokositna, south of Mt. McKinley, several promising dis​coveries have been made. The work done indicates that the deposits are very rich. This district lies just over a low, narrow divide from the creeks of the upper Kahiltna.

TANANA: The district is a rich one, offers ample scope for the operations of practical mining men, a good field for the capitalist, and many opportunities await thrifty business men there.

Fairbanks is the principal town in the district.

The creeks discovered in the early history of the camp are all panning out well, and among those which show up rich and extensive in placers are Dome Creek. Little Eldorado, Bear and Ester, near Fair​banks: the Delta, about 80 miles above Chena, and the Kantishna, a tributary of the Tanana River about 80 miles below Chena, indicating that the district is an extensive one.

The advent of the government railroad and consequent tapping of the Xenana coal fields makes it possible to develop many low grade propositions which could not be profitably worked under former con​ditions.

TOLOVAXA MIXING DISTRICT: Comprises the headwaters of the Tolovana River and its tributaries, of which the most promising are Livengood, Mike Hess and Olive creeks. Fay in this district was discovered in the fall of 1914.

TOPKUK MINING DISTRICT: Lies between Golovin Bay and Nome River, taking its name from the Topkuk River, on a branch of which., Daniels Creek, the discovery of gold was first made.

VALDEZ: The belt of slaty, gold-producing rocks in which the mines of this region occur is of great extension east and west, lying north of and more or less parallel to the coastal copper belt. From Valdez, where it is well exposed, it can be traced easterly to and across the Copper River Railway about mile 90, and up the valley of Bremner River; westerly it skirts the northern shores of Prince William Sound, with promising prospects at the Susitna and Willow Creek, a distance of 200 miles. It is a difficult region to prospect. The long rock slopes reach higli up the hillsides and are usually covered with a dense growth of brush, where not also timbered, so that rock exposures are often few and far between. As a usual thing the veins are of comparatively small size, but with high gold values. Promising locations have been made to the east and west of Valdez, which town boasts the Cliff Mine, which has paid dividends from the first run of the mine and has been self-sustaining from the start.

AYRANGELL: The Wrangell mining district extends from Cape Fanshaw to Bradfield Canal and includes Kuiu, Kupreanof, Mitkof. Zarembo, Etelin, Wrangell and several of the smaller islands. To the present time there has not been any general prospecting of this section, and for this reason little development work has been done with the ex​ception of at the Olympic mine.

At the head of Duncan Canal are several copper prospects and gold-bearing ledges.

YEX'TX'A: Yentna is the name given to the placer mining district lying south of Mt. McKinley and embracing generally several thousand square miles. The name is taken from the chief river of the region which forms a direct route into the gold fields from Cook Inlet—by boat in summer, on snow-covered ice in winter.

Y'LTKOX: In this belt are many localities which are known to be gold-bearing. The general features of the occurrence of gold placer in the various camps of this field are similar, though the local variations are sufficient to bring about differences in mining values. Thus, in the Klondike, the high bench g'ravels, or "white channel" as they are called locally, have proved large producers. The high gravels in the Chicken Creek basin of Forty Mile have also yielded considerable gold, but those of the Rampart region, up to the present time, have not been found to carry mining values under the present conditions. Forty Mile prob​ably has advantage over the Klondike in the water supply, but its placers have thus far proved not nearly so rich.

The veins are all fissures and are traced in some instances for two miles. Considering short working season, the production is remarkable. The past winter several deep tunnels were driven.

Cache Creek placer district is tributary to Anchorage, and in this promising field several outfits are at work. With roads to the properties a great impetus will be seen.

The Matanuska and Chickaloon coal fields with unlimited possibilities are at our very doors. Xear Anchorage is the only large stand of hardwood birch timber on the Pacific coast. An interest is being shown in these forests of fine timber for furni​ture, inside finishing, etc., and this will be a large industry here within the next few years.

ABERCROMBIE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A station on CR&NWRy, 55 m ne of Cordova. Has a salmon cannery.

AFOGNAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 308. A p o on an island of the same name, 26 m nw of Kodiak, shipping pt and 200 sw of Seward, bkg pt. Has govern​ment school, a Greek church and several general stores, large tracts of timber are near, while signs of gold deposits are found in the vicinity. Potatoes and early vegetables are grown. Salm​on, cod and herring fishing, fur hunting and fox raising are the principal industries.

AGATTU ISLAND. One of the Near Islands, comprising the most westerly of the Aleutian group in Southwestern Alaska.

AGWARIK. A native village on Nushagak river, 90 m se of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

AKIACHAK.   See Aniakchak.

AKIAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 150. A p o on Kuskokwim river, 150 m se of Iditarod, bkg pt.

AKUN ISLAND. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 25. An island in the Aleutian group bordering on Unimak Pass. Has fine landlocked harbor, Lost Harbor. The chief industries are stock raising, mining and fisheries. Mail monthly via steamer from Valdez.

AKUTAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 80. A p o on a pass and island of the same name in south​western Alaska, 45 m ne of Unalaska and 900 sw of Seward, nearest bkg pt. Has Greek church. Mail boat monthly to Un​alaska.

ALAGANIK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on CR&NWRy and Gulf of Alaska at mouth of Copper river, 22 m se of Cordova, p o and bkg pt. It is ry station for McKinley Lake mining district.

ALATNA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 32. A mission 8 m s of Fairbanks, p o and bkg pt.

ALEUTIAN ISLANDS. A group of islands in southwest​ern Alaska, farming an extension of the Alaska Peninsula. They are the most westerly point of the United States possessions. At one time these islands are supposed to have been densely popu​lated, as ruined villages and mummies of former inhabitants are found. About 5,000 natives and half-breeds live on these islands, mostly members of the Greek church, each of the principal islands having a chapel.

ALEXANDROUSH, A native settlement on Cook Inlet, 16 m sw of Seldovia, the nearest p o.

ALITAK. SeeUyak.

ALSENTIA. A native settlement on Kodiak Island, 60 m se of Uyak, the nearest p o.  Fishing is the principal industry.

AM ALGA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 50. A p o and gold mining camp, also known as Eagle River, first settled in 1903. It is 40 m nw of Juneau, bkg pt, and 7 s of Eagle River Mining Co's dock, the nearest shipping pt. Mail boat from Juneau weekly in winter and semi-weekly in summer.

AMCHITKA ISLAND. One of the Rat Islands in the west​ern Aleutian group.

AMERICAN CREEK. A mining district along the creek of the same name and its branches of which Dome, Alder and Nug​get creeks are the most renowned. Eagle on the Yukon river is the nearest p o and trading post.

AMERICAN CREEK ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on American creek in the Hot Springs mining district, near Tofty, the nearest p o.

AMERICAN RIVER. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining camp in the Port Clarence district, about 20 m e of Teller, nearest p o.

ANAKNAG. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on Wood river, 12 m n of Nushagak, nearest p o.

ANCHOR POINT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A fishing and farming settlement on Anchor Point, 30 m n of Seldovia, the nearest p o.

ANDERSON'S CAMP. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A settlement on Kasaan Bay, 30 m nw of Ketchi​kan.

ANDREAFSKY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and settlement in western Alaska near mouth of the Yukon River, 150 m s of St Michael and 350 s of Nome, nearest banking point

ANDREANOF ISLANDS. A westerly group of the Aleu​tian peninsula.

ANEMUK. A native village on the Amvik River, 30 m n of Anvik, the nearest p o.

ANIAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o in Central Alaska.  Mail to Bethel.

ANIAKCHAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on Aniakchak Bay, 140 m sw of Uyak, the nearest p o.

ANKOCHAGAMUT. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A village on the Yukon River, 200 m sw of Idita-rod, the nearest banking point, 96 sw of Holy Cross, the near​est p o.

ANVIK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 140, mostly natives. A p o and Indian village settled 1869, the first trading station to be established in Alaska, situated at junction of Anvik and Yukon Rivers, 90 m airline, (400 by water), se of St Michael and 290 (airline, 400 by water) se of Nome, 400 sw of Fairbanks, banking point, and 100 w of Iditarod in winter (400 in summer), also a banking point. Has an Epis​copal mission and school, and general stores.

ANVIL CREEK.  See Nome.

APHOON. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A trading post on Norton Sound, at mouth of the Yukon river, 60 m sw of S Michael, the nearest p o.

APOKAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on Kuskokwim bay at mouth of Kuskokwim river, about 225 m sw of Iditarod, nearest banking point, 30 m n of Quinhagak, nearest p o.

ARCTIC CITY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on the Koyokuk River, 120 m n of Tanana, nearest p o and shipping point, on Yukon River.

ATKA ISLAND. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 75 (Aleutian natives). One of the principal islands of the Andreanof group, middle Aleutians (alt 4,988 ft), 300 m w of Unalaska, the supply point and nearest p o. Has a govern​ment school, native co-operative store, and herd of cattle and reindeer.

ATTU ISLAND. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) One of the near islands (alt 3084), the most westerly point in Alaska, and the most important of the Aleutian group. Cape Wrangell is the extreme western point of the island. The population is about 50, nearly all natives.

AUK BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A cannery settlement, formerly called Auke and Old Auke, on Lynn Canal, 15 m nw of Juneau, nearest banking and shipping poit and p o.

AURORA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on Kachekmak Bay, 20 m ne of Seldovia, nearest p o.

BAKER HOT SPRINGS.   See Hot Springs.

BALDWIN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining camp and disc p o 40 m sw of Ketchikan, banking and shipping point, and 5 w of Dolomi, nearest p o. Copper mining and marble quarrying are carried on.

BANNER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining camp on Anvil Creek, and station on Seward Peninsula Ry, 6 m n of Nome, banking point and nearest p o

BANNER CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining settlement, also known as Warren, on Banner Creek and Seward Peninsula Ry near Nome, the nearest p o, banking and shipping point.

BARANOFF. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Baranoff Island and Chatham Strait in south​eastern Alaska, 25 m ne of Sitka, and 100 w of Petersburg, the most convenient banking point.

BARROW. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 322. A p o and village in extreme northern part of Alaska, also known as Point Barrow and Utkiavi, 600 m ne of Kotzebue, and 800 ne of Nome. Has a Presbyterian church and U S gov​ernment school for natives. BAY VIEW. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 350. A p o on west coast of Prince of Wales Island, 45 m w of Ketchikan, banking point.

BEALS CACHE. A roadhouse on Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 94 m s of Fairbanks.

BEAR CREEK. A flag station on the creek of the same name, and on The Alaska Railroad, 6% m n of Seward, p o and banking point.

BEAR CREEK. A mining Creek tributary to the Buck-land River, which flows into Kotzebue Sound e of Keewalik. It is 40 m se of Candle, its supply point and p o

BEAUCLAIR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Kuiu Island in southeastern Alaska, 150 m nw of Ketchikan, 38 sw of Wrangell, nearest banking pt, and 25 nw of Shakan, nearest p o

BERGEMAN. A settlement 2 m n of Arctic City.

BERGES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A U S telg station on the Yukon river 200 m n of Kaltag.

BERGMAN'S ROADHOUSE. Also known as Eighteen-mile Roadhouse on Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 18 m s of Fairbanks, p o and banking point.

BERING CITY. On w side Port Clarence, 8 m w of Teller, nearest p o.

BERNER'S BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a bay of the same name, 30 m nw of Juneau, nearest p o and banking point.

BERRY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List). A p o and mining settlement on Ester Creek, 7 m nw of Fairbanks, the supply station and banking point. Reached by stage from Ester Siding, a station on The Alaska Railroad, 8 m sw.

BETHEL. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 221. A p o first settled in 1885, on the Kuskokwim River, 250 m (air line) sw of Holy Cross. Iditarod, 180 m (air line) ne is nearest banking point.

BETTLES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and trading post at the confluence of the John and Koyukuk Rivers, 325 m ne of Nulato, 225 m nw of Fairbanks, the banking point, and 85 sw of Wiseman the supply point.

BIG CHEN A. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a river of the same name, 85 m e of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point and p o.

BIG CHENA HOT SPRINGS. See Chena River Hot Springs and also Wilson's Hot Springs.

BIRCH LAKE. A roadhouse on the Chitina-Fairbanks summer trail, 264 m n of Chitina and 57 s of Fairbanks.

BIRCHWOOD.  A station on the Alaska R R.

BIRD CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on Turnagain Arm of Cook Inlet, 60 m by boat se of Anchorage, banking point. Hope is nearest p o.

BIRD POINT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A camp 55 m se of Anchorage, banking point. Hope is p o.

BLACK RIVER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on the river of the same name, 45 m e of Fort Yukon, nearest p o and 200 n e of Fairbanks, banking point.

BLACKBURN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement near McCarthey, its p o. Cordova is nearest banking point.

BLUFF. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Norton Sound, 60 m e of Nome, nearest banking point and 20 e of Solomon, nearest p o.

BONANZA CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining camp on a creek of the same name, 160 m from Nome, banking and supply point and 25 n of Unalaklett.

BOULDER. A flag station on the W P & Y Ry, 4 m n of Skagway, the p o.

BOULDER BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining camp on Prince William Sound, 5 m e of Ella-mar, the nearest p o.  Copper mines in vicinity.

BOULDER CREEK. (Big and Little; For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Situated in the Hot Springs Min​ing district. It is 25 m w of Hot Springs, the supply point, 9 w of Tofty, the nearest p o.

BOURBON CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name which flows into Snake river near Nome, its p o.

BOX CAR ROADHOUSE. On the Innoko river, 8 m w of Ophir.

BURNETT INLET. A cannery settlement about 60 m s of Wrangell, its nearest banking point and p o.

BYLER'S STATION.  See Bergman's Roadhouse.

CACHE CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Tofty, its p o.

CALDER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o and settlement settled in 1897, 3 m ne of Shakan, nearest p o, 70 sw of Wrangell, the nearest banking and shipping point, and 120 nw of Ketchikan.

CAMP COMFORT. A roadhouse, 10 m n of Valdez, nearest

p o.

CAMPBELL.. A flag station on The Alaska R R, 5 m n of Anchorage, nearest p o.

CANAGUANTA. A native settlement on the Copper River, 82 m n of Valdez, banking point and 18 n of Chitina nearest p o

CANDLE. Pop 100. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A p o at the confluence of Candle Creek and Keewalik River, 212 m by trail (400 by water) ne of Nome, nearest banking point and 10 m s of Keewalik, the shipping point. Is the turning point in the All Alaska Sweepstakes. Mining is the principal industry.

CANDLE CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, in tne Fairhaven mining district, 212 m by trail ne of Nome, the nearest banking point. Candle is the p o.

CAPE BLOSSOM. Known as Point Blossom, ne entrance into Kotzebue Sound from the Arctic Ocean. Kotzebue is the p o.

CAPE DENBIGH. A mining district near Norton Bay, 170 m e of Nome. Two large rivers, the Ingluclik and Unalakleet, flow through the district; prospecting showing many of these tributaries to be rich.  St Michael, 85 m s, is the nearest p o.

CAPE EDWARD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A fishing station on a cape of the same name, 125 m sw of Juneau, its banking and shipping point. Chichagof, 10 m e is the nearest p o.

CAPE ESPENBERG. A cape and settlement on the ex​treme southern part of Kotzebue Sound, 40 m nw of Deering, its nearest p o.

CAPE FANSHAW. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A p o and U S lighthouse station, also known as Southeast Five Finger Island, settled in 1901, on Frederick Sound, 75 m nw of Wrangell and 80 se of Juneau, banking point. Steamer once a week from Juneau. Principal industry around Frederick Sound is fishing, logging and prospecting.

CAPE KRUSENSTERN. A cape and native settlement in the extreme northern part of Kotzebue Sound, 20 miles nw of Kotzebue, the nearest p o.

CAPE NOME.  See Nome.

CAPE PRINCE OF WALES. Pop 375 natives A settle​ment on Bering Strait, the most westerly point of the mainland on this continent, 15 m nw of York, 60 w of Teller and 135 nw of Nome, the banking point. Kotzebue Sound summer mail route. It is a U S reindeer station, and has the largest settle​ment of natives in Alaska.  Wales is the p o.

CAPE SMYTHE. Also known as Point Barrow, on the Arctic Ocean, in the extreme northern part of Alaska, 800 m ne of Nome.   Barrow is the p o.

CAPE WRANGELL. The most westerly point of the United States' Alaskan possessions, on Attu Island of the Near Islands, the western extremity of the Aleutian peninsula.

CAPE YORK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining district, also known as Kanaguk, on Ber​ing Strait, 120 m nw of Nome. The Anikovik river flows through the district to Bering Strait. The claims are located on this river and its tributaries. The beach also offers valuable diggings.

CARMEL. A Moravian mission in Southwestern Alaska, 5 m w of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

CARO. A disc p o on Big Creek, a tributary of the Chand-lar River, first settled in 1906, 60 m s of Coldfoot, 100 n of Beaver on the Yukon River, the shipping point in summer, and 245 n of Fairbanks, nearest banking point. Mail to Beaver via Fort Yukon.

CASA de PAGA. A mining settlement on Casa de Paga River, in the Council recording district  Council is the p o.

CATALLA.   See Katalla.

CHANDLAR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 32. A trading post 125 m up the Chandlar River, about 80 m nw of Fort Yukon, the nearest p o.

CHARLEY CREEK. A landing and wood yard on the Yukon River near the mouth of Charley Creek, 30 m e of Nation, 80 ne of Eagle, the nearest p o, and 200 ne of Dawson, Y. T., its banking point.

CHATANIKA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical list.) Pop 30. A p o at the northern terminus of the Tanana Valley Railroad near the confluence of Cleary Creek and the Chatanika River. First settled in 1904. Telephone and daily mail service with Fairbanks, the supply and banking point, 29 m s.

CHATHAM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o, settled in 1901, on Baranoff Island and Chatham Strait, 65 m ne of Sitka and 110 s of Juneau, the nearest banking point, with boat communication daily.

CHATHAM CREEK. A tributary of Cleary Creek in the Fairbanks mining district.

CHEENIK.   See Golovin.

CHENA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o at intersection of Tanana River and Chena Slough, 10 m se of Fairbanks, banking point and nearest p o.

CHENA HOT SPRINGS. A popular resort, also known as Big Chena Hot Springs, on the n fork of the Chena River, 61 m e of Fairbanks, the banking, supply point and nearest p o. See also Wilson's Hot Springs.

CHICHAGOF. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 172. A mining camp and p o in Southeastern Alaska, on the western shore of Chichagof Island, 50 m nw of Sitka and 150 sw of Juneau, the nearest banking and shipping point. Has a graded school.

CHICKEN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 150. A p o and mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Forty Mile River, 120 w of Dawson, Y T, the nearest banking point, 60 sw of Eagle, the shipping and supply point, and 10 w of Franklin, its recording office.

CHIGNIK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 150. A p o and fishing station on Anchorage Bay and Alaska Peninsula, 165 m sw of Karluk. Seward is the nearest banking point. Has a Greek Catholic church and salmon canneries. Mail monthly between Seward and Unalaska.

CHILKAT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on Lynn Canal, at the mouth of the Chilkat River, 20 m s of Skagway, its banking point, and 2 e of Haines, the nearest p o. Shipments may be made to Pyramid Harbor, its boat landing.  Salmon canning is the principal industry.

CHILKAT VILLAGE. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A settlement on Controller Bay, 440 m nw of Sitka, 75 sw of Cordova, the nearest p o.

CHILKOOT. A settlement on Lynn Canal. P o at Haines.

CHILKOOT PASS. A pass through the mountains near the international boundary, on the overland trail from Dyea and Skagway to the Yukon gold fields.

CHINEGA.   See Latouche.

CHISANA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 150. A p o and mining settlement on Bonanza Creek, 110 m se of McCarthy, the shipping point, and 281 n of Cordova, banking point.   Monthly stage to McCarthy.

CHITINA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 175. A p o and station on the Copper River & Northwest​ern Ry, 130 m n of Cordova. It is the southern end of the trail from the coast to Fairbanks, passengers transferring from the C R & N W Ry to the stage at this place. Mining is the prin​cipal industry. Am Ry Express. Chitina-Tonsina Telephone Co.

CHOLMONDELEY SOUND. A settlement on Prince of Wales Island, 30 m w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point. Chomly is the p o.

CHOMLY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Cholmondeley Sound, 30 m w of Ketchikan, its nearest banking point. Principal industry is salmon packing. Com​munication with Ketchikan and Sulzer semi-weekly.

CHUITNA. A settlement on Cook Inlet, 50 m sw of An​chorage, banking point and nearest p o. Coal and oil deposits are found in the vicinity.

CIRCLE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 100. A p o and mining settlement, settled in 1893, and also known as Circle City, on the Yukon River, 262 m nw of Dawson, Y T, and 160 m ne of Fairbanks, its nearest banking point. It is a few miles from the Arctic Circle. It is a landing for river steamers and shipments may be made direct. The government has recently installed a wireless telegraph station, and is build​ing an all the year round wagon road to the Birch Creek mining district, 50 m distant. The principal producing creeks are Mas​todon, Eagle, Independence, Dead wood, Miller, Mammoth and Woodchopper.  An Episcopal church is sustained.

CLAIKEKAKAMUT. A native village on the Yukon River, 75 m sw of Koserefsky.

CLARKS POINT VILLAGE. A settlement on Bristol Bay, 5 m s of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

CLARK'S ROAD HOUSE. A roadhouse on the Fairbanks-Chitina winter trail, 44 m s of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 4 s of Salchaket, its nearest p o.

CLEARY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 200. A p o and one of the earliest mining settlements in the Fairbanks district, 26 m ne of Fairbanks, the banking point, and 4 se of Chatanika, the nearest shipping point on the Tanana Valley Ry.

CLIFTON. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A telegraph and flag station on the White Pass & Yukon Route, 8 m n of Skagway, the nearest p o.

COAL CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 6 m above the mouth of Woodchopper Creek on the left limit of the Yukon River and 50 m se of Circle, shipping point and near​est p o.

COAL HARBOR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Unga Strait, 776 m sw of Valdez, the near​est banking point, 14 nw of Sand Point, its nearest p o. US Weather Bureau is located here.

COLORADO ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse 35 m e of Fair​banks.

COARSE GOLD ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Kou-garok River near Taylor, its p o.

COLCHARNEY. A native settlement on the Copper River and on the monthly mail route from Valdez to Eagle, 140 m n of the former, its nearest p o. Deposits of gold and copper are found.

COLD BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) On the southern shore of the Alaska Peninsula in Southwestern Alaska, 60 m w of Uyak, the nearest p o. It is the coast station for overland winter mail from Bristol Bay, connections being made here with mail steamer plying between Seward and Una-laska.

COLDFOOT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on the headwaters of the Koyukuk River, 70 m ne of Bettles, 10 sw of Wiseman, the supply point and nearest p o.

COLVILLE RIVER. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining settlement along the Colville River, 400 m ne of Nome.

COMPLEX.  A disc p o in Southeastern Alaska.

CONGREGATIONAL MISSION. (For names see Terri​torial Alphabetical List.) On the Cape Prince of Wales and Bering Strait, 30 m sw of York and 150 nw of Nome, from which place it receives its mail by steamers.

COOK'S INLET.  See Kenai.

COOPER GULCH. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A mining settlement at head of Little Creek, n of Nome, its banking point and nearest p o.

COOPER'S. ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse located 100 m ne of Iditarod, the nearest banking point, and 35 nw of Ophin, its nearest p o.

COPPER CENTER. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List. Pop 100. A p o and mining settlement situated at the confluence of the Copper and Klutina rivers. It is the distributing point for the famous copper and gold mining camps surrounding the Copper River Valley. U S Indian schools lo​cated here.  Valdez, 100 m s, is its nearest banking point.

COPPERMOUNT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o 150 m se of Sitka on Lynn Canal steamer route, and 40 e of Ketchikan, nearest p o and banking point. Exten​sive deposits of copper and large forests of spruce are found nearby.

City of Cordova

CORDOVA. Pop 955, U S census 1920. The town is 15 years old and the sea terminus of the C R & N W Ry, the steel artery which brings the rich copper ore of the Kennecott mines from its prehistoric fastnesses in the Wrangell Mountain range to the sea.

Cordova has a literary past. Around its creation are built, and in its neighborhood are laid the scenes and stirring inci​dents of "The Iron Trail/' by Rex Beach.

The town is set like a jewel on the sea slopes of Mount Eyak, facing a broad and beautiful bay, with the fish-teeming fresh waters of Eyak Lake at the rear. It is the headquarters for the commercial and industrial life of the Copper River Val​ley, the Xizina, Slate Creek, Sushanna and Bremner gold dis​tricts, the Bering River coal field, the Chitina-Kotsina copper district, the Katalla and Yakataga oil fields, the Prince William Sound fishing area, and the Chugach National Forest.
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CARLISLE PACKING CO.'S PLANT

Cordova is a modern town in every respect, with cable and wireless connection with the whole world. It has electric light and power, telephone and sewer systems, 2 banks, a daily news​paper, and all lines of business are represented. Xo town in Alaska offers the tourist such opportunity for diversified recrea​tion. Xo part of the world has ben so favored with magnificent mountain, glacier and river scenery as the Copper River Valley.

Industrial Resources—Alaska, the country of raw materials, has its richest section in the Copper River Valley. The gold of the interior rivers and the copper in the hills allure the pros-pector. that precursor of the pioneer.  Crabs, clams, herring", hah​but and salmon in the adjacent ocean waters have made Cordova the fishing center of Southwestern Alaska. The lumber industry and manufacture of wood pulp are attracting attention.

The Glaciers—The Childs and Miles Glaciers at Mile 49 on the CR&N W Ry, breaking off into the Copper River on oppo​site sides of the stream, are the most striking and vivid examples of those age-old ice bodies which have carved out our valleys and formed our rivers. The railroad journey from Cordova to Chitina furnishes a continuous panorama of these mightiest of nature's sculptures.

Recreation—The devotees of the rod and reel can experi​ence the whole gamut of piscatorial emotions around Cordova. Fresh water lakes, clear streams, and the teeming ocean offer trout, salmon, red snapper and other finny denizens of the deep for the delectation and delight of the disciples of Izaak Walton. To the sportsman Cordova offers unsurpassed opportunities for the pursuit of his favorite variety of large or small game. The great brown bear of the Alaska coastal regions and adjacent islands is found in numbers near Cordova. Goats can be secured within ten miles of town. This is the outfitting point for the White River country, unequaled for Dalli mountain sheep, moose, caribou and bear.

Gently lapping its wooded mountain banks, and situated almost in town, lies Lake Eyak, a rival of Lake Geneva in its marvelous natural beauty of setting. The lake is almost sur​rounded by mountains, is fed by clear water streams, and dis​charges into the ocean by means of a tidal river a few miles long. It is a spawning ground for salmon, and in its north arm the territorial government maintains a hatchery where visitors are alwavs welcome.   Small boats for fishing mav be rented.

Many days can be spent here by the man or woman who feels the call of the high places. Unconquered peaks flaunt their defiant challenge and invite exploration. The National Forest Service is building trails to the summit of Mount Eyak and along Power Creek. Various mountain trips of a day's length offer themselves to the sojourner in Cordova.

CORWIN COAL MINE. On the Arctic Ocean, 300 m (air line) n of Nome.

COUNCIL. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 109. A p o on the northerly bank of the Neukluk River, 75 m e of Nome, the nearest banking point. It was first located in 1897 and is in the Council City recording precinct. It has steamer communication via Golovin to White Mountain on the Fish River 24 m w, from which point freight and passengers are handled on scows drawn by horses on Neukluk River. It has a stage line to East Fork, the terminus of the Council City & Solomon River Ry, 34 m sw, where the company has extensive placer mines in what is considered the best mining district in Seward Peninsula.

CRAIG. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop. 250. A p o established 1908 on west coast of Prince of Wales Island, 154 m w of Ketchikan, banking point. Mail weekly. Has a school, lumber mill and cannery. Fishing is principal industry.

CRIPPLE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o 40 trf n of Ophir, nearest p o, and 75 m ne of Iditarod, nearest banking point.

CROSSING THE. A roadhouse on the Olnes-Tolovana trail, 10 m s of Livengood, the nearest p o .

CYCLONE. A disc stage station on the Chitina-Fairbanks summer trail, 249 m n of Chitina and 72 s of Fairbanks.

DAHL. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement and disc p o at the junction of Quartz and Dahl Creeks, 100 m n of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 10 n of Shelton, its nearest p o.  Alaska Tel & Tel Co.

DAN CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o in eastern Alaska, 200 m ne of Cordova, the nearest banking point and 20 m e of McCarthy, its shipping point.

DANIELS CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, which empties into the Bering Sea near Bluff.

DAVIDSON. A mining camp on Mary's river, 45 m ne of Teller, and 90 n of Nome, the nearest banking point. Boat con​nection with Teller, its nearest p o.  See also Kougarok.

DAVIDSON'S LANDING. A steamboat landing on Salt Lake, 65 m ne of Nome.

DEAD HORSE HILL. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A settlement on the Alaska Railroad, 160 m n of Anchorage, the banking point, and 50 ne of Talkeetna, its near​est p o.

DEADWOOD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining district settled in 1894, located on Deadwood Creek, 42 m sw of Circle, the supply point, and 120 n of Fairbanks, the banking point. Circle Telephone Co, con​nections with Circle, Eagle Creek and Miller House.

DEERING. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 60 whites, 30 natives. A p o on Good Hope Bay at the mouth of the Immachuck River, first settled in 1901, 150 m (300 by water) n of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 40 w of Candle.  Mining is the principal industry.

DELTA ROADHOUSE.   See Washburn.

DEMENTI. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on the Innoko River at the mouth of the Iditarod River, 50 m ne of Holy Cross, 50 w of Dikeman and 50 nw of Iditarod, its nearest point and p o.

DEMPSEY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 100. A p o and mining settlement on the Chistochina river and Daisy creek, 210 m n of Valdez, the nearest banking and shipping point, and 105 n of Copper Center. Gold and cop​per are found along the river and tributaries. Mail monthly from Valdez.

DENVER. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 6 m n of Skagway, the nearest banking and p o.

DETNA ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse near Dishkaket, 8 m nw of Madison Creek.

DEXTER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement at the head of Nicola Gulch and station on the Seward Peninsula Railway, 9 m ne of Nome, its nearest banking point and p o. Mining is extensively carried on with good results.

DICK CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlment on Seward Peninsula, near Port Clarence.  Teller is the p o.

DIKEMAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 30. An Indian settlement and disc p o, established in 1910, on the Iditarod River, at head of navigation for the American-Yukon Navigation Co, 31 m by winter trail, 85 by water from Iditarod, the nearest banking point and p o.

DILLINGHAM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 36. A p o on Nushagak Bay 340 m (air line) e of Seward, banking point.

DIME CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Koyuk River, first settled in 1914, 170 m ne of Nome, the nearest banking point. Mail from Golovin by steam​er in summer and dog team in winter.  Haycock is the p o name.

DISCOVERY. A mining camp on Anvil Creek and station on the Seward Peninsular Railway, 4 m n of Nome, its nearest p o.

DISHKAKET. An Indian village at the head of navigation on the Innoko River, 260 m from its confluence with the Yukon River, 60 n of Iditarod, its nearest banking point and p o.

DOLOMI. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and village, first settled in 1900, on Prince of Wales Island, 28 m se of Ketchikan, the nearest banking and shipping point.   Has a Methodist church.   Weekly mail boat.

DOME. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o and mining town on a creek of same name, 16 m n of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 4 m s of Olnes, its nearest p o.

DONNELLY'S ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse and tele​graph station on the Fairbanks-Chitina Trail, 112 m se of Fair​banks.

DOTY'S COVE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on the ne shore of Admiralty Island, 15 m s of Juneau, the nearest p o.

DOUGLAS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Settled in 1885. Is a p o and mining settlement on Douglas Island and Gastineau Channel, 2 m from Juneau. It has a bank, 6 churches, saw mill, a privately owned water company, municip​ally owned wharf, fresh and salt water fire protection, fine public school building. Town is located on south side of Gastineau Channel in the direct line and a stopping place for 5 lines of steamships on the Seattle-Skagway mail route. Has telephone connections with Juneau, Thane and Treadwell.

DOYHOF. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o 5 m from Petersburg, banking point.

DRY CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, which flows into Snake River at Nome, its shipping point and p o.

DRY CREEK ROADHOUSE. A trading post and ranch on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 66 m n of Chitina, and 14 s of Copper Center, the nearest p o.

DUGGAN CREEK. A roadhouse near Hot Springs, its p o.

DUNDAS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A fishing settlement on Chichagof Island, 60 m sw of Juneau, the banking point.  Hoonah is the nearest p o.

DUTCH HARBOR. (For names see Territorial Alphabet​ical List.)- Situated on Unalaska Island (one of the Fox Islands of the Aleutian group), and is the coaling station for steamers en route to St Michael and Nome. The nearest banking point is Seward, which is 1,200 m ne. The Northern Commercial Co has a large general merchandise establishment and coaling station here and conducts all the business enterprises on the island. Mail steamer from Valdez monthly.  Unalaska is the nearest p o.

DUTTON. Pop 100. A mining settlement on Iliamni Bay (Cook Inlet). Is the supply point for Iliamni Bay and Clarke Lake country. Steamer from Valdez monthly. See also Homer. Mail to Seldovia.

DYEA. A disc p o on the Dyea River, near the head of Lynn Canal, 6 m nw of Skagway, the nearest banking point. It is a steamer landing and has telephone connection with Skagway, the nearest p o.

EAGLE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 100. An incorporated town and mining settlement, also known as Eagle City, on the Yukon River at the mouth of Mis​sion Creek, 615 m nw of Skagway and 100 nw of Dawrson, Y T, the nearest banking point. First settled in 1897, platted in Jan​uary, 1899, and incorporated in January, 1901. Town Council elected annually. Has a public school, and several general stores. The townsite is known on the government maps of the U S coast and geodetic survey as Belle Island. It is the location of a U S customs house, the military post of Fort Egbert, the U S commissioner, the mining recorder of Eagle precinct and the Alaska headquarters of several domestic and foreign hydraulic mining companies operating in the immediate vicinity. Shipments may be made by boat via St Michael or by boat to Skagway, from there by rail to White Horse, thence by river steamer down the Yukon. Weekly stage to Dawson, thrice monthly to Circle and Chicken.

EAGLE RIVER.  See Amalga.

EAST FORK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on the Council City & Solomon River Railroad, located at the junction of the East Fork and Solomon Kiver, 13 m sw of Council and 35 n of Solomon. It is also the terminus of the Solomon River and Council stage line, and the supply point for a large mining district.

EATON. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on the Unalakleet River, 200 m se of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 65 ne of St Michael, the nearest p o. Mining is the principal industry of the surrounding country.

EATON REINDEER STATION. On the overland route from Eaton to Kotzebue Mission, 140 m n of the former.

EGOWIK. A native village on Norton Sound, 200 m se of Nome, nearest banking point, 85 ne of St Michael, nearest p o, 25 nw of Eaton.

EIGHT MILE ROADHOUSE. The first station on Fair-banks-Chitina trail (formerly Nine Mile Roadhouse), 8 m s of Fairbanks.

EIGHTEEN MILE ROADHOUSE. Also known as Berg​man's Roadhouse, on the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 18 m s of Fair​banks.

EKLUTNA. A flag station on TheAlaska Railroad, 28 m n of Matanuska, the nearest p o, and 68 ne of Anchorage, the near​est banking point.

EKUK VILLIAGE. A native settlement on Bristol Bay, 12 m s of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

ELDORADO. For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining town on a creek of the same name in the Fairbanks mining district.   Mail to Fairbanks.

ELIM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 162. A mission, school and government reindeer station on Norton Bay, 25 m e of Golovin, its p o.

ELLAMAR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 106. A p o and mining camp, first settled in 1897, on Virgin Bay, Prince William Sound, 400 m nw of Juneau, and 27 sw of Valdez, its banking point.

ELLIOTT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o at junction of Copper River and Elliott Creek. Mail to Strelna.

EMERY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining town 58 m n of Anchorage, nearest banking point and 22 n of Matanuska, nearest p o.

ENGINEER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o and mining district on Engineer Creek 3 m e of Gilmore shipping point on T V R R 11 m n of Fox, nearest p o and 20 n of Fairbanks banking point.

ESKA. A flag station on the U S Government Ry, 55 m n of Anchorage, the nearest banking point, and 18 n of Matanuska, its nearest p o.

ESTER CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) One of the richest paying creeks in the Fairbanks mining district, 7 m n of Fairbanks and reached by stage from Ester Siding, a station on the Tanana Valley Railroad. Quartz min​ing is strongly developing and two or three small mills are oper​ating very successfully.  Berry is the p o.

ESTER SIDING. A station on the Tanana Valley Rail​road, 6 m n of Fairbanks.  Daily stage to Berry, 3j4 m.

EUREKA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List. A disc p o and mining district in Central Alaska, first settled in 1899, 20 m s of Rampart, nearest p o, on the Yukon River, 24 n of Hot Springs, the shipping point, and 100 w of Fairbanks, the banking point.

EX STATION. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining camp near the Nome River and a station on the Seward Peninsula Railway, 14 m ne of Nome, its p o.

EXCURSION INLET. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A fishing settlement near Juneau, its nearest banking point and p o.

EYEGAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A fishing settlement on Bristol Bay near Nushagak, its p o. Seward is its nearest banking point.

City of Fairbanks

FAIRBANKS. Population estimated 1,200. The metropo​lis of the Tanana Valley, situated at the head of navigation on the branch of the Tanana River 280 miles south-east of the Yukon. It is the terminus of the Alaska Railroad, 360 miles from tidewater.
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COAL MINE, FAIRBANKS, ALASKA

Fairbanks is in the heart of Alaska's richest mining district, and mining is the leading industry, with some of the best dredgng and low-grade ground for hydraulic operations in the territory and the gold output is showing an increase at the present time. There are also some very promising- quartz prospects in this ierritorv as well as the working over manv of the rich creeks which is now made possible by the operation of the Alaska Rail​road, and the opening up of the Nenana and Healy River coal fields, enabling cheap fuel to be obtained.

It is also a supply and distributing point for the Tanana and Tolovana mining districts.

The Alaska Agricultural College and School of Mines is located here, and in connection with the Government Experi​mental Station is accomplishing a great deal of good in the promotion and growing of all classes of vegetables, hay and grains, and rendering much needed service of an educational and practical nature in the development of all branches of mining.

Fairbanks is an incorporated town with electric light and water companies, telephone service, long distance telegraph sys​tem and daily trains to the coast. It is also the terminus of the Stage Line for the celebrated Richardson Highway, over which trips are made from Fairbanks to Chitina the southern terminus, at a point on the Copper River and Northwestern Railroad, a distance of 310 miles in 36 hours.

It is a very interesting town to the tourist on account of historical associations, with an opportunity of seeing the diversi​fied activities of the mining industry and is convenient to the big game country of the Alt. McKinley district.

FAIRBANKS CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining district 28 m ne of Fairbanks, 14 ne of Gilmore, where daily stage connects with the Tanana Valley Railroad for Meehan, the p o and general supply point.

FAITH CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A roadhouse and small mining settlement on Faith Creek, 108 m n of Fairbanks and 76 s of Circle.

FALLS CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A station on a creek of the same name and on the Alaska Railroad, 25 m n of Seward, the nearest banking point and p o.

FALSE PASS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and cannery settlement on the Alaskan Peninsula of Southwestern Alaska. Seward, 875 m ne, is the nearest bank​ing point.

FINNIGAN'S POINT. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A station on the trail over the Chilkoot Moun​tains, 20 m n of Skagway, the nearest banking point and p o.

FISH CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Tributary to the Little Chena River in the Fairbanks mining district, 30 m ne of Fairbanks, 18 from Fox, the nearest p o.

FISH EGG.  See Craig.

FISH RIVER. Formerly called Nusluik. Heads near the central part of Seward Peninsula, flows southerly into Golovin Bay. It is navigable for small river steamers as far as White Mountain, thence by horse scows to the mouth of the Neukluk, thence to Council and Casa de Paga, a distance of 24 miles. Fair​ly good timber lines its banks above White Mountain. Council is it nearest p o.

FLAT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List). Pop 175. A town and p o, established in 1914, on Otter Creek, 500 m nw of Seward, 80 from Dikeman, its shipping point on the Iditarod River, and 8 miles from Iditarod, its nearest banking point.

FORT ALEXANDER. On Bristol Bay, near Nushagak, which see.

FORT DAVIS. The military post of Western Alaska is located at the mouth of the Nome River, 3^4 m e of Nome. Seventy-five soldiers Co D 14th Infantry located here. It is also a telegraph station.   Mail by special supply from Nome.

FORT EGBERT. A U S military post at Eagle, which see.

FORT GET THERE. The location of the warehouses of the Merchants Yukon Line, at St Michael, which see.

FORT GIBBON. A U S military post on the Yukon River at Tanana, the p o.

FORT HAMLIN. On the Yukon River, 50 m ne of Ram​part, the nearest p o.

FORT KENAI.   See Kenai.

FORT LISCUM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A small military post, first settled in 1899, on Prince William Sound, 800 m w of Juneau and 699 ne of Sitka. The banking point and nearest p o is Valdez, 4 miles n. Govern​ment launch daily to Valdez carries the mail. Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph system. Valdez Electric Co's telephone connections with Valdez. Steamers stop only when handling government supplies.

FORT MORTON.  On Kotzebue Sound, 400 m n of Eaton.

FORT TONGASS. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A settlement, known also as Tongass Village, on Chatham Sound in the extreme se part of Alaska. Mail to Metlakatla.

FORT WM H SEWARD. A military post, a mile from Haines.

FORT WRANGELL.  See Wrangell.

FORT YUKON. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 319. A p o and trading post, settled in 1840, on the Yukon River, 5 m above mouth of the Porcupine River, 85 nw of Circle and 200 ne of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point. This was formerly a Hudson Bay trading post, and is the near​est point to the Koyukuk gold fields. Sustains a public school. Episcopal church and hospital, saw mill and several general stores. Boat communication with points on the Yukon, Tanana and Koyukuk rivers in summer.   Mail weekly.

FORTUNA LEDGE. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A p o and mining settlement on the Yukon River, settled in 1916, 30 m s of Russian Mission, 241 s of St Michael and 400 se of Iditarod, banking point. Stage communicatoin with all points on the Yukon in winter.

FORTY MILE. A mining settlement on a river of the same name. It is partly in British and partly in United States territory. The richest discoveries have been made on Chicken and Jack Wade creeks, both branches of the Forty Mile. Al​most all the other smaller streams are gold-bearing. The near​est commercial point is Forty Mile, Y. T.

FRASER. A flag station on the WP&YRy, 28 m n of Skag-way, the nearest p o. A winter telegraph office is maintained here.

FRIENDS MISSION. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mission on a peninsula in Kotzebue Sound, first settled in 1897. It is 350 m nw of Nome and 100 n of Candle.

FUNTER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Chatham Strait, 52 m sw of Juneau, the nearest bank​ing point, and 90 nw of Sitka. Mining and salmon canning are the principal industries.

GAKONA. A disc p o and telegraph station on Eagle trail, 132 m n of Valdez.   Mail to Gulkana, 4 ms.

GAMBELL. Pop 48 (Siberian Eskimos). A settlement on St Lawrence Island, 200 m w of Nome, the nearest banking point and p o. Has a government school for natives, reindeer herd and a native co-operative store.

GAMBIER BAY. A fishing settlement near Juneau, bank​ing point and p o.

GANES CREEK. A mining settlement on the Innoko Riv​er, 10 m (airline) n of Holy Cross, nearest p o.

GATES CITY.   See Cleary.

GEORGETOWN. A disc p o in Southwestern Alaska. Mail to Bethel,

GILMORE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Goldstream Creek and station on TVRR, 12 m n of Fairbanks, nearest banking point, and 3 n of Fox, near​est p o.

GIRARD POINT. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A settlement near mouth of the Stikine River, 4 m from Wrangell, nearest p o and banking point.

GIRDWOOD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on Glacier Creek and the The Alas​ka Railroad, on Turnagain Arm, 75 m nw of Seward, nearest banking pt.   Hope is the nearest p o.

GLACIER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A station on WP&Y Route, 14 m n of Skagway, nearest p o and banking point.

GLACIER BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A cannery and mining settlement on a bay of same name, 80 m nw of Juneau, the most convenient p o.

GLACIER CITY. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A mining settlement on the Kantishna River, 130 m from its mouth, 85 se of Kantishna, its p o.

GLACIER CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Nome, the banking and shipping pt and p o, which see for names.

GLEN GULCH. A mining settlement 6 m ne of Hot Springs and 3 ne of Eureka, its p o.

GLOBE ROADHOUSE. On the Olnes-Tolovana trail, 30 m w of Olnes.

GOLD HILL. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining district tributary to Ester Creek. Fairbanks is the nearest p o and banking point.

GOLD RUN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 12 m ne of Teller, the p o and shipping point.

GOLDEN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o and landing on Port Wells, the northwest arm of Prince William Sound, 75 m sw of Valdez, its nearest bank​ing point and p o.

GOLDEN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement 18 m ne of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 8 n of Fox, the nearest p o.

GOLDSTREAM.  A creek near Fox, the p o.

GOLOVIN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on a bay of the same name, about 90 m e of Nome, the nearest banking point; sometimes called Chinike. This place is located in the Golovin Bay mining country, which was dis​covered in 1898. The Fish River, the largest between St. Michael and Port Clarence, flows into the bay near here. The tributaries of this river, the Neukluk, Fox, Casa de Paga and many other smaller streams, are almost all gold-bearing. GOLOVIN MISSION. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) Pop 200 natives. A Swedish mission, govern​ment school and reindeer station on Norton Bay, 25 m e of Golovin, its nearest p o.

GOODPASTER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on the south fork of a river of the same name, 35 m e of McCarthy, the supply point and nearest p o. Reached in summer by boats 15 miles from the head of navigation on the Tanana River. Placer gold in paying quanti​ties was found in the spring of 1916. Principal creeks are Michi​gan, Granite, Bear, Big Swede, Solly, Monte Cristo, Monte Carlo, Wisconsin, Caribou and Capital.

GORDON'S ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Fair-banks-Chitina trail, 96 m s of Fairbanks.

GOVIMAMUT. A native settlement on the Kuskokwim River, 240 m nw of Nushagak, its nearest p o, and 90 se of Koserefsky. It is on the mail route from Nushagak to Koserefsky.

GRAEHL.  A suburb of Fairbanks, which see for names.

GRAND VIEW. A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 45 m n of Seward, the nearest banking point and p o.

GRANITE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 22 m n of Matanuska, the nearest p o, and 58 n of Anchorage, its banking point.

GRANITE MINE. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A disc p o and mining settlement on Hobo Bay (Port Wells), in the northwest arm of Prince William Sound, 70 m sw of Valdez, its nearest banking point and p o.

GRASS GULCH. A mining settlement on Grass Creek, which flows into Dexter Creek n of Nome, the nearest p o.

GRIMKOFF. A U S telegraph station on the Yukon River, 80 m n of Kaltag.

GRIND ALL. A disc p o on Grindall Bay, 15 m w of Ketchi​kan, its nearest banking point and p o.

GROUSE GULCH. A mining settlement on Grouse Creek, which flows into Dexter Creek n of Nome, its nearest p o.

GULKANA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and telegraph station on the CR&NWRy, 128 m n of Valdez, the nearest banking point, and 76 n of Chitina, at the intersection of the Valdez-Eagle trail and the Chitina-Fairbanks winter trail. Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph System.   Tri-weekly stage to Chitina.

GYPSUM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 25. A p o and mining camp, settled in 1904, on Chatham Strait, 70 m sw of Juneau, the banking point.

HADLEY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A town and disc p o on Prince of Wales Island, settled in 1903, 30 m w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point, and 10 ne of Chomly, nearest p o. There are extensive ore deposits in the vicinity, principally copper, and large forests of spruce, hem​lock and cedar. Has steamer connection with Seattle, Ketchi​kan and all points.

HAINES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop about 350, half of which are natives. A town and p o, set​tled in 1880, incorporated in 1900, prior to that time called Haines Mission, on Chilcoot Inlet, the upper end of Lynn Canal,

1 m e of the Chilkat River and near its mouth, 16 s of Skagway, the nearest banking point, and 88 n of Juneau, the usual bank​ing point.  Sustains 4 hotels, 8 general stores, department store,

2 hardware stores, 2 bakeries, tailor shop, drug store and 2 salm​on canneries. Has a graded public school, a government school for natives and a Presbyterian Mission Church for natives. All steamships plying between Seattle and Skagway stop at Haines. Fort William H Seward, a company post, adjoins Haines at the southern corporate limits. The Alaska Midland Railroad, under construction, is projected to Rainy Hollow, with Tanana Valley as its ultimate objective point; The Alaska Corporation is projecting an ore railroad to Porcupine and Rainy Hollow via Klukwan, a native village of 300 inhabitants, 23 m nw, and Wells, a roadhouse, 24 m nw. Farming is the principal industry of the surrounding vicinity. Stage semi-weekly to Porcupine via Klukwan and Wells. Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph System. Haines Telephone Co operates a local system in Haines and vicinity.   Mail tri-weekly.

HALEY.  See Healyville.

HAMILTON. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A steamboat landing and trading post on the Yukon River, 105 m se of St Michael, its nearest p o.

HASTINGS CREEK. A mining settlement on south shore Seward Peninsula, 6 m w of Cape Nome, 8 e of city of Nome, supply point and p o.

HATTIE CAMP.   See Woedsky.

HAWK INLET. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop, summer 200, winter 15. A cannery village and p o on Hawk Inlet, 60 m nw of Juneau, the nearest banking point.

HAYCOCK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 114. A p o and mining settlement on Dime Creek, a tribu​tary of the Koyuk River, settled in 1914, 170 m ne of Nome, the nearest banking point. Local telephone service. Mail from Golovin by steamer in summer and by dog team in winter.

HEALY FORKS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o across an arm of Norton Sound from St Michael, the nearest p o, and 130 m se of Nome, banking point.

HEALYVILLE. Also know as Haley. A settlement on Tanana River, 170 m sw of Eagle, the nearest p o. Mining is the only industry.

HELM BAY. A disc p o, 25 m w of Ketchikan, nearest p o.

HENEY. A flag station on the WP&YRy, 12 m n of Skag-

way.

HERNER. A coal mining settlement near Anchorage, p o and banking point.

HIDDEN INLET. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A cannery settlement, 80 m s of Ketchikan, p o and banking point.

HODCANA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a river of the same name, 75 m nw of Beaver, 80 w of Ft Yukon, the nearest supply point and p o.

HOLIKACHUK. A settlement 80 m n of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

HOLLIS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Prince of Wales Island and Hollis Bay, 39 m nw of Ketchikan, the nearest banking and shipping point, 15 e of Craig, nearest p o.   Mining is the principal industry.

HOLY CROSS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 275. A p o and settlement on the Yukon River, also known as Holy Cross Mission, settled in 1889, 5 m sw of Kose-refsky. Has a Catholic Church and a general store. A mission for the education of Indians. It is a landing for steamers run​ning on the Yukon and a transfer point for Iditarod. Mail weekly in summer, monthly in winter.

HOMER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Coal Point, Kachemak Bay, Cook Inlet, settled in 1896, 87 m sw of Seward, its nearest banking point. Gold, copper and coal are found in the vicinity, though fishing is the principal industry.

HOOD BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A cannery settlement on Admiralty Island, 8 m s of Killisnoo, nearest p o, and 90 sw of Juneau, banking point.

HOONAH. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 402. A p o and village on Chichagof Island, 80 m sw of Juneau, banking point. Has two churches, U S government native school and several general stores and fish canneries. Boats weekly to Juneau.

HOPE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 50. A p o and mining camp, first settled in 1894, on Turn-again Arm in Cook Inlet, 72 m n of Seward, 40 s of Anchorage, banking point. Has two general stores. Mining is principal industry.

HORSEFELT.  A roadhouse on the Chisana trail.

HORSESHOE BAY. A settlement on Latouche Island, 3 m s of Latouche, the p o.

HOT SPRINGS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 35. A p o, resort, farming and mining settlement, located in 1902, on Hot Springs Slough, 2 m from the Tanana River, 103 by trail and 205 by water w of Fairbanks, the near​est banking point.

HOWKAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) An Indian village and disc p o on Long Island, in Dixon En​trance, 95 m sw of Ketchikan, the nearest banking nad shipping point, and 20 s of Hydaburg, the nearest p o. Some mining properties are worked in the vicinity.

HUBBARD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Knights Island in Dyer Bay, 80 m w of Valdez, its nearest banking point and p o.

HUGHES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 45. A mining settlement on the Koyukuk River, 275 m from its mouth, 125 sw of Bettles and 125 nw of Tanana, the near​est p o.

HUMBOLDT HARBOR.  See Sand Point.

HUNTERS BAY. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A cannery settlement, first settled 1896, on Prince of Wales Island, 80 m w of Ketchikan, banking point, and 50 w of Sulzer, nearest p o.

HUNTERS. A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 40 m n of Seward, banking point, and nearest p o.

HYDABURG. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 350. A p o and native village, settled 1911, on Sku-kum Narrows, 150 m s of Juneau, 85 w of Ketchikan, banking point, and 20 from Waterfall and Sulzer, shipping points. Has saw mill and two general stores.

HYDER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 250. A town in Southeastern Alaska, at the head of Port​land Canal. Has a bank, newspaper and saw mill, while all lines of business are represented.

IDEAL COVE. Situated on Mitkofr Island, near mouth of Stikine River, 20 m nw of Wrangell, the nearest p o.

IDITAROD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Situated on the Iditarod River, 300 m above the junction of the Innoko and Yukon Rivers, the shipping and banking cen​ter of the Iditarod mining district. Is a town of 50 inhabitants, and was founded on the first of June, 1910, with the arrival of the first stampeders from Fairbanks.

The camp was discovered on Christmas day, 1908, when William A. Dikeman and John Beaton struck pay on Discovery claim, Otter Creek. The succeeding- summer saw a. consider​able stampede, but the winter of 1909 was a quiet one, owing to the long delayed discovery of the rich pay of Flat Creek. In July, 1910, the first real discovery of ground was made on the Marietta claim near the head of Flat, and it was but a short time thereafter till the world knew that a new placer camp had been added to the resources of Alaska.

Iditarod is well laid out in blocks and streets and is but seven miles overland from Flat. The city has a bank, a com​plete telephone system, which takes in all the creeks, a wireless plant with telegraphic communication with Nulato.

In the high wrater period of spring big steamers can come to Iditarod and even to the mouth of Otter. Later in the sea​son, however, Dikeman becomes the head of navigation and freight is transshipped by small steam craft and gasoline boats.

Otter precinct is the official name of the Iditarod district with a United States commissioner, marshal and recorder with headquarters at Flat.

IGAGIK. A native settlement on Bristol Bay, 60 m se of Nushagak, the nearest p o. Mineral deposits are found in the vicinity.

IGLOO. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 200 natives.. An Eskimo village and mining camp, also known as Mary's Igloo, on the Kuzitrin River, 80 m ne of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 30 n of Teller, the near​est p o. Has Lutheran and Catholic missions and government school for natives. It is the distributing point for a large min​ing district, and headquarters of the midwinter reindeer fair for the Seward Peninsula.

IKIKIKTOIK. A native settlement on Norton Sound, 25 m e of St Michael, the nearest p o.

IKOGMUT. A Greek mission, also known as Yukagamut, on the Yukon River, 52 m sw of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

ILIAMNA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 75. A p o and native settlement, 11^ m nw of Iliamna Bay, 2 from Lake Iliamna and 80 w across Cook Inlet from Sel​dovia, the shipping and transfer point. Seward is the nearest banking point. There are large placer deposits in the vicinity and fur trading is carried on. Greek Catholic Church. Mail three times monthly.

INDIAN RIVER. A mining settlement on a river of the same name, a tributary of the Koyukuk, 15 m se of Hughes, and 110 nw of Tanana, nearest p o.

INGERAMUT. A native settlement on Nunivak Island, in the Bering Sea, 280 m sw of St Michael, the nearest p o.

INIKILLY.  A native village 300 m (air line) n of Nome.

INMACHUK RIVER. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A mining settlement on a river of the same name, flowing into Kotzebue Sound, 200 m n of Nome, its shipping point.  Deering, at its mouth, is the nearest p o.

INNOKO. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement and disc p o at the head of navigation on the Innoko River, a tributary of the Yukon, 50 m n of Iditarod, the nearest banking point.  Mail to Ophir.

IRON CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 45 m e of Nome, the nearest banking point and p o.

ISLANDS OF FOUR MOUNTAINS. Four mountainous islands of the Aleutian group in southwestern Alaska.

JACK WADE. Pop 40. A p o and mining settlement, settled in 1899, on Jack Wade Creek which flows into Forty Mile River, a tributary of the Yukon, 4 m sw of Steel Creek, 55 s of Eagle, the nearest shipping and supply point, and 95 sw of Dawson, Y T, the nearest banking point.

JACKSON.  See Howkan.

JAR VIS. A village in northern Alaska at mouth of Itkillih River.

JOHNSON'S ROADHOUSE. A disc stage station on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 18 miles s of Fairbanks.

JONESVILLE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Matanuska br of The Alaska Railroad, 45 m n of Anchorage, banking point.

JUALIN. A disc p o on Berner's Bay, 60 m nw of Juneau, banking point, and 20 m n of Amalga, nearest p o.

JUNEAU. Population 3600. Around Juneau, the capital of Alaska, centers great developed mining, fisheries and timber industries and potential raw resources for further practically unlimited development of those resources.

Historically one of the first placer camps of the Territory, owing its birth to placers on Gold Creek discovered by pros​pectors in 1880. the primitive placer camp has maintained a consistent gradual growth until it has reached the status of a small cosmopolitan city, with practically all the conveniences of cities hundreds of times larger in population.

The Alaska-Juneau Gold Mining Company, part of whose plant is located within the city limits, is handling an average of 8,000 tons of rock per day at a cost of 48c per ton, and mines and mills a greater tonnage at a lower productive cost than any other gold mine in the world. It has in its employ approxi​mately 400 men. Although there are other mining properties either in the development or operating stage in the Juneau Dis​trict, among which are: El Xido Mining Company, Hirst-Chi-chagof Mining Company, Chichagof Gold Mining Company, Falcon Arm Alining Company, Admiralty-Alaska Gold Mining Company. Alaska-Dano Mines Company, Jualin-Berner's Bay Mining Company, Pinta Bay Alining Company, William Henry Bay property, AYakefield property, Borland property, Williams property, Vevelstad property, Peterson property and the Gypsum Mining Company, yet the mineral resources of the adjacent dis​trict are practically untouched. The future alone can foretell what annual multiple will be eventually reached as against the Juneau Alining District's present annual gold production of $2,600,000.

The local trade of practically all the salmon canneries north of Wrangell Narrows and south of Yakutat naturally gravitates to Juneau. While the salmon fisheries throughout the Territory are highly developed, there awaits a period of tremendous de​velopment in many other food fish, all of which abound in the waters tributary to Juneau. Logically, Juneau offers preeminent advantages to the halibut fisheries, which rank second in the Alaskan fisheries. Accessibilitv to the halibut banks and to regular transportation lines offers advantageous opportunity for cold storage warehouses for the handling and shipping of fresh fish from Juneau. Cheap water and electricity, abundant hous​ing facilities, and good stores, all present exceptional advantages to the upbuilding of a permanent cold storage business.

The only operating pulp mill in the Territory is located at Speel River, about thirty-five miles south of Juneau, with a daily production of 40 tons of pulp. In the Juneau District are at least nine billion board feet of timber available for lumber and pulp purposes, which, with the developed water power of 26,000 h.p. in the district, and the estimated undeveloped water power of 174,640 h.p., cannot lead to other than the early estab​lishment of a great pulp and paper industry in the district, of which the Alaska Pulp & Paper Company's plant at Speel River is only the forerunner.

Juneau is a livable community, having water works, electric lights, concrete buildings, first-class hotels, good streets, stores with large stocks of merchandise, and a population of high char​acter, the majority of whom are Americans originally hailing from practically every state in the Union. Juneau's public school building is a three-story concrete building erected in l(il7 at a cost of $75,000. and at present is estimated to be worth S125.00O. The school employs eighteen teachers and offers courses ranging from kindergarten through the. high school, whose graduates are accredited to the universities of the Pacific Coast states. The municipal government spends practically $35,000 a year in the maintenance and upkeep of the school, which has an attendance of about 400 pupils.

There are churches of several denominations, including Presbvterian. Methodist, Roman Catholic, Creek Catholic. Kuis-copal. Christian Science, and Native Presbyterian Church. There are thriving fraternal organizations, including: Elks, Moose. American Legion, Knights of Columbus, Scottish Rite Bodies. Masons, Eastern Star, Shrine Club, Boy Scouts, Cam]) Fire (iirls. and many others. There are also active and progressive civic bodies, such as Women's Club, Chamber of Commerce, etc. The city government maintains and operates a public library at its own expense in the City Hall, which cost in the neighborhood of $25,000.

The weather in Juneau, being modified by the effect of the Japanese current, compares favorably to that of Seattle. Wash​ington, and Portland, Oregon. The mean January temperature is 26.7 degrees and the mean July temperature is 57.4. There are entire winters when the temperature does not reach the zero point, and seldom does the temperature go that low. There are no cyclones or tornadoes, the nights are always comfortable, and there are few extremes of heat or cold. Work can be carried on out of doors practically the entire year.

Leading from Juneau are roads that present unequalled vistas of tumbling cataracts and silver-sheeved inland bavs of green clad hills and valleys, of stately mountains and inaccessible peaks, of rugged cliffs and of perpetually snow-capped ranges. These roads are in almost constant use the entire year around by the three hundred automobiles owned by the people of Juneau.

Juneau's townsite is unsurpassed in beauty, but its beauty is only an introduction to the countless and endless vistas of great natural scenic beauty which abound on every side for the pleasure of the tourist and of the local resident. Unusual scenery, glorious summer days, comfortable weather, fishing and hunt​ing, coupled with the conveniences of modern life and not of the frontier, offer opportunities for the development of a tourist

industry that will place it first in rank among the great indus​tries of the Territory. Xot only can the tourist delight in all these, but his stay can be prolonged in the enjoyment of all ordinary out-of-doors sports, such as tennis, golf, baseball, swim​ming, boating, etc. All these only await the person with suf​ficient courage and capital to develop them. With its protected inland trip from Seattle to Juneau, neither is there any reason why the tourist industry of the Juneau district should not be annual instead of seasonal, as winter sports could readily be de​veloped into drawing cards as great as those offered tourists by the summer.

Another industry, of which the present modern dairies lo​cated on the scenic Glacier Highway out of Juneau foretell the creation, is dairying. All kinds of berries and root vegetables grow profusely and abundantly, and they are of unusual quality. With the further development of those basic industries that create markets, all of the 125,000 acres of land available for agri​

cultural purposes, and lying in the Juneau District, will un​doubtedly be utilized. In Juneau is conducted an annual agri​cultural fair, which encourages not only the farmer, the pros​pector, the woodsman, the fisherman, but also the fox fur farm​ers, who have already built up an industry with an invested private capital of $500,000, and from which pelts and breeding stock will be sold during the year 1923 of the value of $1,000,000. The greater portion of this rapidly increasing industry is located in the vicinity of Juneau.

Juneau—with all of the conveniences and advantages of a modern city, offers unusual attractions for home life, and with its adjacent great natural resources offers inducements to the man of capital who wishes to enter the mining, timber, fishing, wood pulp and paper, or fiir farming industry.

KADIAK.  See Kodiak.

KAGUYAK. Pop 50. A native settlement on Shelikof Strait, 400 m sw of Seward,* the nearest banking point, 70 n of Karluk, the shipping point and 60 n of Uyak, its nearest p o. Fishing is the principal industry.

KAKE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 400, nearly all Indians. A p o, sometimes called Kaake Village, on Kupreanof Island, 100 m s of Juneau and 60 w of Petersburg, its nearest banking and shipping point. Has a U S Government school for natives.

KAKHONAK. A native settlement on Iliamna Lake, 125 m ne of Nushagak, the most convenient p o.

KAKWOK. A native village on the Nushagak River, 70 m ne of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

KALTAG. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o, settled in 1899, on the Yukon River, 200 m ne of St Michael, shipping point and 160 n of Iditarod, nearest banking point.   Nulato is the nearest p o.

KALWATTA. A settlement, also known as Katkwalta, on the Chilcat River 17 m nw of Haines, the nearest p o.

KANAGUK. See Cape York.

KANATAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and settlement at Cold Bay on Shelikof Strait, 50 m w of Karluk.   Seward is nearest banking point.

KANTISHNA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining camp on the Kantishna River, 140 m sw of Fairbanks, nearest banking point.

KARHEEN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A cannery settlement on the west coast of Prince of Wales Island about 100 m sw of Wrangell, its nearest banking point and p o.

KARLUK. Pop 100. A fishing station and disc p o on Kadiak Island and Shelikof Strait, 400 m sw of Seward, the near​est banking point. Contains a Greek church and salmon can​neries. Karluk is in the center of the mining operations on Kadiak Island. It is principally placer and beach mining. It is the most famous red salmon fishing place in the world and the greatest record of catching salmon in the world has been made here. It is a landing place for steamers plying between Seattle, Kodiak, Valdez, Sitka and Juneau once a month. Uyak, 18 m e, is the nearest p o.

KASAAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 130. A p o established in 1899 on Kasaan Bay and Prince of Wales Island, 32 m nw of Ketchikan, the nearest banking and shipping point, and 240 se of Juneau. Gold and copper mining is the principal industry. Contains a salmon cannery and gen​eral store. Mail by regular steamer once each week from Ketchi​kan. Communication between Ketchikan and Hollis once a week in winter, twice in summer, also with Hadley, where there is a cable station.

KASHEGA. A native settlement on Unalaska Island and the Bering Sea, 20 m sw of Unalaska, the nearest p o.

KASKANAK. A native settlement on the Kvichak River near Iliamna Lake, 95 m e of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

KATALLA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 84. A p o and mining town (formerly spelled Catalla), set​tled in 1903, on Katalla River, 70 m se of Cordova, the nearest banking point. There is a salmon cannery 5 m n on Controller Bay. At present a railroad, the Alaska Anthracite, is being built from Controller Bay, Katalla's harbor, to the Bering River coal fields. Steamers call monthly in the winter and weekly in sum​mer, and the freight is lightered ashore on scows. Katalla-Cor-dova Long Distance Telephone Co.

KATWALTA.  See Kalwatta.

KATMAL (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on a bay of the same name on Shelikof Strait, 42 m nw of Karluk and 50 nw of Uyak, the nearest p o. Fishing is the principal industry.

KAYAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A settlement on an island of the same name in the Gulf of Alaska, 400 m nw of Sitka, 75 sw of Cordova, the nearest p o.

KEEWALIK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A mining settlement and the water shipping point for the Candle mining district, 200 m (400 by water) ne of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 10 n of Candle, its supply point and nearest p o.

KEMPERVILLE. A disc p o, first settled in 1903, at the mouth of Hot Springs Slough on the Tanana River. 190 m e of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, 3 w of Hot Springs, the nearest p o.

KENAI. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 332. A p o also known as Fort Kenai on Cook Inlet, 80 m n of Seldovia, 90 sw of Anchorage, the nearest shipping point, and 90 w of Seward, its nearest banking point. Salmon fishing and canning is the principal industry. Has a Catholic church and three general stores. Semi-monthly mail steamers from Hope, Seldovia, Homer and other coast points.

KENAI LAKE. A flag station on a lake of the same name at the mouth of Victor Creek and on The Alaska Railroad, 20 m n of Seward, the nearest banking point and p o.

KENNECOTT. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 500. A p o and station, first settled in 1900, located at the northeastern terminus of the Copper River & Northwestern Ry, Ay2 m from McCarthy, the recorder's office, and 196 ne of Cordova, the nearest banking point.

KENNY'S LAKE. Located on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 27 m n of Chitina.

KERN CREEK. A roadhouse and station on The Alaska Railroad. It is 72 m n of Seward and 35 se of Anchorage, bank​ing point. Hope is the p o.

City of Ketchikan

KETCHIKAN, "The First City." Ketchikan is a town of thriving industry, good homes, churches, schools, societies and lodges. Its population, estimated at 5100, is made up of Cau​casians, with some native Indians and a few Orientals. It is a town that has never known a boom of any kind, yet has shown a steady and healthy growth, gradually increasing in wealth and population.

Located on the west coast of Revillagigedo Island, between the 55th and 56th degrees of latitude, and between the 131st and 132nd degrees of longitude Ketchikan is readily accessible to the states, the port being open 365 days in the year, and on the regular lines of steamships from Seattle and Vancouver to all points to the north and westward. It is approximately 48 hours by water from Ketchikan to Seattle, and is but seven hours by steamer from the western terminus of the Canadian Grand Trunk-Rail way.

The Port—Statistics of the treasury department show that Ketchikan is the leading port of Alaska. Approximately 92 per cent of all the vessels entering; and clearing in the territorv do so at the port of Ketchikan. It is the central distributing point for a large surrounding area in which are located salmon can​neries, mines, lumber camps, fox farms and salteries.
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Fresh Fisheries—While the Ketchikan district, comprising an area of 10,000 square miles, has diversified industries, as set forth above, it is a fact that the chief of these^ the one which far outstrips all others at the present time, is the fisheries. And this industry is divided into four parts: fresh fish, frozen fish, canned fish and salt fish.

The fresh fish business consists of packing in ice fresh hali​but, salmon, sable fish and cod, and shipping them to the mar​kets of the south and east. And a promising outlook is presented for the shipment of fresh herring. Great quantities of herring are caught in the waters adjacent to Ketchikan, despite the fact that few are shipped out as a food product. Practically all of the herring caught in Ketchikan district are frozen lor use as bait by the halibut fishermen.

The frozen fish industry is also for the freezing of salmon, halibut and all other varieties of fresh fish found in the waters of the North Pacific, which products are then kept in cold stor​age until market conditions are such that the demand is greater than the supply of the fresh product, when the frozen article is readily salable.

For the handling of this fresh and frozen fish, Ketchikan is provided with two large cold storage plants, the total compressor capacity of which is 410 tons; the sharp freezer capacity, 280,000 pounds every 36 hours, and the total storage capacity of which is 7,500,000 pounds. Also, these plants will manufacture 100 tons of ice daily, and combined they have an ice storage capa​city of 3000 tons. Both plants are operated by hydro-electric power. In addition to these there are several other fish docks where fresh fish are packed for quick consumption and shipment.

The halibut industry is tremendous in itself, with Ketchikan the headquarters for a considerable fleet of vessels which ply the waters of the north for this most delectable of delicacies. Hali​but are deep sea fish and are taken from the banks off the shores of Alaska, from Dixon's Entrance to the Aleutian Islands. These fishing vessels are well built and powerful, going sometimes more than 1500 miles. Their fish are cleaned and iced down im​mediately after being caught, and are landed in port within ten days, when they are again packed for shipment or frozen. The work of the halibut fisherman is hard and hazardous, but except for infrequent periods when market conditions are bad, he is generally well paid for his product.

Vessels, many in number, and manned bv 1200 to 1500 fisher-

men, troll for King salmon, winter and summer. Their catch is quite properly named, for the King salmon is the most beautiful and delightful fish that swims the waters of the earth. In addi-tion to trolling being a sizeable industry in itself, it is also one of the greatest outdoor sports, as any disciple of Isaak Walton may readily understand that nothing- better could be asked for than to have a game fish weighing from 30 to 80 pounds at the end of his line and fighting for life. These salmon, besides those shipped out iced down, fresh, are used for mild-cure packs; that is, salted in barrels. Also, a great many Silver salmon, caught mostly in fishtraps or by seiners, are packed by the mildcurers.

Salmon Canneries—During the season of 1923, in this dis​trict, thirty-one canneries, of which seven are within the cor​porate limits of the city of Ketchikan, will be in operation. Owing to the scarcity of seasonable labor, some of the canneries import from the states part of. their crews, but they also give employ​ment to all in town who wish to engage in that work. Practi​cally all of the men operating the boats and other gear of the fisheries in the Ketchikan section are residents of Southeastern Alaska.

The Ketchikan district, in a mining way, is not as active now as it has been in some years of the past, owing to the in​creased cost of commodities and labor. The area, however, is highly mineralized with copper, gold, silver, iron and other metals and it will be but a question of time until the properties are opened up. There are several properties in operation now and some others in the course of development and practically all of these are being worked by residents of the district and not by outside capital, whereby it is shown that the home folks have confidence in the outlook.

The Portland Canal district, which is immediately contiguous to Ketchikan, is drawing the attention of the whole mining world. It is there that the great Premier Aline, but 60 miles from Ketchi​kan as the crow flies, is located. It is a gold and silver proposi​tion. This property, bought three years ago for a nominal sum, has already paid three and one-quarter millions in dividends and it is said that they have many times that amount in sight. In addition to that property there are others in the same section which are in such a state of development that they will be pro​ducing on a large scale in the near future, it is believed.

Timber, Lumber and Products—Ketchikan is the very heart of the great Tongass National Forest which covers approximately 1^,000,000 acres. This is heavily forested with spruce, hemlock and cedar. This is being marketed and has been for many years for home consumption. The summer of 1922 marked a new epoch in the industry, however, when for the first time a cargo of several million feet was shipped to Australia. This was the beginning of an export business which will, it is indicated, in​crease materially in the next few years as the buyers are now negotiating for a considerable amount of lumber for export.

In the city of Ketchikan there are two saw mills which pro​vide lumber not only for local consumption, one of which started the export trade, but they also furnish the boxes for the salmon canneries and for the fresh fish shippers of the whole district.

There has been much talk during recent years of the develop​ment of pulp and paper manufacturing plants in Southeastern Alaska. While only one pulp mill has actually been started in the Tongass National Forest, several applications for permits to develop power sites which the applicants say are for pulp and paper mills, are now before the federal government. There is no question that the Tongass National Forest furnishes a field for these, with its vast areas and ready accessibility to transporta-

tion, all being located right on the water's edge where steamers of any draught may navigate. In this connection, it is worth}" of note that Revillagigedo Island, on which Ketchikan is located, offers approximately 100,000 horsepower in its undeveloped water sites. These, no doubt, will one day, and not in the distant future, be utilized. It has even been said on competent authority that it would not be a difficult engineering problem to harness at least half of these power sites for use in a central location, if at any time it should be deemed advisable to build one large plant.

With the lumber export business and the pulp and paper industry in mind, it is certain that the forests will ultimately fur​nish material for employment for thousands and an opportunity for capital.  It is officially estimated by the foresters that Alaska can produce two million tons of paper annually and for all time, with proper reforesting.

The city business is made up of three substantial department stores, a wholesale grocery house, two large cold storage plants, seven canneries, several miles of waterfront with dock facilities for the largest vessels engaged in the coasting trade, fish houses and salteries, two daily newspapers, one of which is a member of the Associated Press; big oil tanks of two of leading com​panies which are supplied by tank steamers direct from the oil fields; bakeries; a first class automobile service station to cater
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to the 181 machines in town; several large machine shops and a marine ways to overhaul the fishing fleets; several substantial and first class hotels, many grocery stores, hardware stores, phar​macies, ship chandleries, fur, jewelry and curio shops, haber​dasheries and clothing establishments. Then it is the headquar​ters for the United States lighthouse service in Alaska, which has a depot here from which it operates its lighthouse tenders. The supervisor of the Tongass National Forest maintains his offices here, as does the bureau of immigration, and the collector of customs is represented by an office with three deputy col​lectors.

There are four churches in Ketchikan, the Methodist, Epis​copal, Catholic and Presbyterian and the Seventh Day Adventists are preparing to build a house of worship. In addition to these, there is a Christian Science societv which meets regularly but as yet has no edifice of its own. The Salvation Army is building a home of its own and is an active worker in. the community.

Ketchikan is supplied with light and power by a hydro-elec​tric plant, which also furnishes current for cooking in many homes. The telephone system is equal to that to be found in any city. Water for all purposes is furnished from a series of beauti​ful lakes in the hills back of the city and is of such quality that the liquid coming from the tap is suitable for any purpose for which distilled water is demanded. This water system furnishes sufficient pressure to afford ample fire protection. In fact that protection is so good that Ketchikan has never known a serious fire.

Climatically Ketchikan has summers that compare favorably with those of the coast of Maine, cool enough to be comfortable, yet warm enough to make one realize that it is summer time. The winters compare favorably with those of Puget Sound, as the Japanese current strikes in and warms up the country con​siderably. The winters in Ketchikan are not as severe as those of Washington, D. C, while the summers are a joy.

For sportsmen there is a paradise in the district surrounding, where the elusive trout may be found in large numbers during the season, and where in the fall and winter the bird shooting-and deer hunting are all that could be desired. And for athletics there are all the outdoor forms—baseball, tennis, swimming, rowing and others—to be found anywhere in the United States, and the same is true of the indoor sports.

KHILTATS. A mining settlement on the Tanana River and the monthly mail route from Valdez to Eagle, 180 m sw of the latter place, its nearest p o.

KIAH SLOUGH. A settlement 50 m nw of Dishkaket.

KIAM. A disc p o on McKenzie Inlet, 31 m w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point.   Copper mining is the only industry.

KIANA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 100. A p o and mining settlement on the Squirrel and Kobuk Rivers, 320 m by water ne of Nome, the nearest banking point, 60 ne of Kotzebue, the supply point.

KILLISNOO (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 275. A p o and Indian village on Admiralty Island and Chatham Strait, 60 m ne of Sitka and 100 s of Juneau, its banking point. -Has a Russian church and government school for natives.   Boats to Sitka, fare $6, and Juneau $10.

KING. A station on The Alaska Railroad, 21 m n of Mata-nuska, the nearest p o and 61 n of Anchorage, its nearest banking point.

KING COVE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A disc p o on Alaska Peninsula, 200 m ne of Dutch Harbor, 500 sw of Seward, nearest banking point, and 100 n of Sanak, mail point.

KINIAAK. A settlement on Bristol Bay, 75 m e of Nush-agak, nearest p o.

KINNEY'S ROADHOUSE. A madhouse at the mouth of Hot Springs Slough, near Kemperville. Hot Springs is its near​est p o.

KIPNIAK. A native settlement on Norton Sound, near the mouth of the Yukon River, 120 m sw of St Michael, the nearest p o.

KISKA ISLAND. One of the Rat Islands of the western Aleutian group.

KIVALINA. Pop 87. An Eskimo village at the mouth of a river of the same name, on the Arctic Ocean in northwestern Alaska, 150 m nw of Kotzebue, its nearest p o. Has reindeer herds and government school for natives.

KLAHANGAMUT. A native settlement on Kuskokwim Bay, 135 m w of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

KLAMASQUATTIN. A native village on the Yukon River, 90 m n of Anvik, and 60 sw of Nulato, the nearest p o.

KLAWOCK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 300. A p o, town and steamboat landing on Prince of Wales Island, 135 m sw of Wrangell and the same distance w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point. Sustains a cannery, 3 general stores, U S Public School for Natives, and a Presby​terian Church. Fishing is the principal industry. Mail weekly by boat from WTrangell.

KLIHMUT. A native village on the Kuskowim River, 50 m s of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

KLINGQUAN. Formerly an Indian fishing settlment on Prince of Wales Island, 58 m sw of Ketchikan, the nearest bank​ing point, 25 e of Howkan.  Hydaburg is the nearest p o.

KLUKWAN. Pop 300 (natives). A disc p o on the Chilkat River, 100 m nw of Juneau, the nearest banking point, and 23 nw of Haines, its nearest p o. A government school for natives is located here.

KNIGHTS ISLAND.   See Hubbard.

KNIK. Pop 150. A disc p o, steamship landing and trading post situated on Knik Arm, the west branch of Cook Inlet. It is 18 m ne of Anchorage, the nearest banking point. Mail to Anchorage.

KOCHKOMUf. A native settlement on the Yukon River, 45 m sw of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

KODIAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 400. A p o and steamboat landing first settled in 1795, on Kadiak Island in the Gulf of Alaska, between 700 and 800 m w of Juneau and 160 sw of Seward, the nearest banking point. Sustains a public school, a Baptist orphanage and church, a Rus​sian Orthodox church, three general stores, hotel and salmon cannery. A government live stock experimental station is located here. U S Naval Radio Station on Wood Island 2 m e. Mail monthly from Seattle and intermediate points via Cook Inlet.

KOGGIUNG. A cannery settlement on Bristol Bay, at the mouth of the Kvichak River. A government school for natives is located here. Gold is found in the vicinity. Seward is the nearest banking point. Nushagak 60 m w, is the nearest shipping point and p o.

KOKRINES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 80. A p o, telg and trading station on the Yukon River, 390 m w of Fairbanks and 190 ne of Iditarod, banking point.

KOLMAKOFF. A native settlement on the Kuskokwim River, 100 m (air line) s of Iditarod, the nearest banking point, 80 ne of Bethel, its snipping point and usual p o, and 60 se of Holy Cross, its nearest p o.

KOLMAKOFFSKY. A native settlement on the Kuskok​wim River opposite the mouth of the Yukwonilnuk River, 80 m s of Iditarod, the nearest banking point and p o.

KOLTAG.  See Kaltag.

KONGROCK CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Nome, the commercial point and p o.

KOOT. A native settlement on Nunivak Island, in Bering Sea, 300 m sw of St Michael, the nearest commercial point and p o.

KOOTLIK.  SeeKutlik. KOOTZENHOOD. See Killisnoo.

KOSEREFSKY. A disc p o, settled in 1889, on the Yukon River, 345 m se of Nome, 200 se of St Michael, ICO sw of Iditarod the nearest banking point, and 5 ne of Holy Cross, its p o.

KOSTAKA. A native village on Cook Inlet 30 m sw of Tyonok, 40 \v of Kenai, the nearest p o. Coal and oil deposits are found.

KOTSINA. A disc p o and flag station on the Copper River & Northwestern Ry, for a scattered mining district near the head of the Kotsina River, 148 m ne of Cordova, its nearest banking point, and 30 ne of Chitina the nearest p o. Several promising copper properties are located in this valley.

KOTZEBUE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 230 (natives and whites). A p o, native village and trading station situated at the ne entrance of Kotzebue Sound from the Arctic Ocean, 200 m (400 by water) ne of Nome, the nearest banking point. This is the distributing point for the Kobuk, Noatak and Selawak Rivers. Mining, fishing and furs are prin​cipal industries. Three general stores, government school for natives and the Friends Mission are located here.

KOUGAROK. A mining camp at the headwaters of the Kougarok River, near Davidson, 100 m ne of Nome the nearest banking point, 50 ne of Teller, its nearest supply point. A number of large and small streams in this district show rich gold deposits. Taylor is the nearest p o.

KOUGAROK RIVER. A mining settlement on a river of the same name which flows into the Kuzitrin River, 70 m n of Nome.

KOYUK RIVER. A mining settlement on Norton Bay at the mouth of Koyuk River, 170 m e of Nome, the nearest bank​ing point and 80 e of Council.  Golovin is its nearest p o.

KOYUKUK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 125. A p o and U S telegraph and signal station, settled in 1898, on the Yukon River near the mouth of the Koyu-kuk River, 270 m ne of Anvik, 530 w of Dawson, Y T, and 120 e of Nome, the nearest banking point. Contains two general stores, a government school for natives and a Catholic church. Deposits of gold are found in the vicinity.

KRUZEMAPA HOT SPRINGS. A mineral spring and re​sort on the Pilgrim River, a tributary of the Kuzitrin River, about 100 m n of Nome. The hot spring keeps the ground thawed for half a mile around, and almost every variety of vege​tables are grown here.

KUNEY. A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 12 m n of Anchorage, the nearest banking point and p o.

KUSLUIK.  See Fish River.

KUSSILOF. A settlement at the mouth of a river of the same name on Cook Inlet, 12 m s of Kenai, the nearest p o. Fishing and salmon canning are the only industries.

KUSTATAN. A native settlement on Cook Inlet, 38 m sw of Tyonok, and 30 nw of Kenai, the nearest p o. Oil and coal are found in the vicinity. At many points in the sandrock hills the oil oozes out and stands in pools or floats away to the ocean.

KUTLIK. A trading post and steamboat landing on Norton Sound, 6 m s of the mouth of the Yukon River, 65 m sw of St Michael, the nearest p o.

KUYIKANUIKPUL. A native village on the Yukon River, 15 m sw of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

KUZITRIN RIVER. A mining river flowing into Salt Lake, 90 m n of Nome and 20 e of Teller, nearest supply point and p o.

KVICHAK. A native settlement on Bristol Bay at the mount of Kvichak River, 60 m e Nushagak, the nearest p o.

KWEEGAMUT. A native village on Nunivak Island on the Bering Sea, 290 m sw of St Michael, the nearest p o.

KWIGUK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o on Norton Sound, sw of St Michael.

KYAK.   See Kayak.

LADD'S STATION. A trading post on Cook Inlet 5 m ne of Tyonok and 40 w of Anchorage, the nearest p o.

LAKE BAY. A disc p o and fishing settlement on the west shore of Prince of Wales Island, 40 m sw of Wrangell, the near​est banking and mail point.

LAKE CITY. On the Tolovana trail 53 m w of Olnes.

LAKE ROADHOUSE. On the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 56 m s of Fairbanks, nearest banking point, and 12 n of Richard​son, nearest p o.

LANDLOCK. A disc p o and mining settlement on Land-lock Bay, Prince William Sound, 12^ m se of Ellamar, nearest p o, 40 sw of Valdez, nearest banking point.

LANE'S LANDING.  Name changed to Shelton.

LATOUCHE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 505. A p o on an island of the same name in Prince William Sound, 80 m sw of Valdez and Cordova and 70 ne of Seward, the nearest banking point. There is a general store, hospital and school. Here is located the famous Beatson Copper Mine (Kennecott Copper Corporation), which produced over two million pounds of copper in one year. Mining is the prin​cipal industry.  Mail five times a month.

LEATHER VILLAGE. A settlement on the Innoko River, 10 m n of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

LIEBIGSTAG. A settlement on a river of the same name, 70 m n of Valdez, the nearest p o. This place is located in the Copper River Mining District and has gold and copper deposits in the vicinity.

LIGNITE. A station on The Alaska Railroad, 110 m sw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 50 s of Nenana, its nearest p o.

LINCOLN ROCK LIGHT STATION. On Lincoln Rock 20 m from Wrangell.

LINDBLOOM CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, flowing into the Snake River, 20 m ne of Nome, which is the nearest banking, shipping point and p o.

LITTLE CHENA ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on Little Chena River, 14 m e of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point and p o.

LITTLE CREEK. A mining camp and station on the Seward Peninsula Ry, 3% m n of Nome, its p o.

LITTLE DELTA. A telegraph station at the confluence of the Little Delta and Tanana Rivers, 60 m se of Fairbanks, nearest banking point.

LITTLE ELDORADO. A station on the Tanana Valley Railroad, 24 m n of Fairbanks, 6 s of Chatanika, nearest p o.

LIVENGOOD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 131. A p o and mining camp on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Tanana River. Fairbanks is the nearest banking point.

LIVENGOOD CREEK. One of the principal creeks in the Tolovana mining district.   Livengood is the p o.

LOCKONOK. A cannery settlement on Bristol Bay, 450 m by dog team in winter (1300 by boat in summer) sw of Seward, the nearest banking point. Nushagak is its nearest ship​ping point and p o.

LONG. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 600. A p o and mining town, settled in 1910, on the Yukon River, 30 m from Ruby, the nearest landing for shipping, 150 n of Iditarod nearest banking point. Local telephone connections. Washington-Alaska Military Cable & Telegraph System. Daily stage to Ruby.  Mail weekly

LONG ISLAND.   See Howkan.

LOOKOUT CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, near Nome, the banking, shipping point and p o.

LORDS HARBOR. A fishing station on Shelikof Strait, near Karluk, its nearest shipping point. Uyak is the nearest p o.

LORING. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 175. A p o on Revillagigedo Island and Nana Bay, settled in 1886. It is 22 m n of Ketchikan, its nearest banking and shipping point.

LOST RIVER. A mining camp on a river of the same name, about 30 m nw of Teller, its nearest p o.

LOUDON. A signal station and trading post on the Yukon River, half way between Koyukuk and Melozi.

LOWER TON SIN A. Located on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 15 m n of Chitina.

McCALLUM.  See Yost's.

McCARTHY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 127. A p o and village, first settled in 1912, on the Copper River & Northwestern Ry, 191 m ne of Cordova, the banking point. It is the shipping point for and has stage connections with the Chisina, Dan Creek and Nizina mining districts. A weekly newspaper is published.

McCARTYS. A roadhouse on the Chitina-Fairbanks sum​mer trail, 231 m n of Chitina and 90 m s of Fairbanks.

McDANIEL'S ROADHOUSE. Now called Woodlawn Roadhouse.

McDERMOT.  A siding on the C C & S R Ry, 11 m n of

Solomon. A supply station for the Solomon River Hydraulic Mining Co.

McDOUGAL. A trading point on the Yetna River, 36 m e of Susitna, the nearest p o. It is the trading point for the Cash Creek District.

McGRATH. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 90. A p o and trading post on the Kuskokwim River, 600 m se of St Michael, 100 (air line) s of Iditarod, the nearest bank​ing point.

McKINLEY. A p o and placer mining camp in the Fair​banks Mining District of Central Alaska.

McKINLEY PARK. (For names see Territorial Alphabet​ical List.) A p o on The Alaska Railroad near the Nenana Coal fields, 115 m s of Fairbanks, banking point.

MADISON CREEK ROADHOUSE. On Madison Creek near Dishkaket.

MARY'S IGLOO.   See Igloo.

MASTODON. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, first settled in 1894, 350 m nw of Dawson, Y T, the bank​ing point, and 60 sw of Circle. Deadwood and Miller House are the nearest postoffices.

MATANUSKA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 25. A p o on river of the same name, first settled in 1915, on The Alaska Railroad at Matanuska Junction, 37 m ne of Anchorage, the nearest banking point, and 146 n of Seward, also a banking point. It is the p o for the famous Mata​nuska coal fields, recently opened by the U S government. Has a Presbyterian church.

MATTHEWS. A settlement on the Koyokuk River, 260 m nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, 75 ne of Bettles and 10 sw of Nolan, its nearest p o.

MEEHAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining settlement on Discovery, Fairbanks Creek, 28 m by trail ne of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 14 ne of Gilmore, the nearest station on the Tanana Valley Rail​road, and reached by stage three times a week.

MEDFRA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o on the Kuskokwim River, near Mc-Grath.

MEIER'S ROADHOUSE. A madhouse on the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 186 m s of Fairbanks and 121 n of Chitina.

MELSING CREEK. A mining creek which enters the Niukluk River at Council. It is a good mining district and runs parallel with Ophir Creek, 1 m e. Council is the nearest p o.

MESHIK. A native settlement on Bristol Bay, 100 m ne of Sand Point, the nearest p o.

METLAKATLA. Pop 600. A p o and native village on Annette Island, first settled in 1887, 260 m se of Juneau, the capital, and 15 s of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point. Has school, Christian church, fruit canning plant, two salmon con-neries, saw mill and several general stores.

MICHAELOVSKY.  See St Michael.

MIDNIGHT. A disc p o on Knight Island, 100 m sw of Valdez, 25 n of Latouche, the nearest p o.

MIKE HESS. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name in the Tolovana mining district. Livengood is the near​est p o.

MILE 7. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o near Cordova.

MILES GLACIER. A flag station on the CR&NWRy, 49 m ne of Cordova, nearest p o and banking point.

MILLER CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 50 m sw of Circle.  Miller House is its p o.

MILLER CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, near Tofty, its p o.

MILLER HOUSE. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) Pop, summer 200, winter 100. A p o on Mammoth Creek, established for the benefit of miners of Independence, Mastodon and Miller Creeks, 50 m sw of Circle, its supply point, and 111 ne of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point. Weekly stage to Circle and to Fairbanks.

MILLER'S ROADHOUSE. A stage stop on the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 139 m s of Fairbanks and 169 n of Chitina.

MINTO ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse near Fairbanks, the banking point and p o.

MISSION CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name and its tributaries.   Eagle is the nearest p o.

MITKOF. A disc p o and abandoned fishing station, first settled in 1906, on an island of the same name, at the southern entrance of Wrangell Narrows, 150 m se of Juneau, 100 nw of Ketchikan, 28 w of Wrangell and 20 s of Petersburg, the nearest banking, shipping point and p o.

MIXTURY CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Nome, the banking point and p o.

MOIRA SOUND. A fishing settlement on a sound of the same name, 90 m sw of Juneau. Ketchikan is the nearest bank​ing point and p o.

MONTAUK. A steamboat landing on the Yukon River, 42 m nw of Eagle, the nearest p o.

MONTEVIDEO. A settlement 225 m se of Nome, the nearest banking point, and near Anvik, its p o.

MONUMENT POINT. A settlement on the Tanana River, 25 m below Chena.

MOONLIGHT SPRINGS. A mining settlement 4 m n of Nome, its p o, for which city the springs furnish an abundant supply of water.

MOORE CITY. A mining settlement on Gaines Creek, a tributary of the Innoko River, 60 m nw of Iditarod, the banking point, and 10 sw of Ophir, the nearest p o.

MOORE CREEK ROADHOUSE. Located on Moore Creek, 49 m e of Iditarod, the nearest banking point, and 20 sw of Ophir, its nearest p o, on the main trail to Seward.

MOOSE CREEK. A disc p o and station on The Alaska Railroad, 50 m n of Anchorage, its banking point, and 5 n of Palmer, the nearest p o.

MOOSE PASS. A roadhouse and station on The Alaska Railroad, 29^ m n of Seward, the nearest p o and banking point.

MOQUAWKIE. A disc p o and settlement, formerly called Beluga, on Cook Inlet at the mouth of the Beluga River, 40 m s of Susitna, nearest p o, and 250 nw of Seward, the nearest bank​ing point. MOUNT McKINLEY NATIONAL PARK. (Government Reserve.) 20 m from McKinley Park on The Alaska Railroad, the nearest p o and supply point.

MOUNTAIN VILLAGE. A native settlement on Yukon River in Western Alaska. A government school for natives is here.

MUIR GLACIER. On Glacier Bay. It is 240 feet in height and over 9000 feet long.

MUMTRAHAMUT. A native settlement on Goodwin's Bay, 125 m w of Nushagak. nearest p o.

MUNSON'S ROADHOUSE.   See Salchaket.

MURDER COVE. A whaling station at the south end of Admiralty Island, 90 m s of Juneau, the nearest banking and shipping point, and 15 s of Killisnoo.   Tyee is the p o name.

MYERS CHUCK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o in Southeastern Alaska, north of Ketchikan.

NAKLUKAYET. A native settlement and boat landing on the Yukon River, 20 m w of Tanana, the nearest p o.

NAKNEK. A disc p o and cannery station on Bristol Bay at the mouth of the Naknek River, 450 m by dog team in winter (1300 by boat in summer) sw of Seward, nearest banking point. Naknek is the shipping point for Koggiung, Lockonok, Ugaguk and Ugashik.   Nushagak, 50 m w, is the p o.

NANDELLS. A settlement 145 m sw of Eagle, the nearest p o.   The inhabitants are mostly natives.

NATAMUTE. A roadhouse and trading post on the trail near Iditarod, its banking point and p o.

NATCHEK. A settlement, also called Port Etches, on Hinchinbrook Island in Prince William Sound. 40 m sw of Orca and 27 sw of Cordova, the nearest banking point and p o. Has steamboat connection with all Alaskan points.

NATION. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 25. A mining village and p o, first settled in 1898, on the Yukon River, at the mouth of Fourth of July Creek, 150 m nw of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 52 nw of Eagle. Com​munication with the whole Yukon svstem weeklv.

WEAR ISLANDS. Comprising Agattu, Attu and Semich Islands, forming the most westerly of the Aleutian group in Southwestern Alaska.

NELSON. A disc p o in Southeastern Alaska, 15 m nw of Cordova, nearest p o and banking point.

NEW FORT HAMILTON. A steamboat landing and trading post on the Yukon River, 135 m se of Nome, the near​est banking point, and 95 sw of St Michael, its nearest p o.

NEWHALDATILDEN. A U S telegraph station on the Yukon River, 40 m n of Kaltag.

NIBLACK. A mining settlement, also known as Niblack Anchorage, 35 m w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point. Large lodes of gold and copper ore are found in the vicinity. Steamer communication with Ketchikan every Monday, Wednes​day and Friday.   Dolomi is the nearest p o.

NICKALA GULCH. A mining settlement on Nickala Creek, near Nome, the banking, shipping point and p o.

NIKHKAKA. A native settlement on the northern shore of Lake Clark, 40 m n of Iliamna, the nearest p o.

NIKOLSKL A native settlement on Umnak Island, 100 m sw of Unalaska, the nearest p o.

NINE MILE ROADHOUSE. Located on the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 9 m s of Fairbanks.

NINILCHIK. A farming and fishing settlement on Cook Inlet, 32 m s of Kenai and n of Seldovia, the p o, in care of which all mail should be addressed.

NIZINA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 100. A p o established in 1902, on Chititu Creek, 215 m ne of Cordova, the nearest banking point, 20 e of Kennecott, and 16 s of McCarthy, the shipping point. Placer mining is the prin​cipal industry.   Mail weekly.

NOHOOLCHINTA. A native fishing settlement on the Melozikakat River, 170 m n of Tanana. Bettles is the nearest p o.

NOHTALOHTON. A native village on the Yukon River, 225 miles ne of Anvik, 170 w of Tanana and 40 e of Nulato, the nearest p o.

NOLAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining town on the Koyukuk River, 85 m ne of Bettles and 270 nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point.

NOME. The metropolis of Seward Peninsula and North​western Alaska. Located at the mouth of Snake River on Bering Sea. It first came to the attention of the public generally in the summer of 1898, and during the next two years many thousands of people sought their fortunes there. It was not, however, until the fall of 1900 that a normal basis was reached and a well regu​lated government of affairs established. Nome is geographically so situated as to control the entire trade of Northeastern Siberia, Seward Peninsula and Northwestern Alaska, and is yearly in​creasing its trade relations with the lower Yukon Valley.

In the early rush days most of the mining was done on the beach and along the famous Anvil Creek, located about five miles distant. Since then the miner and prospector have extended their activities in all directions and have penetrated miles into the interior. At the present time mining is going on, in greater or less degree, in every part of the territory. Although mined for years beyond the usual life of placer countries, the enormous extent of gold bearing territory is far from being developed and new discoveries are constantly being made. The earlier and more primitive forms of mining have been largely supplanted by later forms and the hydraulic lift and mammoth gold dredge have taken the place of the sluice box and rocker. At the present time the country adjacent to Nome is largely given over to dredg​ing, thousands of acres of low grade alluvial deposits practically insuring the permanency of this industry and also that of the city.

Gold is not by any means the only resource of the section of which Nome is the commercial center. The tin mines of York and Tin City are shipping through this port, from what is con​ceded to be one of the largest tin deposits in the world, an annu​ally increasing tonnage of tin ore. There are also sheelite, anti​mony, lead, copper, silver and coal mines producing and shipping ore, which, with improved transportation facilities, should be​come large producers.

The fishing industry within the last few years has shown a remarkable growth, and with the building of the harbor, which is now assured, will become a business of unlimited possibilities, as the herring alone is conceded to be superior to the best Nor​way fish, while the cod and salmon caught in these northern waters are of supreme quality.

The vast tundras of Seward Peninsula, which are dotted with rapidly increasing herds of reindeer, promise to become an im​portant factor in solving the meat problem of the country; ship​ments of the meat are now regularly made from Nome and the industry gives promise of remarkable development.

Nome has a winter population of 1000, which is increased during the summer. It has a municipal organization and a good fire department; a waterworks system operating during the open season; the townsite is patented and the streets are planked and graded. The curriculum is comparable with the best in the schools of other sections of the United States and graduates are accredited to many of the large universities. Nome is the judi​cial seat of the Second Division of Alaska and is also the head​quarters of the postal service for Northern Alaska; has a govern​ment life-saving station, a customs house, a United States land office, and is the terminus of the government telegraph service, which includes wires, wireless and cable in completing tele​graphic communication with the United States; has an electric light plant and a telephone system, both local and long distance, and is in communication with all parts of the district. There are three churches, Catholic, Congregationalist and Federated; a Masonic lodge, Arctic Brotherhood, Eagles, Odd Fellows and Moose lodges. All of the organizations maintain finely furnished club rooms. Two daily and one weekly newspaper, two banks with deposits of nearly two million dollars, and an excellent hos​pital conducted by the Sisters of Charity; it has accommodations for fifty patients and is well equipped with the essentials of sur​gery, including an X-ray machine. There are three prominent hotels. Nearly one hundred business houses, representing all lines, cater to the needs of the community and carry large and complete stocks. The professions are also well represented. During the open season the mails arrive by every steamer; in winter by dog teams over 1800 miles of snow and ice. The winter service is weekly and letters arrive from the States inside of six weeks.

NORTON BAY STATION. A trading post and native settlement on a bay of the same name, 80 m e of Council, the nearest p o.

NOVIKAKAT. See Mouse Point.

NULATO. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 258. A p o and trading post formerly called Tlakeyit, settled in 1838, on the Yukon River, 200 m sw of Tanana, 252 ne of Anvik, 550 w of Dawson, Y T, 200 e of Nome and 150 n of Iditarod, the nearest banking point. It is a government tele​graph and signal station. Contains 3 general stores, roadhouse, a government public school for natives, and a Catholic church. Contains several salmon canneries and Greek Orthodox church. Gold has been found along the rivers and on the beach.   Boat with mail monthly from Seward.

OLIVE CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name in the Tolovana mining district, 60 m nw of Fair​banks, the nearest banking point. Livengood is its nearest postoffice.

OLNES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 300 (town and creeks), A p o and station on the Tanana Valley Railroad, situated 15 below Dome Creek, 25 m n of Fair​banks, the nearest banking point. Telephone connections and daily mail service.   Stage line to Tolovana 53 m w.

OOAILIK. A native settlement on Kululak Bay, 45 m (air line) w of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

OPHIR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining settlement, formerly called Ophir City, on the Innoko River, 48 m across by winter trail e of Dishkaket or 225 by river and 100 ne of Iditarod, the nearest banking point.

OPHIR CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Council, the p o. It is one of the richest mining streams on Seward Peninsula and is a tributary of the Niukluk River near Council. The Wild Goose Mining & Trading Co has extensive placer mines here and have connected it with Council by rail.  There are also many other rich claims on the creek.

ORCA. A disc p o, settled in 1895, on Prince William Sound, 500 m nw of Sitka and 13 n of Cordova, the banking point and nearest p o.

OVERLAND ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 258 m n of Chitina and 49 s of Fairbanks.

PALMER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o, formerly called Farmington, on The Alaska Railroad, 46 m n of Anchorage, the nearest banking point.

PARK.  A disc p o in Central Alaska.  Mail to Holy Cross.

PASTOLIK. A native settlement on Pastol Bay, 58 m sw of St Michael, the nearest p o.

PAXSON. A disc p o and stage station, U S Telegraph and Signal Corps Station on the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 170 m s of Fairbanks, 136 n of Chitina, 57 n of Gulkana, the nearest p o. Considerable prospecting is being done in the mountains nearby, with excellent results.

PAXSON'S ROADHOUSE. Name changed to Paxson, which see.

PEALOCK CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, near Nome, the banking and shipping point and p o.

PEDRO CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of Goldstream, 4 m ne of Gilmore, 7 ne of Fox, the p o and supply point, and 20 n of Fairbanks, banking point.

PEDRO ROADHOUSE. Situated on 9 below Pedro Creek, and 14 m n of Fairbanks, banking point.  Fox is nearest p o.

PERRY CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, near Nome, nearest p o, banking and shipping point.

PERSEVERANCE. A mining camp 4*4 m from Juneau, banking point, and 3 from Thane, nearest p o.

PETERSBURG. Pop 879. A p o and town first settled in 1898, on MitkorT Island and Wrangell Narrows, 105 miles se of Juneau, and 95 nw of Ketchikan. Mail and passenger steamers from Seattle every three or four days in summer and once a week in winter. Has a bank, 7 general stores, canneries, saw mill, machine shops, and ship ways, meat markets, hotels, res​taurants, a bakery, a drug store, two physicians, a dentist, a well equipped hospital, etc. A weekly newspaper, The Petersburg Weekly Report. Great quantities of fresh, salted and mild cured salmon are exported. Petersburg is the gateway to the halibut fishing banks north and south and is the headquarters for a large fleet of herring and halibut fishermen. Has a public school. Express, Am Ry. U S Signal Corps and Wireless Station con​nects with wireless and cable at Wrangell. Mail and passenger boat leaves weekly for Kake, Tyee, Baronoff, Red Bluff Bay, Port Walter, Port Armstrong, Port Conclusion, Pillar Bay, Washington Bay, Saginaw Bay.

PHILLIPS. A disc p o near Strelna, its p o and shipping point on the Copper River & Northwestern Ry, 150 m n of Cordova, its nearest banking point.

PICKARTS LANDING. Also known as Koyukuk. A landing on the Yukon River, 190 m ne of Anvik, 15 ne of Nulato, the nearest p o.

PILEDRIVER ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse, formerly known as the Thirty Mile Roadhouse, on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail where it crosses Piledriver Slough, 279 m n of Chitina and 28 s of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point and p o.

PILLAR BAY. A fishing settlement on Kuiu Island, 160 m s of Juneau and nw of Ketchikan, 120 w of Wrangell, the supply point, and 97 w of Petersburg, the nearest banking point.

PINMOOT. A fur trading station on the Yukon River, 45 m above Russian Mission and 25 n of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

PIONEER. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Eureka.

PIRATE COVE. A disc p o, fishing and trading station, settled in 1879, on Popof Island, near Karovinski Strait on the Alaska Peninsula, 825 m sw of Seward, the nearest banking point, 25 ne of Unga and 8 se of Sand Point, the p o and shipping point. Has electric lights, water piped to the wharves and car​ries on an extensive trading in furs and fish.

PLEASANT CAMP. A station on the trail over the Chil-koot mountains, 35 m n of Skagway.  Haines is its nearest p o.

POINT ASTLEY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o in Southeastern Alaska, south of Juneau.

POINT BARROW. Is in the extreme n part of Alaska, 420 m ne of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 12 n of Bar​row (Cape Scythe), its nearest p o.

POINT BLOSSOM. Called also Cape Blossom, ne entrance into Kotzebue Sound from the Arctic Ocean. Kotzebue is the p o.

POINT ELLIS. Pop 250 (natives, orientals and whites). A fishing station and disc p o, first settled in 1902, near the head of Pillar Bay on Kuiu Island, 160 m s of Juneau and nw of Ketchikan, 120 w of Wrangell, the commercial center, and 97 w of Petersburg, the nearest banking point. Salmon fishing is the principal industry.

POINT HOPE. Pop 250 natives. A settlement on the Arctic Ocean, 350 m (260 air line) n of Nome, the nearest bank​ing point, and 150 nw of Kotzebue. An Episcopal mission is located here, as is also a trading post and whaling station. Tigara is the p o name.

POINT SPENCER. A settlement on Port Clarence, 70 m (air line), 110 by water, nw of Nome, banking point, and 20 nw of Teller, p o.   Gold is found along the beach.

POINT WARDE. A fishing settlement situated on Wran​gell Island, 120 m se of Juneau. Wrangell is the p o and bank​ing point.

POKERCREEK. A mining district 45 m ne of St Michael. Unalakeet is the nearest p o.

POORMAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining settlement on a creek of the same name, set​tled in 1912, 55 m s of Ruby, shipping point, and 120 n of Idita​rod, banking point.

POPLAR GROVE. A roadhouse on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 88 m n of Chitina and 219 s of Fairbanks.

PORCUPINE. A mining settlement and disc p o on Kea-heena Creek, 122 m nw of Juneau, 60 w of Skagway, nearest banking point, and 40 nw of Haines, nearest p o.

PORT ARMSTRONG.  A disc p o in Southeastern Alaska.

PORT CHESTER. A steamboat landing on Annette Island. Metlakatla is the nearest p o.

PORT CLARENCE. A mining settlement on an arm of the Bering Sea of the same name, 110 m nw of Nome and 20 nw of Teller, the nearest p o. Placer, quartz and tin mining is car​ried on.

PORT CONCLUSION. A mild cure station, 110 m w of Petersburg, its banking, shipping point and nearest p o.

PORT ETCHES.  See Natchek.

PORT GRAHAM. Pop 47. A cannery settlement on Eng​lish Bay, Cook Inlet, about 160 m sw of Seward and 15 s of Sel-dovia, the trading point and p o.

PORT GRAVINA. A steamboat landing on an island of the same name, 3 m w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point and p o.

PORT HEIDEN. A disc p o in Southern Alaska, 60 m s of Seward, nearest banking point.   Chignik is the nearest p o.

PORT JOHNSON.  See Dolomi.

PORT SAFETY. A U S wireless station and disc p o on Bering Sea, 25 m e of Nome, the banking point and p o.

PORT WALTER. A cannery settlement, 105 m w of Peters​burg, its nearest banking, shipping point and p o.

PORT WELLS. The northwest arm of Prince William Sound.   Valdez is the p o.

PORTLAND CITY. A settlement on Portland Canal at the mouth of Salmon River, 50 m se of Ketchikan, nearest bank​ing point and p o.

PORTLOCK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on the southern end of Kenai Peninsula, 100 m sw of Seward, banking point.

POTTER. A construction camp on The Alaska Railroad, near Anchorage, which is its p o.

PRIBILOFF ISLANDS. A group of islands located in the Bering Sea, 200 m nw of Unalaska, the nearest p o. The most important of the group are St George and St Paul, where the fur seals congregate during the months of June and July. These islands are inhabited by 300 natives, whose sole occupation is the killing and skinning of seals and the salting and packing of their pelts. No one but natives are allowed to do the killing. The islands are entirely under control of the U S Bureau of Fisheries, which takes care of native population. Steamer communication by government vessels, or vessels chartered by the government to carry supplies to the islands and furs from the islands to the department headquarters in Seattle. No persons are allowed on the islands except by permission from the U S Bureau of Fisher​ies in Washington, D C.

PTARMIGAN DROP. A station on Valdez-Fairbanks win​ter trail, 33 m n of Valdez, the nearest banking point.

PYMUTE. A mining settlement in the Iditarod district, 375 m sw of Fairbanks. Iditarod is the nearest banking point and p o.

PYRAMID HARBOR. A boat landing on Lynn Canal, 80 m nw of Juneau and 5 sw of Haines, the nearest p o.

QUADRA BAY. A fishing settlement 40 m s of Ketchikan, Its nearest banking point and p o.

QUARRY/ A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 10 m n of Skagway, the nearest banking point and p o.

. QUART CREEK. A station on the Council City & Solo​mon River Ry, 40 m e of Nome, its banking point, and 7^2 n of Solomon, its p o.

QUINCHAHA. A native settlement on Kuskokwim River, on the mail route from Nushagak to Holy Cross, 150 m nw of the former.   Quinhagak is the nearest p o.

QUINHAGAK. (For names see Tentorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 200. A p o and native village settled in 1898, on Kuskokwim Bay, 60 m n of Good News Bay, 120 sw of Bethel, 250 nw of Nushagak, 450 se of Nome and 300 sw of Iditarod, the nearest banking point. A government school for natives and a Moravian church and mission are located here. Mail monthly from Bethel.

RAMPART. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 121. A p o and trading post, also known as Manook City, first settled in 1896, located on the left bank of the Yukon River, 630 m nw of Dawson, Y T, and 150 nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point. It is the supply station for Big Manook mining district, also the Eureka mining district across the divide 28 m from Rampart. Has many very valuable producing mines. Ex​ports furs and gold. Am Ry Exp. Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph System. Mail steamers from all river points land here.

RAPIDS THE. A roadhouse on the Fairbanks-Chitina trail, 125 m s of Fairbanks.

RAT ISLAND. One of the western Aleutian group of the same name.

RAT ISLANDS. A westerly group comprising Amchitka, Buidir, Kiska, Rat and Semisopochnoi Islands of the Aleutian peninsula.

RAYMOND. A wood camp and steamboat landing on the Yukon River, 26 m above Circle, the nearest p o.

RED SHIRT. A landing on the Koyukuk River, 45 m (air line) n of Koyukuk.

REILLY. A mining settlement on Dahl and Shungnak creeks, tributaries of the Kobuk River, 215 m e of Kotzebue, its shipping point, and 350 ne of Nome.  Shungnak is the p o.

REVILLA. A disc p o on Revillagigedo Island, 5 m ne of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point and p o.

REYNOLDS. Pop 200. A mining settlement on Latouche Island, 60 m sw of Valdez and 40 e of Seward, its nearest banking point. Has a general store, hospital and hotel. Latouche is its p o.

RICHARDSON. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 300. A town and p o on the Chitina-Fairbanks sum​mer trail and the Tanana River, 252 m n of Chitina and 69 se of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 50 w of Goodpaster. It is the distributing point for Tenderfoot, Banner, McCarthy, Healy River, Upper Chena, Bush and Redmond Creek mining districts. Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph System.  Mail stage from Washburn weekly in winter.

RIDGETOP. A station on the Tanana Valley Railroad, in the Tanana mining district.

RIGHT.   Also called Wiseman.   Nolan is the p o name.

ROCK CREEK. A station on the Council City & Solomon River Ry, 4 m n of Solomon, the p o.

ROCKY POINT.  Name changed to Denver, which see.

RODMAN. A disc p o on Peril Strait and Rodman Bay, 150 m sw of Juneau^ nearest banking point.

ROMAKERS. A wood yard and landing on the Yukon River, 25 m n of Circle, the nearest p o.

ROOSEVELT. A disc p o and station on The Alaska Rail​road, on Kenai Lake, 23^2 m n of Seward, nearest banking point and p o.

ROSE INLET. On Dell Island w of Prince of Wales Island, 100 m sw of Ketchikan, the banking point. Hydaburg is its near​est p o.

RUBY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 128. A town and p o on the Yukon River, 120 m below Tanana. A stampede was made to this place in May, 1911, since which time gold has been discovered along Long Creek, a tributary of the Yukon, about 30 m back from Ruby City, and also on Fox, Bear and Fourth of July creeks, tributaries of Long Creek, and on Big Dome Creek, which heads from the same dome as Long Creek. The pay is in shallow ground, bed rock being about 15 or 18 feet down, in thawed ground. Supplies are landed from the river boats at Ruby and freighted 30 m overland to the creeks. Has Catholic and Presbyterian churches, public school, general stores.  Am Ry Exp.  Ruby Telephone Co.

RUSSIAN MISSION. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A p o and the principal station of the Greek church in the western part of Alaska, located on the Yukon River, 100 m sw of Iditarod, its nearest banking point.

ST GEORGE ISLAND.  See Pribilof Islands.

ST JAMES. A mission on the Yukon River, 200 m nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, and 17 w of Tanana, the nearest p o.

ST JOSEPH. A trading post on the Yukon River, 100 m nw of Kaltag, 600 e of Nome and 150 n of Iditarod, its nearest banking point.  Nulato is the nearest p o.

ST LAWRENCE ISLAND. Pop 300 natives. An island in Bering Sea, 50 m se of the Siberian coast, 150 sw of Cape Prince of Wales and 160 sw of Nome, the nearest banking point and p o. There is a Presbyterian mission on the n end of the island and a school.  Some whale and cod are found.

ST MICHAEL. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 371. A military post, wireless station and army tele​graph and cable office and wintering and transfer port for the various transportation and trading companies on the Yukon River. It is situated on an island of the same name, 124 m se of Nome and 85 ne of the mouth of the Yukon. Was first set​tled by the Russians in 1835 and named Michaelovsky. The Greek and Catholic churches both maintain active missions here, with native schools in connection. All Nome steamers touch here on their way south. The winter mail is transported by dog teams from Fairbanks.

ST PAUL. A village on Kadiak Island, originally the Rus​sian capital of Alaska, now known as Kodiak, which see.

ST PAUL ISLAND. See Pribilof Islands.

ST TIMOTHY'S. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.)   A recently established p o near Dempsey.

SAFETY.   See Port Safety.

SALCHA. A United States Military Cable and Telegraph station located at Salchaket.

SALCHAKET. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 50. A p o, trading post and stage station, first set​tled in 1904, on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail at the mouth of the Salcha River, 40 m s of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point. St Luke's Indian Mission is located here.

SANAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on an island of the same name off the Alaska Peninsula, 600 m sw of Seward, the nearest banking point, 150 ne of Unalaska and 100 sw of Unga. Has a Greek Catholic church. Mail, semi​monthly.

SAND POINT. Pop 60. A p o and trading post, also called Humboldt Harbor, first settled in 1878, on Popof Island in the Alaska Peninsula, 1200 m w of Juneau and 350 m sw of Seward, the nearest banking point. It is the center of the principal cod​fish banks, and quartz and placer mining is also carried on in the vicinity. Cattle and blue fox raising are also profitable in​dustries. Mail steamers from Seward and intermediate coast points once a month.

SANITARIUM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Baranoff Island, 15 m s of Sitka. The Russians maintained a hospital here in 1841; now the location of the famous Sitka Hot Springs.

SANTA ANNA. A fishing settlement 40 m se of Wrangell, the nearest banking point and p o.

SATURDAY CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Nome, the banking, shipping point and p o.

SAXMAN. A disc p o 95 m se of Wrangell and 15 sw of Ketchikan, now the nearest p o.

SCOW BAY. A settlement 4 m s of Petersburg, its nearest banking, shipping point and p o.

SEALEVEL. A mining camp, settled in 1897, on Revilla-gigedo Island, near the head of Thorne Arm. It is 260 m se of Juneau and 24 w of Ketchikan, its nearest banking point, steam​boat landing and p o. Gokatchen Creek furnishes power to oper​ate stamp mills and concentrators. The gold found in the vicin​ity is mostly of free milling variety.

SELDOVIA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 300. A p o and village, first settled in 1880, on Kachekmak Bay, an arm of Cook Inlet, 740 m sw of Juneau and 140 sw of Seward, the banking point. Mail steamers plying between Cook Inlet, Juneau and Seattle stop here weekly. The principal indus​try is fishing, although coal of high grade is being mined in the vicinity.

SEMIAHMOO. A settlement on Unalaska Island. Una​laska is the nearest p o.

SEMICH ISLAND. One of the Near Islands, comprising the most westerly of the Aleutian group in Southwestern Alaska.

SEMISOPOCHNOI ISLAND. One of the Rat Islands of the western Aleutian group.

SENATI CAMP. A landing on the Yukon River, 20 m w of Fort Yukon, the nearest p o.

SEVENTY-MILE. A mining district on a river of the same name which empties into the Yukon at Star. Eagle, 15 m s, is the boat landing, supply point and p o.

SEVOOKOK.  Native name of Gambell, which see.

City of Seward

SEWARD. "The Gateway to Alaska/' Pop 1200. An incorporated city situated at the head of Resurrection Bay, one of the most perfect and deep all year round harbors on the Pacific Coast, with facilities for handling the largest of vessels. It is the tidewater terminal of The Alaska Railroad. It is 735 miles west of Juneau and 1604 miles northwest of Seattle via the inside steamer route.

In addition to being the gateway to interior Alaska, through which all the commerce over the railroad must pass. Seward is the distributing point for all freight and supplies going into Western Alaska, consisting of the Alaska Peninsula  and the
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Aleutian Islands. It is also the outfitting point for big game hunters and sportsmen going into the big game country of Kenai Peninsula and Kadiak Island, the home of the Kodiak bear and Kenai moose; at this point guides and all necessary supplies can be obtained.

Lying back of Seward and tributary is the whole of the great Kenai Peninsula, rich in natural resources. There are many quartz and placer properties in operation in this region. The Peninsula has great forests of timber for lumber and paper pulp purposes. In other parts of the Peninsula there are thou​sands of acres of agricultural and grazing lands.

Seward has a daily paper. The Seward Gateway, electric light and water system, telephone service, bank, department store. Standard Oil Co distribution station, salmon cannery, cold

storage plant, two saw mills, two machine shops and garages, and all lines of retail business are represented, with two excellent hotels and a number of smaller ones.

It has one of the most beautiful natural locations in the world and has a very temperate climate, ranging from 60 to 90 degrees above zero in summer, never dropping lower than 7 degrees below in the winter, with an annual precipitation of 45 inches.

SHAKAN. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o, first settled in 1884, located on the west coast at the upper end of Prince of Whales Island on Sumner Straits, 70 m w of Wrangell, the nearest banking point, and 120 ne of Ketchikan, also a banking point. Principal industries are fishing, canning, lumber manufacturing and mining.

SHAKTOLIK. Pop 75. A native settlement at the mouth of Bonanza Creek on Norton Sound, 150 m e of Nome, the nearest banking point and 35 n of Unalakleet, the nearest p o.

SHAMAN VILLAGE. A native village on the Yukon River, 60 m ne of Rampart, the nearest p o.

SHEEP CREEK. A wood camp and steamer landing on the Yukon River, near the mouth of Sheep Creek, 30 m n of Eagle, nearest p o.

SHEEP CREEK.   Name changed to Thane, which see.

SHELTON. A disc p o and distributing point for camp supplies, first settled in 1900, at the head of navigation on the Kuzitrin River and the northern terminus of the Seward Pen​insula Railway, 10 m s of Dahl and 90 n of Nome, the nearest banking point and p o.

SHIP CREEK. A settlement at the mouth of Ship Creek near Cook Inlet.   P O name is Anchorage, which see for names.

SHISMAREFF. A disc p o and boat landing on ShismarefT Inlet, 240 m n of Nome, banking point, 155 n of Teller, nearest supply point, and 85 nw of Taylor, nearest p o.

SHOPS. A station on W P & Y Route, 2 m n of Skagway, p o and banking point.

SHOVEL CREEK. A mining settlement and station on the Council City & Solomon River R R, 40 m e of Nome, near​est banking point, and 6 n of Solomon, nearest p o.

SHUMAN'S MILL. A landing on the Yukon River, 65 m ne of Rampart, the nearest p o.

SHUNGNAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 95. A p o and native village, also known as Long Beach, settled in 1898, on the Kobuk River, 350 m (air line) ne of Nome, banking point, 250 e of Kotzebue, supply point, 40 n of the Arctic Circle. Protestant Episcopal Church and Friends Mission.   Mining, fishing and furs are the principal industries.

SHUSHANA.   See Chisana.

SHUSHANNA JUNCTION. P O name is McCarthy, which see for full information.

SIMPSON'S ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 60 m n of Chitina, and 247 s of Fairbanks.

SINROCK REINDEER STATION. Located at the mouth of the Sinrock River, which flows into Bering Strait, 35 m nw of Nome, the nearest banking point and p o.

SINUK. A M E missionary station, with rural delivery mail service at the mouth of the Sinuk River, 26 m nw of Nome. A large government Reindeer Reservation and native school is maintained here.

SITKA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 1175. An incorporated town of the second class on the w side of Baranofr Island, 980 m nw of Seattle, Wn, and 200 m sw of Juneau, the nearest banking point. Settled by Russians in 1802, and called New Archangel. Historically it is the most interesting town in Alaska, and naturally the most picturesque. Has the finest harbor on the Alaskan coast and a very mild climate. The coldest on record is 6 below zero. Has saw mill, canneries, 2 hotels, Episcopal, Presbyterian, Russian Orthodox and Roman Catholic churches. A monthly newspaper, The Verstovian, is published. Has many buildings of interest to travelers, notably the Russian church, over 50 years of age, which contains many costly and ancient paintings and much treasure, and the Sheldon Jackson museum, which contains a very in​teresting collection of Alaskan curios.

Steamers connect with all Alaskan and Puget Sound points. U S wireless station. Mail 3 times a week during summer and once a week in winter.

SITKA HOT SPRINGS. See Sanitarium.

SITOH BAY. A fishing settlement and cannery on Chat​ham Strait, 5 m w of Killisnoo, the nearest p o.

SIXTEEN MILE HOUSE. A disc roadhouse on Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 16 m s of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point and p o.

SKAGWAY. Gateway of the Yukon. Population estimated 500. Is located in the southeastern part of Alaska on a level tract of land at the head of Lynn Canal, and at the mouth of the Skagway River. It is completely surrounded by mountains running from 1,000 to 8,000 feet high, which form a most beau​tiful and picturesque setting for the town.

This is the terminal for the inside route of the Alaska Steam​ship Co., Admiral Line, Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk steamers, and it is also the southern terminus of the White Pass and Yukon Railway transportation system for the Yukon Terri-torv. and river transportation on the upper Yukon and Stewart Rivers.

Skagway is one of the most interesting cities in Alaska for the tourist, both on account of the scenery and the historical associations. It was the original point of departure for the Chil-koot and White Pass at the time of the Klondike rush.

SKOWL ARM. A salmon cannery located on Kasaan Bay, 27 m nw of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point and p o. Mail weekly from Ketchikan.

SMALLWOOD CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Little Chena River, 15 m ne of Fairbanks, the p o, banking and supply point.

SNETTISHAM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 30. A village p o settled in 1896, on Stephens Pas​sage, 30 m se of Juneau, its nearest banking point, from which place it receives mail weekly by steamer. Contains a quartz mill.   Mining is the principal industry.

SNOW GULCH. A mining settlement and suburb of Nome.

SNOWSHOE ROADHOUSE. On the Olnes-Tolovana trail, 13 m nw of Olnes.

SOLOMON. (For names see Territorial Alphebetical List.) Pop 300. A p o and shipping point settled in 1899, on Bering Sea at the mouth of Solomon River, 40 m e of Nome, the near​est banking point. It is the coast terminus of the Council City & Solomon River Ry, and a supply point for the Solomon River and Casa de Paga mining district. Has telephone connections with outside points.

SOUR DOUGH. A roadhouse and stage station on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 98 m n of Chitina, 209 s of Fairbanks, 150 n of Valdez, the banking point, and 22 n of Gulkana, the near​est p o.

SOUTHEAST FIVE FINGER ISLAND. See Cape Fan-shaw.

SPECIMEN GULCH. A mining settlement on Specimen Creek, near Nome, nearest p o and banking point.

SPEEL RIVER (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.)   A p o 30 m se of Juneau, nearest banking point.

SPENCER GLACIER. A flag station on the Placer River, near a glacier of the same name on The Alaska Railroad, 53 m n of Seward, nearest banking point, and 19 s of Hope, nearest p o.

SPRUCE CREEK. A disc stage station on a creek of the same name on the Chitina-Fairbanks winter trail, 237 m n of Chitina and 70 s of Fairbanks.

SPRUCE CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, near Ruby, its p o.

STAR CITY.   See Starr.

STARIKVIPAK. A native village on the Yukon River, 90 m sw of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

STARR. A disc p o also known as Star City, on the Yukon River, at the mouth of Seventy Mile River, 135 m nw of Dawson Y T, nearest banking point, and 10 n of Eagle, nearest p o.

STEEL CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining settlement, first settled in 1897, on the Forty Mile River, 90 m nw of Dawson, the nearest banking point, 55 e of Eagle, and 4 ne of Jack Wade. Mail 3 times a month from Eagle.

STEPHENS VILLAGE. Pop 115. A native village on the Yukon River, 90 m (425 by water) nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point, 60 ne of Rampart, the nearest p o. Has an Episcopal mission and a government school for natives.

STRELNA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o for the Copper Mountain mining district and station on the Copper River & North Western Ry, 150 m n of Cordova, the nearest banking point.

STUYAHOK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o in western Alaska, about 125 m s of St. Michael.

SULLIVAN CITY. A mining camp in the Port Clarence district, about 11 m se of Teller, its nearest p o.

SULLIVANS ROADHOUSE. A stage station on the Chitina-Fairbanks winter trail, 226 m n of Chitina and 81 s of Fairbanks.

SULPHUR SPRINGS. A settlement on Bell Island, 42 m from Ketchikan.

SULZER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 50. A town and p o on Prince of Wales Island, first settled in 1898, at head of Hetta Inlet, '45 m w of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point. Sulzer is port of entry for Southeastern Alaska. LT S Customs House located here. Copper mining is the principal industry.  Mail boats semi-weekly to Ketchikan.

SUMDUM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Endicott Arm of Stephens Passage, 60 m se of Juneau, its banking point, from which point it receives its mail once a week.

SUMMIT. A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 12 m n of Seward, the nearest banking point and p o.

SUMMIT. A mining settlement at head of Dexter Creek, and station on Seward Peninsula Ry, 8 m ne of Nome, its p o.

SUMMIT ROADHOUSE. Situated on the divide between Cleary and Pedro Creeks, 21 m ne of Fairbanks, the banking and supply point and nearest p o.

SUMMIT ROADHOUSE. Located 20 m nw of Ophir, its p o.

SUNNY BAY. A fishing settlement on a bav of the same name, near Juneau, banking point and p o.

SUNNY POINT.  See Chomley.

SUNRISE. Pop 100. A disc p o and village, first settled in 1895, on Turnagain Arm of Cook Inlet at the mouth of Six Mile River, 40 m se of Anchorage, the nearest banking point, 3 across the water from The Alaska Railroad. Mining is the principal industry.   Mail to Hope.

SUNRISE STATION. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A station on the U S Military Road to Sunrise, at Trail Lake, near the mouth of Johnson Creek, and on The Alaska Railroad, 34 m n of Seward, the nearest p o.

SUSITNA. Pop 75. A p o and native village, settled in 1885, on the Susitna River, 20 m from its mouth on Cook Inlet, 30 ne of Moquawkie, 30 nw of Knik, 200 nw of Seward and 65 nw of Anchorage, nearest banking and shipping point. It is 15 m from The Alaska Railroad. Has a Russian Greek Catholic church and government school for natives.

SWITCHBACK. A flag station on the W^hite Pass & Yukon Route, 19 m n of Skagway, the nearest banking point and p o.

TACOMA ROADHOUSE. Located on the Valdez-Fair-banks trail, 55 m n of Valdez.   Chitina is the nearest p o.

TAHNOKALONY. A native village on the Yukon River, 120 m sw of Tanana and 35 sw of Kokrines, the nearest p o.

TAIYA.  See Dyea. TAKOTNA.  See Tokotna.

TAKU HARBOR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on a harbor of the same name on Stephens Pas​sage, 12 m se of Juneau, the capital and nearest banking point.

TAKU VILLAGE. A native settlement on Stephens Pas​sage, 12 m se of Juneau, the capital and nearest banking point. Taku Harbor is the p o.

TALKEETNA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and station on The Alaska Railroad, 110 m (by water) n of x\nchorage, banking point.

TANAKOT. A native village on the Yukon River, 120 m sw of Tanana, and 30 sw of Kokrines, the nearest p o.

TANANA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 350. An important p o and trading station (incorporated Dec, 1912), formerly called Weare, on the right limit of the Yukon River near the mouth of the Tanana, 700 m nw of Dawson Y T, 200 nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking point. Episcopal and Catholic missions are located here. Fort Gibbon, the U S Military Post, adjoins the town on the west. There is usually stationed here a battalion of infantry and a couple of companies of the U S Signal Corps. It is the detail headquarters and dis​tributing point for the Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph System (wireless and cable) for Central Alaska.

TARAL. An Indian village on the Copper River, 64 miles ne of Valdez, the nearest banking point, and 6 sw of Chitina, the nearest p o.

TATALINA. A roadhouse on the Olnes-Tolovana trail, 20 m s of Brooks.

TAYLOR. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o, supply point and mining camp, first settled in 1900, near the head waters of the Kougarok River, 43 m n of Shelton, the shipping point on the Seward Peninsula Ry, and 125 n of Nome, the nearest banking point. Supplies are shipped by boat to Teller, thence by lighter to Davidson Landing and by team 40 m overland to Taylor.

TAZLINA. A roadhouse on Chitina-Fairbanks winter trail, 58 m n of Chitina and 248 s of Fairbanks. Copper Center is the nearest p o.

TEE HARBOR. A fishing settlement near Juneau, the banking point and p o.   A large salmon cannery is locted here.

TEIKHELL CITY. On the Ail-American trail between Valdez and Fairbanks, 51 m n of Valdez, the nearest banking point and p o. Ranching and mining, both placer and quartz, are actively engaged in nearby. Long distance telephone con​nection. Washington-x\laska Military Cable and Telegraph System.

TELIDA. A native village on Tatlathna River, near Lake Telida, 180 m nw of Iditarod, banking point, 80 nw of McGrath, nearest p o.

TELLER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 80. Located on the right bank of Port Clarence Bay at the entrance of Grantley Harbor, about 80 m nw of Nome, the near​est banking point. It was settled in 1900 and is the supply point for the Graphite, Gold Run and Kougarok mining districts, also the tin regions on Cape Prince of Wales. It has a general store. There is a U S commissioner and a U S deputy marshal located here, also a U S jail. The government reindeer station and a Lutheran mission are located 6 m n. The Sunset Ditch, 27 m long and operating Sunset Creek, is opposite the town. Mail by boats.

TENAKEE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 174. A p o and resort, also known as Hoonah Hot Springs, first settled in 1898, on Tenakee Inlet, 70 m se of Juneau, bank​ing point.   A salmon cannery is located here.

TETLING. A native settlement on a river of the same name, at its confluence with the Tanana River, 125 m sw of Eagle and 65 sw of Chicken, the nearest p o.

THANE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 421. A mining camp and p o, formerly known as Sheep Creek, established in 1914, situated on Gastineau Channel, A1/* m se of Juneau, the nearest banking point. Juneau Telephone Co.  Express, Am Ry.  Hourly stage and daily mail from Juneau.

THANKSGIVING CREEK. A mining settlement near Rampart, its p o.

THETIS COAL MINE. On Cape Lisburne, the Arctic Ocean, 300 m (air line) n of Nome, the nearest banking point, and 30 n of Tigara, the nearest p o.

THIRTY MILE ROADHOUSE. See Piledriver Road-house.

THOMPSON'S LANDING. Pop 60. A steamboat land​ing and trading post on the Yukon River, 600 m e of Nome, 150 n of Iditarod, 100 ne of Kaltag, and 12 ne of St. Joseph. Iditarod is the nearest banking point and Nulato its nearest p o.

THORN ARM.   See Sealevel.

TIGARA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 141 natives. A p o on the Arctic Ocean, also known as Point Hope, 350 m (260 air line) n of Nome, the nearest bank​ing point, and 150 (air line) nw of Kotzebue. An Episcopal mission is located here as is also a trading post and whaling station.

TIKCHIK. A native village on a lake of the same name, 100 m nw of Nushagak, the nearest shipping point and p o.

TIN CITY. A mining settlement and disc p o on Cape Prince of Wales, 140 m nw of Nome, the banking point, and 8 se of Wales, the nearest p o. Tin mining is the principal in​dustry.

TLAKEYIT.  P o name is now Nulato, which see.

TLATEKAMAT. A native village on the Yukon River, 80 m sw of Holy Cross, the nearest p o.

TOFTY. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 300. A p o and mining settlement, first settled in 1914, on Woodchopper Creek, in the Hot Springs mining district, 15 m from Hot Springs, the nearest shipping point, and 120 from Fairbanks, the banking point. Principal creeks are Cache, Woodchopper, American, Big and Little Boulder, all of which have Tofty for the p o. Telephone connections with Hot Springs. River boats to Tanana and Fairbanks.

TOGIAGAMUT. A native settlement on Togiak Bay, on the mail route from Nushagak to Holy Cross, 70 miles w of the former, its nearest shipping point and p o.

TOGIAK. A native settlement on bay of the same name and on the mail route from Nushagak to Holy Cross, 65 m w of the former, its nearest shipping point and p o.

TOKEEN. Pop 62. A p o first settled in 1909, on the west Coast of Prince of Wales Island, 110 m sw of Wrangell, the ship​ping point, and 120 nw of Ketchikan, the nearest banking point. Marble quarrying is the principal industry. Mail weekly by boat from Wrangell.

TOKOTNA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and settlement on a river of the same name, a tributary of the Kuskokwim River, 80 m w of Iditarod, the nearest banking point, and near McGrath.

TOLOVANA. Pop 750 (summer). One of the largest and most important mining districts in central Alaska (discovered 1914), near the head waters of the Tolovana River, 75 m nw of Fairbanks, the nearest banking and supply point. Reached by trail from Fairbanks via Olnes, a distance of 55 m, and by boats up the Tolovana River during the summer. The principal creeks are Livengood, Mike Hess and Olive. Livengood is the princi​pal town which contains a number of hotels, general stores and all branches of business are conducted. A wireless station is located here.   Livengood is the p o.

TOLOVANA. A trading post and steamboat landing on the Yukon River at the mouth of the Tolovana River.

TONGASS VILLAGE.   See Fort Tongass.

TONKA. A disc p o, first settled in 1901, on Wrangell Nar​rows, 140 m e of Sitka, 35 nw of Wrangell. Petersburg is its near​est banking point and p o.

TONSINA. A disc p o and telegraph station on a river of the same name on the Valdez-Fairbanks trail, 80 m ne of Valdez. It is an important distributing point for Kotsina and other cop​per mines in this district. Chitina is the p o. Washington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph System.

TOPKUK.   See Bluff.

TOYONAK. A settlement on Cook Inlet, 30 m sw of Tyo-nok, 74 sw of Susitna, the nearest p o. Oil and coal deposits are found.

TRAIL LAKE. A flag station on a lake of the same name and on The Alaska Railroad, 25 m n of Seward, the banking point and p o.

TRAMWAY BAR. A mining settlement on the Middle Fork of the Koyukuk River, 200 m ne of Tanana, 35 ne of Bettles and 30 sw of Nolan, its nearest p o.

TREAD WELL. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 325. A p o on Douglas Island, on s side of Gas-tineau Channel, 3 m s of Juneau, the capital, and adjoining Doug​las, its banking and commercial point. The famous mines and mills of the Alaska Treadwell Gold Mining Co are located here. Juneau & Douglas Telephone Co connects with these points and with Thane.

TUNNEL SIDING. A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 52 m n of Seward, the nearest banking point, and 20 s of Hope, its nearest p o.

TUNNELL. A flag station on the White Pass & Yukon Route, 17 m n of Skagway, the nearest banking point and p o.

TUNUNAK. A native village on Cape Vancouver on the west coast of Nelson Island, in the Bering Sea, 230 m sw of St. Michael, the nearest banking point and p o.

TUXCAW. A settlement on the west coast of Prince of Wales Island-   Klawock is the nearest p o.

TWENTY MILE RIVER. A flag station on a river of the same name on Turnagain Arm of Cook Inlet and on The Alaska Railroad, 45 m se of Anchorage, the nearest banking point, and 7 s of Hope, its nearest p o.

TYEE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o, first settled in 1906, on Murder Cove, on the south end of Admiralty Island, at the intersection of Catham Strait and Fred​erick Sound, 90 m s of Juneau, the capital, 70 w of Petersburg, the nearest banking point, and 15 s of Killisnoo.

TYONOK. Pop 58. (Indians). A settlement and disc p o on Moquawkie Reserve for Indians on Cook Inlet, 120 m n of Seldovia, 400 w of Valdez, 250 nw of Seward, the nearest banking point and 45 sw of Susitna, its nearest p o. Has a native store and U S Public School for Natives.

TZAHARAGAMUT. A native settlement on Kuskokwim Bay, 140 m w of Nushagak, the nearest p o.

UDAKATA. A disc p o on Dutch Harbor, Unalaska Island, 1200 m sw of Valdez, the nearest banking point. Unalaska is the nearest p o.

UGAGUK. A cannery and native settlement on Bristol Bay at the mouth of the Ugaguk River, 450 m (1300 by water) sw of Seward, banking point, 35 s of Naknek, shipping point, and 60 se of Nushagak, p o.

UGASHIK. A cannery and native settlement on Bristol Bay, 450 m (1300 by water) sw of Seward, banking point, 75 s of Naknek, shipping point, and 90 s of Nushagak, p o. A govern​ment school for natives is located here.

UKAK. A native settlement on Illiouk Lake, on the mail route from Karluk to Nushagak, 80 m nw of the former. Nusha​gak, 100 m nw, is the nearest p o.

UNALAKEET. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 285 mostly natives. A p o and village, first settled in 1887, on the Unalakeet River, 63 m ne of St. Michael, shipping point, 150 by water, 207 by trail se of Nome, banking point. Has a Swedish Evangelical church, and a government reindeer herd and school for natives.

UNALASKA (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 300. A p o and village, also known as Illuiluk, on Unalaska Island and Unalaska Bay, an arm of the Bering Sea, 600 m sw of Seward, the nearest banking point. Has a public school and Greek Catholic and Methodist Episcopal churches The Jesse Lee Home, a charitable institution for the care of native orphan children, is located here. It is a coaling station and headquarters for the whalers of the Bering Sea. Some gold is found in the vicinity. Steamers from Alaskan and States points stop here.   U S Naval Radio Station.

UNANGASHIK. A settlement on the Alaska Peninsula and Bristol Bay, 120 m ne of Sand Point, the nearest p o.

UNGA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 313. A p o on an island of the same name, 850 m sw of Seward, the nearest banking point, and 10 s of Sand Point. Mail steamer from Seward and intermediate points leaves Seward the 15th of each month, connection made at Seward with steamer to south​eastern Alaska ports and Seattle. Principal industry is cod fishing.

UTKIAVIK.   See Barrow.

UYAK. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o on Kadiak Island, 800 m w of Sitka and 50 w of Kodiak. Mail semi-monthly.

VALDEZ. Pop 1050. An incorporated city at the head of Prince William Sound, 320 m due w (air line) of Skagway and 1070 nw of Seattle, Wn. It is the supply center for a big part of Prince Willam Sound but more particularly for the Port Valdez gold district. Besides supplying the mining district adja​cent to the town, Valdez is the terminus of the military wagon road to Fairbanks, and is the center of the third judicial division of the territory. Next to Juneau, the federal payroll of Valdez is the largest in the territory. The first gold was discovered in 1894, in the gravels at the mouth of Mineral Creek, but the first real activity came in 1898, when the town of Copper City was established on the site where Valdez now stands. The activity in quartz mining had its inception in 1909, when the Cliff mine was discovered and started to produce steadily. A number of other properties were discovered and the work of development has gone on steadily ever since. Tributary to Valdez is a vast mineral territory, containing many developed copper and gold properties and hundreds of prospects. The first activity of Amer​icans in the copper fields of Prince William Sound was noted in 1897, when the Gladhough claim was staked on the east side of Virgin Bay. This claim became the nucleus of the Ella-mar mine, which is shipping regularly. Other developed copper properties tributary to Valdez are the Alaska Copper Corpora​tion at Fidalgo Bay, the Granby Consolidated Mines on Solo​mon Gulch, the Bonanza mine on Latouche Island, the Three-Man Mining Company at Landlocked Bay, the Cliff mine 8 miles from Valdez. New properties are rapidly being opened up and brought to the producing stage and old ones, thought to be worked out, are being brought back to life again. Valdez has a magnificent landlocked harbor, which is open the entire year. Has a bank, express office, telephone system, electric lights, Congre​gational, Episcopal and Catholic churches, graded schools, a good hotel, numerous lodging houses, newspaper, salmon cannery, a planing mill, iron works and sheet metal works. Valdez is reached in five days from Seattle and has a steamship service of seven steamers a month. Weekly launch to the Port Wells district.

VIRGIN BAY.  See Ellamar.

WACKER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A recently established p o in Southeastern Alaska, near Ketchi​kan.

WAINWRIGHT. Pop 100 natives. A disc p o, Eskimo village and government school for natives on Wainwright Inlet of the Arctic Ocean, 700 m ne of Nome, the nearest banking point, 500 ne of Kotzebue and 95 sw of Point Barrow. Has a native co-operative store. Coal is mined on Wainwright Inlet, 6 m from the village, for the government schools at Barrow and Wainwright. Yearly boat to Nome and Seattle. Mail to Tigara.

WALES. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 136 natives.- A p o, missionary post, shipping point and headquarters of the mission reindeer industry, first settled in 1891, on Cape Prince of Wales and Bering Strait. 145 m nw of Nome, the banking point, 70 nw of Teller and 15 nw of York. It has a Congregational mission and government school for na​tives, established 1890, a U S reindeer station, headquarters for five reindeer herds, and has the second largest settlement of natives in Alaska.

WALLA WALLA. A roadhouse 39 m from Isaacs and 22 nw of Moses' Roadhouse on the winter trail to Nome.

WARMCHUCK. A fishing settlement 40 m se of Peters​burg and 90 s of Wrangell, the banking point and nearest p o.

WARREN. A mining settlement on Banner Creek, by which name it is also known, and the Seward Peninsula Ry, near Nome, its banking point and p o.

WASHBURN. A stage station and disc p o, also known as Delta, on the Chitina-Fairbanks winter trail, 249 m n of Chi​tina and 58 s of Fairbanks. WTashington-Alaska Military Cable and Telegraph Office located half mile s, called Little Delta. Mail to Salchaket.

WASILLA. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and station (formerly Wassila) on The Alaska Railroad, 50 m n of Anchorage, banking point.

WATERFALL. A fishing settlement on the west side of Prince of Wales Island, on Ulloa Channel, 100 m w of Ketchi​kan, the nearest banking point.

WEARE.  See Tanana.

WELLS.  A settlement 24 m n of Haines, the nearest p o.

WHITE MOUNTAIN. A settlement settled in 1899, at the base of a mountain of the same name, at the head of steamer navigation on Fish River, 28 m w of Golovin, its p o, and 24 m sw of Council. It is a trading station in winter. The Wild Goose Mining & Trading Co do the principal business and run scows drawn by horses for passengers and freight to Council. Has telephone connection to Golovin, Council and Nome.

WHITE PASS. A telegraphone station on the White Pass & Yukon Route at the summit, 20 m n of Skagway, the nearest p o. This is the international boundary line where two flags meet.

WHITNEY. A flag station on The Alaska Railroad, 5 m n of Anchorage, p o and banking point.

WILLOW. A mining settlement on The Alaska Railroad, 30 m nw of Wasilla, nearest p o, and 50 n of Anchorage, banking point.

WILLOW CREEK ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse at the junction of the Valdez-Fairbanks and Chitina-Fairbanks trails, 39 m n of Chitina and 268 s of Fairbanks.

WILSON'S HOT SPRINGS. A popular resort, also known as Big Chena Hot Springs and Chena River Hot Springs, situ​ated on Monument Creek, a tributary of the North Fork of the Big Chena River, 61 m e of Fairbanks, the nearest supply point and p o. All kinds of vegetables are profitably grown, owing to the warmth of the soil in the vicinity of the springs.

WINDHAM. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) A p o and mining settlement on Stephens Passage, 65 m se of Juneau, nearest banking and shipping point, and 60 nw of Peters​burg, also a banking point.

WISEMAN. A mining center, also called Right, on the Koyukuk River, 70 m ne of Bettles.  Nolan is the p o name.

WOEDSKY. A mining camp, formerly called Hattie Camp, first settled in 1900, 150 m se of Juneau, the capital, and 28 nw of Wrangell.  Petersburg is the nearest banking point and p o.

WOLASATUX. A native village on the Yukon River, 200 m ne of Anvik and 10 s of Nulata, nearest p o.

WOLF CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of Cleary Creek, 24 m se of Fairbanks, the banking point. Chatanika and Cleary are the nearest post-offices.

WOOD ISLAND. A settlement on the island of the same name, 90 m sw of Cordova, banking point. Latouche is the near​est p o.

WOOD RIVER. A trading post on the Tanana River, at the mouth of Wood River, 45 m below Fairbanks, the banking point, and 30 sw of Chena, the nearest p o.

WOODCHOPPER. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) A p o and mining settlement on a creek of the same name at its confluence with the Yukon River, 130 m ne of Fair​banks, banking point.

WOODCHOPPER CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Tofty, its p o.

WOODLAND ROADHOUSE. Located on the Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 26 m n of Chitina and 281 s of Fairbanks.

WOODROW.   See Anchorage.

WORTMANS. A roadhouse, telegraph station and disc p o on the Eagle and Fairbanks military road, 336 m s of Fairbanks and 20 n of Valdez, the banking point and p o.

City of Wrangell

WRANGELL. Pop 821. Situated on Wrangell Island, in Etolin Bay, 8 m s of the mouth of the Stikine River, 120 se of Juneau, and 78 nw of Ketchikan, on the steamboat and mail route between Seattle and Skagway. Established by the Rus​sians in 1800, headquarters for Cassiar miners since the boom of 1873, and for all transportation on Stikine River by steamers and canoes. Celebrated for scenery, fishing and hunting. The principal industries are lumbering, fishing, mining and furs. There are 3 churches, 2 schools, hospital, court house, custom house, bonded warehouse, bank, electric light plant, saw mill, canneries, shingle mill, volunteer fire department, 9 general stores, large modern hotel, cable office, U S wireless office, weekly newspaper, U S court commissioner, deputy U S marshal and deputy customs collector.

YORK. A disc p o on Cape York and Bering Sea, 120 m nw of Nome, the banking point and 15 se of Wales, nearest p o.

YOSTS. A roadhouse and telegraph station (called Mc-Callum) on the Delta River and Chitina-Fairbanks trail, 157 m n of Chitina, 150 s of Fairbanks, the banking point, and 78 n of Gulkana, the nearest p o.

YUKAGAMUT.   See Ikogmut.

YUKOKATAT. An Indian village and disc p o, first settled in 1900, on the Yukon River, 300 m (by winter trail) w of Fair​banks, the nearest banking point, 140 w of Tanana, 24 w of Ruby, its nearest p o.

YUKON.  See Fort Yukon.

river steamers of the most modern type traverse the mighty Yukon and its tributaries for over three thousand miles: lake steamers, whose speed and comforts equal those of the ocean vessels, sail the waters of Lake Atlin. the beauty spot of the world/'

There is probably no trip in the world so unusual—so interesting— so intensely worth while as that to Alaska, Atlin and the Yukon. Every mile is of vivid interest.

OVER THE WHITE PASS

The ride by rail over the coast range is thus interestingly described bv John J. Underwood in his book—"Alaska—An Empire in the Mak​ing :"
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"This road * * * is one of the greatest engineering feats in the world. A trip over it is one to be remembered. It is full of thrills from the time the train enters the Skaguay River Valley till the top of the summit is reached. The austere mountains above, the flower-bestrewn valley below, make the journey a most captivating one. The train at times glides along the side of a sheer wall, with a cliff of rock hundreds of feet high on one side and the dark depths of an abyss on the other. The rocks jut out at sharp angles from the precipitous wall on the side of the roadbed and it appears as though the speeding cars must dash over the cliffs, but they swing around a curve and the train continues on its sinuous ascent. Water that is hungry green and later white with foam is seen here and there all along the route, and in one place, just beyond a dark tunnel, a very high bridge has been thrown across a chasm at the bottom of which rages the Skaguay River crashing over the boulders to the sea."

Along" the shores of sun-kissed lakes and mountain streams, banked bv great masses of fireweed, larkspur, asters, marguerites and other wild rlowers, the train continues on its way until the upper end of Lake Ben​nett is reached—and here is the now deserted town, also named Bennett.
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LAKE BENNETT

LAKE AT LIN

For twenty-seven miles the railway follows the ever-winding shores of this Ir.ke, the rose-colored mountains on the opposite side rising" sheer out of the water to a height of 5,000 feet or more. The ride along the shores of this beautiful Northland lake is one long remembered. En route the 60° of north latitude is crossed—the boundary between British Co-llumbia and the Yukon Territorv.
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At the foot of Lake Bennett is Carcross—called by the Indians, "the place where the Caribou cross." Here the train crosses the most norther​ly swing- bridge on the American continent. Carcross is the transfer point for the Atlin Lake region.

TO THE ATLIN LAKE COUNTRY

The prospector's ceaseless quest for gold and his finding it has resulted in much of the scenic grandeur on this continent being made known. And the discovery of gold in the Atlin district has added a new wonderland—a lake country of incomparable beauty and grandeur. ''The Beaut}- Spot of the World," several travelers have called it, and, indeed, it is—and more, too.
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CATHEDRAL MOUNTAIN

Continuing the trip by rail from Carcross, following more rivers and passing little lakes, the train stops at Miles Canyon. From here the passenger is given a view of this intensely interesting and historic gorge. About five miles beyond, and the trip by rail comes to end at White Horse, 111 miles from Skaguay, on the Lewes or Fifty Mile River—the headwaters of the Yukon. Connection is made here with the steamers of the White Pass & Yukon Route for Dawson.

THE VOYAGE TO DAWSON

From White Horse to Dawson is a sail of 461 miles and takes about forty hours. But it is a voyage that is unique—different from any you may have taken before. To begin with, it is on one of the world's great rivers, and, too, it is farther northward than any river trip on this con​tinent, if not in the world.

There are many points of interest on the voyage. Lake LeBarge, made famous by Robert Service's ballad, "The Cremation of Sam Mc-Gee;" the tortuous Thirty-Mile River, where navigation in this North​land is seen at its best; Cassiar bar, where gold placer mining was first done in the Yukon country in the early 80's and up on the mountain side near by lies buried one of the discoverers; Tantalus Butte—now to the left, now to the right, sometimes ahead and again astern; Five Finger Rapids, Rink Rapids, Fort Selkirk, near the site of the old Hudson's Bay Post, destroyed by the Indians in 1851 ; Victoria Rock, so named on account of resembling" the profile of Queen Victoria; the Pelly Ram​parts and other interesting points.

The Five Finger Rapids are of more than ordinary interest. Here the river narrows. Five huge hulks of rock rise sheer. The river rushes between them. The steamer is headed for the middle "finger/' To the passengers it appears the boat is surely going to hit one of the rocks, but to their great relief the boat, guided by the hand of the skillful pilot, "straightens out" and the Five Finger Rapids are astern. Shooting these rapids is a thrilling experience.

MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION

Yukon Territory is the official name for what is called by some the Canadian Yukon. Alaska is the western boundary, and on the south it adjoins British Columbia. On the north lies the Arctic Ocean, and on the east the district of Mackenzie, with the Rocky Mountains as the dividing line.  Th)PL.area4s207,076 square miles.
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The Yukon Basin has been the scene of prospecting operations since the late seventies, principally on the bars of the Stewart River. In 1896, when George Carmack made his wonderful discovery on Bonanza Creek, near what is now Dawson, the real rush started. During 1897 and 1898 thousands flocked here, drawn by the lure of gold, and the Royal Northwest Mounted Police estimated the population of the Territory at not less than 50,000.

After the great rush this population dwindled until now the Ter​ritory contains about 5,000 people. This is a permanent population, however, composed of people who are working hard to further the growth of the Territory.

The Territory is now steadily progressing in mining, the methods of the early prospectors have given way to more scientific and economical practices. Several large companies are now engaged in mining by hydraulic processes and by dredges, working over the early diggings. The gold yield for the year ending March 1, 1922, the latest available official figures, was $1,231,000, while about $700,000 in other minerals was produced. The total quantity of gold produced in Yukon Territory now reaches the enormous sum of over $200,000,000.

Besides gold, copper is found in many places, notably near White Horse Rapids. Small amounts of nickel, chromium and antimony have also been found.

The forest trees consist of the white and black spruces, the aspen and balsam poplars and a species of birch. No pine or fir trees were noticed. The lower ridges and the slopes of the higher ones up to a height of 3,500 feet above the sea, are generally wooded, and stunted spruces occur sparingly on the highest points in the district. The valley flats are only partly wooded. Groves of spruce and poplar occur at intervals, but alternate with bare swamps and marshes too soft to support a forest growth.

The white spruce is the most important for general purposes in the district. It is usually small on the ridges, seldom exceeding a foot in diameter, but in the valley flats occasional specimens attain a diameter of over twro feet and a large proportion of the logs cut for lumber measure from nine to fifteen inches across. The supply for the mills at Dawson is obtained mostly from the flats and islands along the upper Yukon, and from the Klondike Valley, and is ample for all purposes for many years to come. The Klondike is bordered at intervals all the way from its mouth to the mountains by groves and small tracts of spruce forests of surprising size and quality considering the latitude, and supplies of well grown spruce timber are also available from all the larger tribu​taries of the Upper Yukon as well as from the main valley and can be easily and cheaply floated down to Dawson.

The supply of large timber on the producing creeks themselves is limited, but the bordering ridges are nearly everywhere, except on the higher points, clothed with an open forest of small spruce, birch and poplar ranging from a few inches to a foot or more in diameter. A portion has been destroyed by forest fires, but sufficient remains to furnish all the firewood and most of the lumber required for mining purposes for a considerable time.

The rapid inroads made by miners and prospectors on the timber of all the hills along the creeks tributary to the Klondike threatened at one time to create a famine in the matter of fuel. These fears, however, were soon dispelled by the discovery of a good quality of bituminous coal in several sections of the country, up as well as down the Yukon from Dawson. These several mines proved themselves to be more valuable than any gold mine, and with the advent of capital and machinery were soon opened up and made productive. The result is that today Dawson has a number of large coal yards with supplies on hand that should carry the community through the severest possible winter if snowed up and unable to get out for wood. The price of coal at Dawson is low when compared with the cost of other commodities in the country, as well as the cost of production.

There is no fear of a shortage of wood for fuel, as the upper river sections of the Yukon is known to be filled with dense forests of fine timber, good for lumber as well as fuel, and which will take several generations to exhaust.

Agriculture is rapidly coming to the fore. While the more tender vegetables cannot be raised, extensive quantities of oats, flax, barley, rye and turnips are grown, while sufficient potatoes are raised to take care of the domestic demand. Over 30,000 square miles are available for agricultural purposes.

The climate of Yukon Territory is one of the most healthful to be found anywhere. While the winters are long and cold, they are not severe, due to the absence of high winds and storms, and to the fact that it is a dry climate, the precipitation being only 15 inches annually. Spring and summer are delightful. From the middle of May to the first week in August it is "The Land of the Midnight Sun," with no darkness, warm pleasant days, and delightfully cool nights.

The Yukon, the largest river of the North, and the fifth largest in North America, is the principal means of transportation.

The White Pass & Yukon Railway makes connection with tidewater at Skagway, Alaska, and runs to White Horse, 111 miles north. From here steamers run down the Yukon to Dawson, 461 miles, through some of the most diverse and interesting scenery in the world. Many other rivers are navigable, and afford a cheap means of transportation to many outlying communities.

BONANZA. Pop 100. A disc p o and mining settlement, also known as Grand Forks, first settled in 1897, at the junction of Bonanza and Eldorado creeks, and on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 14 m s of the latter, the p o, banking and shipping point. The town is lighted by electricity from the Dawson Electric Light & Power Co's plant at Dawson. Yukon Telephone Syndicate connections with Dawson.

BRAEBURN. A roadhouse on Klusha Creek and stage stop on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 85 m nw of the former, its nearest banking point, and 45 se of Carmacks, the nearest p o.

BRITTANIA CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Yukon River, 3 m above the mouth of Thistle Creek. The nearest p o is Stewart River.

BURWASH CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Kluane River, 10 m w of Lake Kluane. 190 nw of White Horse, banking point and nearest p o.

BUXTON MISSION. A settlement on the Yukon River, 52 m nw of Dawson, the banking point. Forty Mile is the p o name.

CALCITE. Pop 20. A steamboat landing on the Yukon River, 55 m s of Dawson, the banking point, and 15 nw of Stewart River, the nearest p o. Quartz mining is the principal industry.

CANYON. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 106 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 5 m s of White Horse, nearest banking point and p o.

CANYON. A roadhouse on the Aishihik River at its con​fluence with the Dezadeash River, and on the White Horse-Kluane trail, 80 m w of Wrhite Horse, the banking point, and 20 w of Champagne, the nearest p o.

CANYON CITY. A mining settlement on the White River near the mouth of the Generic River, 225 m s of Dawson, the banking point, and 45 s of Stewart River, the nearest p o.

CARCROSS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Called Caribou by the White Pass & Yukon Route; name changed to Carcross by p o in 1904. A station on the W P & Y R, 42 m s of White Horse and 67 n of Skagway, Alaska, both banking points. A number of very rich quartz mines are being operated within a few miles of here. Carcross is the transfer point for the Atlin mining district and is fast becoming known among tourists and sight-seeing parties as presenting some of the most beautiful scenery on the continent. Has an Anglican church, good general store and one of the finest hotels in the North. Telg, W P & Y R and Dominion Telegraph Service.

CARIBOU. A mining settlement, also known as Dominion, on Dominion Creek, a tributary of the Indian River, and on the Dawson-Granville road, 30 m se of Dawson, the nearest banking point.

CARIBOU. A station, also known as Caribou Crossing, on W P & Y Route, 67 m n of Skagway, Alaska, and 44 s of White Horse, the banking point.  Carcross is the p o name.

CARIBOU CROSSING. Known also as Caribou. P o name is Carcross.

CARMACKS. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 75. A p o, also called Tantalus, first settled in 1885, on the Yukon River at the mouth of the Nordenskiold River, and on the White Horse-Dawson Winter trail, 131 m s of Dawson, banking and supply point. W F & Co Exp. Dominion Telegraph Service.

CARR GLYNN. A telegraphone flag station on the Macrae

Mining and trapping are the principal in​dustries. Stage semi-monthly to White Horse, and monthly to Kluane.

CHECHACO HILL. A mining settlement on Bonanza Creek near Dawson, the banking point and p o.

CHICO. A station on the winter trail from Lower Labarge to Carmacks. its nearest p o, 30 m n of the former.

CLEAR CREEK. A mining settlement on Clear Creek, near its confluence with the Stewart River, 110 m above its mouth, 150 se of Dawson, banking point, and 35 ne of Black Hills, its nearest p o.

COAL CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Yukon River, 50 m nw of Dawson, the banking point, 11 e of the Yukon River and 6 n of Forty Mile, the nearest p o. The coal mines of the Northern Light, Power & Coal Co are located here.

COFFEE CREEK. A steamboat landing, telegraph station and wood camp on a creek of the same name at its confluence with the Yukon River, 110 m s of Dawson, the banking point, and 40 s of Stewart River, the nearest p o.

COMMERCIAL CENTER. A settlement on the south fork of the Big Salmon River, 50 m n of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o, and 10 e of Eureka Landing, the shipping point on the Hootalinqua River. It is the commercial point for the Big Salmon mining district.

CONRAD. A mining settlement on Windy Arm, 54 ra s of White Horse, the banking point, and 12 se of Carcross, the near​est p o.

COWLEY. A telegraph flag station on the W P & Y Route, 95 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 16 s of White Horse, nearest p o and banking point.

DALTON HOUSE. A settlement, also known as Dalton Post, on the Krotahini River and the Dalton Trail, 75 m nw of Skagway, Alaska, the nearest banking and shipping point and p o.

City of Dawson

DAWSON. Pop estimated 1000, is the capital and the larg​est city of the Yukon Territory, and is in the center of the famous Klondike placer district, which today has, together with other nearby tributary placer districts, almost as many people engaged actively in mining and trading.

Dawson has a fine large public school with kindergarten, intermediate and high school branches. Many graduates from the Dawson high school have entered Toronto, and other uni​versities, and have been most highly commended for the splendid ground work received here. Dawson also has St. Mary's Cath​olic school.  More than 200 children attend the two schools.  The

Administration building, Carnegie Library, Postoffice, and other public buildings would be a credit to any city. Most of the buildings are heated with steam or hot water. The city has many hotels with first class accommodations, and with running water, flush toilets and baths and other services the year round. The city has modern electric light, water and other public utilities. Telegraphic communication is had the year round by Dominion land Avires, American government radio and cable service, and the White Pass Railway Company's land lines, giving communi​cation with all points of the world, including chief portions of Alaska and the Yukon Territory. The city has fine wharves, splendid steamer service the full length of the Yukon, connect​ing on the south with rail line to Pacific tidewater. Modern saw​mills, telephone system, ship yards, machine shops, boiler works

and a large brewery are among the facilities. Six fine modern dredges, including the largest in the world, work within a few miles of Dawson. Some are at the very edge of the city, and have a capacity of 15,000 cubic yards of auriferous gravel daily. Numerous hydraulic works also are carried on. The city has four churches, including those of the Presbyterian, Catholic and Anglican. The city enjoys a large tourist business every season, and is the commercial and outfitting centre for extensive mining, fur trading and other operations. The fox raising industry has developed in the country recently, and many large fox farms with numerous fine animals are in full operation near the city. Greyling, salmon and other fishing, duck, grouse and other hunt​ing, including that for moose, caribou, bear and mountain sheep afford splendid diversion summer and winter. Numerous large farms are under cultivation within a few miles of Dawson, and hundreds of tons of hay, potatoes, turnips and other root crops are raised and marketed in Dawson and on the steamers and at roadhouses. Wild and cultivated flowers grow in profusion. Dawson's gardens are the surprise of the many visitors. Lettuce, radishes, peas, cauliflower, cabbage and celery are particularly thrifty, and cannot be excelled for crispness and tenderness. Strawberries, raspberries, blueberries and other berries grow successfully, and the last two mentioned are gathered near here annually from wild vines in abundance. The gold shipments from Dawson annually aggregate approximately five million dol​lars. The city has many fine fraternal halls and homes, includ​ing those of the Masons, the Eagles, the Moose, the Odd Fel​lows and the Arctic Brotherhood. A modern, steam-heated pic​ture theatre affords ample accommodations for the amusement loving public.

DOMINION. A mining settlement and disc p o on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Indian River, and on the Dawson-Granville road, 30 m se of Dawson, the nearest bank​ing point and p o.

DONJEK. A roadhouse and trading post on a river of the same name at its confluence with the White River, the head of navigation on the latter, and on the Dawson-Chisana trail 162 m s of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 60 s of Stewart River, its nearest p o.

DUBLIN GULCH. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 200 m e of the mouth of the Stewart River and 250 e of Dawson, the nearest banking point. Mayo is the nearest p o.

DUGDALE. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 99 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 12 s of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o, and 10 n of Robinson Station.

DUNCAN CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, at its confluence with the Mayo River, a tributary of the Stewart River, 200 m e of the mouth of the latter, 250 e of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 40 ne of Mayo, its nearest p o.

EAR LAKE. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 107 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 4 s of White Horse, nearest banking point and p o.

ECLIPSE ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse JA m above the mouth of Hunker Creek, on the Dawson-Granville road, 10 m se of Dawson, the nearest banking point and p o.

ELDORADO CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 10 m s of Dawson, the banking point and p o.

ENSLEY CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Dawson, the banking, commercial point and p o.

EUREKA CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Indian River, 46 m s of The Forks and 4 m off the White Horse-Dawson trail.   Mail weekly.

EUREKA LANDING. A station on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail and a steamboat landing at the head of navigation on the Hootalinqua River, 52 m n of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o, 28 s of Hootalinqua and 10 w of Commercial Center.

FIVE FINGER RAPIDS. On the White Horse-Dawson River route on the Yukon River, 10 m s of Yukon Crossing.

FORKS, THE. A mining settlement at the junction of the right and left forks of Eureka Creek, a tributary of the Indian River, and on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail.

FORT CONSTANTINE. A fort on the Yukon River, 52 m sw of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and across the river from Forty Mile, the nearest p o.

FORT CUDAHY.  See Forty Mile.

FORT RELIANCE. An abandoned fort on the Yukon River, 10 m n of Dawson, the nearest banking, commercial point and p o.

FORT SELKIRK. A telegraph station and trading post, also known as Selkirk, formerly an outpost of the R C M Police, on the Yukon River, 176 m se of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and across the river from Pelly, its p o.

FORTY MILE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 22. A p o and mining settlement, first settled in 1884, on a river of the same name at its confluence with the Yukon River, 52 m nw of Dawson, the banking point. Gold mining is the principal industry. Some very rich placer diggings are located on Chickenv Falls, Gate, Glacier, Herbert, Log Cabin, Miller and Wade creeksv all tributaries of Forty Mile River. It is a government telegraph station and has a blacksmith shop, gen​eral store, 2 hotels, roadhouse and Anglican Church. A Canadian customs office and a corps of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police are also located here. Wells Fargo & Co express. Do-minrott Telegraph Service. Stage weekly in winter to Eagle, Alaska and Dawson, Y T.

FORTY MILE. A mining settlement and district on a river of the same name, which Res both in the Yukon Territory and the Territory of Alaska. This was one of the first placer camps in the North and considerable mining is still carried on. The principal creeks are Chicken, Jack Wade, Squaw and Can​yon. A village by the same name at the confluence of the Forty Mile and Yukon rivers is the nearest p o and shipping point, which is also 52 m nw of Dawson, the nearest banking and sup​ply point.

FORTY-ONE MILE ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Dawson-Glacier Creek trail, 41 m sw of Dawson, the banking point, and 19 ne of Glacier Crereky the nearest p o.

FOURTH OF JULY CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name in the Kluane mining district, 150 m w of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

FRASER FALLS. A trading post at Fraser Falls on the Stewart River, 200 m e of its mouth, 270 e of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 30 e of Mayo, the nearest p o.

GALENA CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, one of the principal creeks in the Duncan mining district, 200 m e of the mouth of the Stewart River and 250 e of Dawson, the nearest banking point.  Mayo is its p o.

GLACIER CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alphabeti​cal List.) Pop 90. A p o and mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Sixty Mile River, 60 m via summer trail and 75 via winter trail, sw of Dawson, the banking point. Mining is the principal industry, gold having been found on Glacier, Miller and Big and Little Gold creeks in the vicinity. Mail stage to Dawson semi-monthly.

GLENBOYLE. A disc p o, logging and mining settlement on the north fork of the Klondike River, 26 m ne of Dawson, the p o, banking and commercial point. The hydro-electric generat​ing plant of the Canadian Klondike Power Co is located here.

GOLD BOTTOM.   See Hunker.

GOLD RUN. Pop 100. A mining camp, first settled in 1898, on Gold Run Creek, 55 m se of Dawson, the banking point. Placer mining is the only industry.  Granville is the nearest p o.

GRAND FORKS.  See Bonanza.

GRANVILLE. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 150. A p o and mining settlement on Dominion Creek at the mouth of Gold Run Creek, 55 m se of Dawson, the banking and shipping point. It has a general store and 2 road-houses. Telephone connections with Dawson and the Klondike mining district.   Mail stage semi-weekly to Dawson.

GRAVEL LAKE. A mining settlement on a lake of the same name near Clear Creek, a tributary of the Stewart River, 75 m above its mouth, 85 m cross country, se of Dawson, the banking point, and 35 ne of Black Hills, its nearest p o.

HAGGART CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 200 m e of the mouth of the Stewart River and 250 e of Dawson, the nearest banking point. Mayo is the nearest p o.

HALFWAY ROADHOUSE. On the Dawson-Forty Mile winter trail, 25 m nw of the former.

HENDERSON CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Yukon River, 4 m n of Stewart River, the p o, at the mouth of a river of the same name.

HIGHET CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Stewart River, 200 m e of its mouth, 250 e of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 40 nw of Mayo, its nearest p o.

HOOTALINQUA. A steamboat landing and telegraph station on the White Horse-Dawson River route at the confluence of the Hootalinqua, Teslin, Thirty Mile and Yukon Rivers, 80 m n of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

HOOTCHI. See Hutshi Village.

HUMES. A station on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 112 m se of the latter, the banking point. Black Hills is the nearest p o.

HUNKER. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 50. A p o and mining settlement, also known as Gold Bottom, first settled in 1898, at the confluence of Hunker and Gold Bottom creeks, and on the Dawson-Granville road, 35 m nw of Granville and 20 se of Dawson, the banking point. Has a public school, general store and hotel. Mining is the principal industry. The Yukon Gold Co has a dredge work​ing 2]/2 m belo\v, and the Canadian Klondike Mining Co's dredge is about 4 m up Hunker Creek. Yukon Telephone Syndicate, connections with Dawson and the Klondike mining district. Semi-weekly mail stage to Granville and Dawson.

HUTSHI VILLAGE. An Indian village, also known as Hootchi, on the Dalton trail, which runs from Chilkat to Pelly, and on Hutshi Lake, 210 m s of Pelly, 70 nw of White Horse, the banking point, 12 n of Champagne, the nearest p o.

INDIAN RIVER. A mining settlement, roadhouse and stage station on a river of the same name, and on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 28 m se of the latter, the banking point, and 3 se of Radford, the nearest p o.

ISAAC CREEK. A steamboat landing, wood camp and telegraph station on the Yukon River 47 m below Pelly, the near​est p o.

ISHIITH. A native settlement on the Dalton trail and on Ishiith Lake, 75 m s of Pelly, the nearest trading post, and 85 nw of Champagne, the nearest p o.

JENSON ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on Dominion Creek, at the mouth of Jenson Creek, 30 m se of Dawson, the banking point and nearest p o.

KENO HILL. Pop 600. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List). A p o and silver mining camp 160 m e of Dawson, banking point, and 40 n of Mayo, shipping point. Here are lo​cated the mines of the Treadwell Yukon Co and Keno Hill Ltd, both of which are producing high-grade ore, averaging 250 ounces of silver to the ton.   Keno Hill Ltd shipped out 3500 tons in

1922 and will aggregate 9800 tons in 1923, while the body of ore in sight in both properties indicates a doubling of this in 1924. Automobile stage to Mayo. Wireless telephone connections with Dawson and Mayo.

KING SOLOMON DOME. See The Dome.

KIRKMAN CREEK. Pop 40. A disc p o and mining settle​ment on a creek of the same name, a tributary, right limit, of the Yukon River, 97 m s of Dawson, the banking point, and 25 s of Stewart River, nearest p o.

KLONDIKE CITY. A suburb of Dawson, lying s of same across the Klondike River.  For names see Dawson.

KLONDIKE MINING DISTRICT. Is one of the richest placer mining district in the world. Commences at Dawson, runs s along the Yukon River to Indian River and e from Dawson along the Klondike River, including many smaller tributaries. Hunker, Bonanza, Sulphur, Dominion, Gold Run, Bear and many other smaller creeks are included in the district. Dawson is the banking, commercial point and p o.

KLUANE. A disc p o and mining settlement, also known as Silver City, first settled in 1904, on Lake Kluane at the mouth of Silver Creek, 150 m w of White Horse, the nearest banking and shipping point, and 90 w of Champagne, nearest p o. Monthly stage to Champagne and White Horse.

LANSDOWNE. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 75 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 36 s of White Horse, the nearest bank​ing point, and 8 n of Carcross, the nearest p o.

LAPIERRE HOUSE. A settlement at the confluence of the Waters and Bell rivers, the latter a tributary of the Porcu​pine River, and on the winter portage trail from the Porcupine to the Peel and Mackenzie rivers, 250 m ne of Dawson, the banking point, and 60 w of Fort McPherson, N W T, the nearest p o.

LAST CHANCE. A mining settlement and disc p o on Hunker Creek at the mouth of Last Chance Creek, and on the Dawson-Granville road, 10 m se of Dawson, the p o and banking point.

LEWIS. A telegraph and flag station on the W P & Y Route, 81 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 30 s of White Horse, the nearest banking point, and 14 n of Carcross, its nearest p o.

LITTLE RIVER. A roadhouse and stage station on a river of the same name and on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 41 m n of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

LITTLE SALMON. A trading post on the Yukon River at the mouth of the Little Salmon River, 120 m n of WThite Horse, banking point, and 20 e of Carmacks, the nearest p o.

LIVINGSTON CREEK. A mining settlement and disc p o on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Big Salmon River, 70 m ne of White Horse, the nearest banking and supply point and p o.

LORNE. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 79 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 32 s of White Horse, the nearest banking point, and 12 n of Carcross, its nearest p o.

LOVETT GULCH. Pop 30. A mining district on a gulch of the same name, a tributary of Bonanza Creek, 4 m s of Dawson, the nearest banking point and p o.

LOWER BONANZA. That part of the Bonanza Creek mining district which is below Bonanza.

LOWER DOMINION. Pop 135. A disc p o and mining settlement, first settled in 1898, on Dominion Creek, at the mouth of Australia Creek, 36 m se of Dawson, the p o and banking point, and 6 below Dominion. Presbyterian Church. Yukon Telephone Syndicate, connections with Granville, Hunker, Dawson and the Klondike mining district.

LOWER LABARGE. A steamboat landing and telegraph station at the northern end of Lake Labarge, 375 m se of Dawson, the capital, and 50 n of W7hite Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

LUTE RIVER ROADHOUSE. The second relay station on the WThite Horse-Dawson winter trail, 44 m n of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

MAYO. Pop 600. A p o (p o name Mayo Landing), trading post and mining settlement, also known as Mayo River Crossing, situated at the confluence of the Mayo and Stewart Rivers, 170 miles above the mouth of the latter in Eastern Yukon, 240 miles by river from Dawson, the nearest banking point.

Mayo is the shipping point for the rich Keno Hill silver mining camp, which from present indications promises in course of development to rival the famous Cobalt mine, as some ore shipped from here the past year has run as high as 1000 oz. of silver to the ton and the average of all shipments has been over $200 to the ton. In 1921 a few tons were shipped. In 1922 there were 2300 tons shipped, in 1923, 9800 tons, and 1924 the estimate of the present operators is in excess of 25000 tons.

At present there are upwards of five hundred silver locations taken up and new discoveries are constantly being made.

Mayo has three general stores, a drug store, two hotels, two restaurants, a saw mill in course of construction, electric lights and telephone service. A station of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police is located here.

Regular steamboat service is maintained by the White Pass & Yukon Route during the period of open navigation, and during the winter months a mail service is in operation by dog teams.

RADFORD. (For names see Territorial Alphabetical List.) Pop 65. A p o and mining settlement, first settled in 1899, on Quartz Creek, 25 m se of Dawson, the banking and shipping point. Anglican and Catholic churches. Yukon Telephone Syn​dicate. Stage several times a week in winter to Bonanza, El​dorado Creek and Dawson and once a week to Dawson in sum​mer.

RAMPART HOUSE. Pop 200. Whites and natives. A landing at the head of navigation on the Porcupine River, near the international boundary, 225 m (air line) n of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 235 ne of Fort Yukon, the nearest p o. A customs office and a station of the RCMP are located here.  Mail four times a year.

RINK RAPIDS. On the White Horse-Dawson River route on the Yukon River, 7 m s of Yukon Crossing.

RITCHIE'S. A landing on the Yukon River, 150 m nw of Pelly.  Stewart River is the nearest p o.

ROBINSON STATION. A roadhouse (formerly a p o) and flag station on the W P & Y Route, 89 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 22 s of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o, and 22 n of Carcross, also a p o.

ROCK CREEK ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on a creek of the same name at its confluence with the Klondike River, and on the Dawson-Granville road, 11 m e of Dawson, the nearest banking point and p o.

RUDE CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same, name, a tributary of the White River, which empties into the Yukon River, 98 m below Selkirk and 10 above Stewart River, the nearest p o.

SCROGGIE CREEK. (For names see Territorial Alpha​betical List.) A p o and mining settlement on a creek of the same name, at its confluence with the Stewart River, 22 m from its mouth and on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 100 m s of Dawson, the banking point.

SELKIRK. Pop 150, natives and whites. A steamboat land​ing and telegraph station, also known as Fort Selkirk, on the Yukon Ri ver near the mouth of the Pelly River, 214 m n of W^hite Horse, 176 s of Dawson, both banking points, and across the river from Pelly, its p o.

SELWYN. A station on a river of the same name at its confluence with the Yukon River and on the government tele​graph line between Dawson and Atlin, B C, 150 m se of Dawson, the banking point, and 36 w of Pelly, the nearest p o.

SILVER CITY. SeeKluane.

SILVER CREEK. A mining settlement on a creek of the same name near Kluane.

SIXTY MILE. A roadhouse, mining settlement and landing on the Yukon River at the mouth of Sixty Mile River, 48 m s of Dawson, banking point, and 20 n of Stewart River, the nearest p o.

STEAMBOAT BAR. A mining settlement near Clear Creek.

STEWART CROSSING. A station on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail 75 m se of the latter, the banking point, and 19 se of Black Hills, the nearest p o.

STEWART RIVER. (For names see Territorial Alphabet​ical List.) Pop 25. A p o and mining settlement, first settled in 1897, at the confluence of the Stewart and Yukon Rivers, 70 m s of Dawson, nearing banking point It is also a government tele​graph station on the line between Atlin, B C, and Dawson. It is the supply point for Barker, Black Hills, Donahue, Henderson, Scroggie and Thistle Creeks. Boat connections with Dawson, Mayo and White Horse semi-weekly during the summer. Mail semi-weekly.

SULPHUR. A disc p o and mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 37 m se of Dawson, the banking point, and 17 se of Hunker, the nearest p o. Stage to Granville, Hunker and Dawson.

SUMMIT ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on King Solomon Dome on the Dawson-Granville road, 28 m se of Dawson, the nearest banking point, and 8 s of Hunker, its nearest p o.

SWEDE CREEK. A mining and fox farming settlement on a creek of the same name, a tributary of the Yukon River, 7 m sw of Dawson, the nearest banking point and p o.

TAGISH. Pop 35, natives and whites. A government tele​graph statioft and Indian reservation on Tagish River between Lakes Marsh and Tagish, 50 m sw of White Horse, the nearest banking point, and 25 ne of Carcross, its nearest supply point and p o.

TAKBINI. A roadhouse and stage station, the first relay stop on. the White Horse-Dawson winter trait, 22 m nw of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

TANTALUS. See Carmacks,

TEN MILE* A mining settlement on a creek of the same name, 59 m s of Dawson, the banking point, 11 sw of Ogilvie, the shipping point on the Yukon River, and 22 se of Glacier Creek, the nearest p o.

TEN MILE ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Dawson-Glacier Creek summer trail, 50 m ne of Glacier Creek and 10 s of Dawson, the banking point and nearest p o.

TESLIN. Pop 125, of which 25 are whites. A disc p o and trading post on a lake of the same name, at the headwaters of the Teslin River, 50 m se of White Horse, the banking point and p o reached by steamer four times a year. Mining and trapping are the principal industries. An Anglican Mission is located here.

THIRTY MILE. On the Dawson-Glacier summer trail, 30 m ne of Dawson, the nearest banking point and p o.

THISTLE CREEK. Pop 20. A disc p o and mining settle​ment on a creek of the same name at its confluence with the Yukon River, 90 m s of Dawson, the banking point, and 22 s of Stewart River, the supply point.

TRAIL GULCH. A mining settlement on a gulch of the same name, a tributary of Bonanza Creek, Al/2 m s of Dawson, the nearest banking point and p o.

TRONDYKE MINING DISTRICT. See Klondike Mining District.

TWENTY-FOUR MILE ROADHOUSE. A roadhouse on the Dawson-Glacier Creek summer trail, 36 m ne of Glacier Creek and 24 s of Dawson, the banking point and nearest p o.

UPPER BONANZA. That part of the Bonanza Creek min​ing district, which is above Bonanza.

UPPER LABARGE. A steamboat landing at the southern end of Lake Labarge, 425 m se of Dawson, the capital and 10 n of White Horse, the nearest banking point and p o.

UPPER PELLY. Pop 175, of which 25 are whites. A trad​ing post on the Pelly River, at the mouth of the Ross River, 450 m by water ne of White Horse, the nearest banking point, and 250 se of Pelly, the nearest p o.

WATSON. A flag station on the W P & Y Route, 59 m n of Skagway, Alaska, 52 s of White Horse, both banking points, and 8 s of Carcross, its nearest p o.

WEST DAWSON. A suburb of Dawson w across the Yu​kon River, and connected therewith by government ferry, making hourly trips.   For names see Dawson.

WETTELEA. See De Wette.

WHEATON. Pop 20. A quartz mining settlement on a river of the same name, 72 m s of White Horse, the nearest bank​ing point, and 22 w of Carcross, its nearest supply point and p o.

WHEELERS. A roadhouse and stage station on the White Horse-Dawson winter trail, 127 m se of the latter, the banking point, and 24 se of Black Hills, the nearest p o.

WHELAN. A landing on the Yukon River, 186 m se of Dawson, the banking point and 10 e of Pelly, the nearest p o.

Any person, corporation or firm engaged in business as owner and publisher of a City Directory in the United States or Canada, who shall qualify as competent to gather information and compile a City Directory and furnish satis​factory references, is eligible to membership. The objects of the Association are:

First. The advancement of the Directory business and the improvement of Directories by the interchange of ideas and the exchange of experienced employes.

Second. To provide protection to the public against fraudulent advertising schemes which operate under the name of Directories, and to drive unprincipled promoters of the same out of business.

Third. To provide permanent and profitable employment to competent, In​dustrious anl honest Directory canvassers and compilers.

Fourth. For the mutual protection and advancement of the established and prospective interests of all who may become members, by personal advice and assistance of members as may be mutually satisfactory, desirable or advisable, and by such other means as may, from time to time, be shown to be wise, proper and lawful.

All members of this association have subscribed to the following* STANDARDS OF PRACTICE

1. To consider, first, the interest of the user of the book.

2. To subscribe to and work for truth, honesty and accuracy in all depart​ments.
3. To avoid confusing duplication of listings, endeavoring to classify every concern under such headings as best describe it, and to treat additional listings as advertising, to be charged for at regular rates.
4. To increase public knowledge of what directories and reference media contain; to study public needs and make directories and reference media to supply them; to revise and standardize methods and classifications so that what is wanted may be most easily found, and the directory and reference media be made to serve their fullest use as business and social reference books and directories of buyer to seller and seller to his market.
5. To decline any advertisement which has a tendency to mislead or which does not conform to business integrity.

6. To solicit subscriptions and advertising solely upon the merits of the publi​cation.
7. To avoid misrepresentation by statement or inference regarding circulation, placing the test of reference publicity upon its accessibility to seekers as well as on the number of copies circulated.
8. To co-operate with approved organizations and individuals engaged in creative advertising work.
9. To avoid unfair competition.
10. To determine what is the highest and largest function of directories and reference media in public service and then to strive in every legitimate way to promote that function.
